HISTORY

ANTIQUITY

1. Central Asia is one of the
most ancient regions inhabited by
man and one of the oldest centres
of human cultures, as attested by
numerous relics. :

The territory of present day
Uzbekistan was the crossroads of
Euroasia and a branch of the
ancient Silk Road. It connected
Europe and China, passed through
the oasis settlements of Kokand,
Samarkand and Bukhara.

In Samarkand region archeo-
logists have discovered an area
where primitive men lived more
than 10,000 years ago. In the
South of Uzbekistan a skeleton of
the ancient man and some
remarkable rock drawings were
discovered.

Traces of primitive men have
also been found near Tashkent,
in Khorezm and in the Kara-
Kalpak region.

In antiquity, the peoples of
Central Asia maintained trade and
cultural relations with the peoples
of China, India, Iran, the Arab
countries, the Mediterranean area,
Eastern Europe, the Caucasus and
Siberia.

UPSURGE AND
DEPRIVATION

2. From 800 B.C. to 500 A.D.
Central Asia witnessed the rise
and fall of the various ancient
states including Bactria, Sogdiana
and Khorezm, the state of the
Achaemenids, Alexander the Great,
(Selivkids) Graeco-Bactrian,
Parthian and Kushan Kingdoms.

The periods of economic up-
surge experienced by the people
living on the territory of present-
day Uzbekistan alternated with

periods of great economic oppres-
sion and deprivation connected
with the history of wars and
conquests that destroyed whole
towns and villages. Foreign invasi-
ons brought untold destruction. In
the 6th century B.C. Central Asia
was conquered by Cyrus, founder
of the Persian Empire. In 330 B.C.
the Persian Empire was destroyed
by Alexander the Great. The
Graeco-Bactrian state came into
existance, which incorporated’ the
greater part of present-day Uzbe-
kistan.

The Kushan kingdom existed
in the Ist-4st centuries A.D. In
subsequent centuries Central Asia
was the scene of struggle of many

nomadic Turkic tribes which

invaded it from the North.

ALEXANDER THE GREAT

3. Alexander the Great was
the first world conqueror and one
of the most remarkable men in
history. The son of Philip
Macedon, tsar, an excellent
general and organizer Alexander

brought Greek ideas and the
Greek way of doing things to all
the countries that he conquered.
He was born in 356 and died in
323 B.C. His mother, Olimpias,
princess of Epirees, was brilliant
and hot-tempered. Alexander
inherited the best qualities of both
his parents.

Alexander the Great was an
ambitious imperator. He decided
to conquer Persia. This had been
part of his father’s plan. In spring
of 336 B.C. he crossed the
Hellespont (Dardanell) with an
army. His army won a victory over
the Persians on the bank of the
Gracicus River. This victory
opened the road to Asia Minor.

Before the summer of 327 he
had once more crossed the Hindu-
Kush mountains on this way to
India. It was the beginning of the

crash of Alexander’s army.

Alexander left some of his soldiers
in Middle Asia and because of
this the legend says, some Uzbek
people appeared with green eyes
and blond hair.

THE TURKIC KAGANATE

4. The Turkic Kaganate, a
huge Turkic state appeared in
500-600 A.D. as a result of the
union of diverse nomadic tribes
and peoples of the Altai. During
the 6th century the tribes
extended their rule over the
territory of Central Asia. It was
a period of the assimilation of
various _ethnic groups of the
kaganate and the formation of
large and small alliances of tribes

with related languages and
dialects. The kaganate played a
great role in uniting and

consolidating nomadics speaking
Turkish which roamed and settled
down in the Central Asian steppes
and oases.

ARABS AND ISLAM

5. At the end of the 7th
century and the beginning of the
8th century the Arab conquerors
under Emir Kotaibe Ibn Muslim
conquered Khorezm (Khiva) and
Sogdiana (Samarkand, Bukhara).
Under the Abbasid caliphs of
Baghdad, the Arabian influence
became dominant in the oasis
cities of Central Asia. About 874
the country was conquered by the
Samanid dynasty from Balkh. In
999 a Turkic Karakhanid dynasty,
the first to embrace Islam,
supplanted the Samanids in
Samarkand and Bukhara. The new
rulers even pushed down south of
the Amu Darya, but they were
stopped by Makhmud of Ghazn
and then that river became the
dividing line between Iran and
Turan.

THE SAMANID DYNASTY

6. Ismail Samanid is the rep-
resentative of the Eastern dynasty
that ruled in 819-999 over the
vast territory of Mavara-Un-Nahr
(the Arabic name of the territory

between the Amy-Darya and Syr-
Darya rivers in Central Asia since
the VIith century A.D.).

Ismail Samanid reigned from
892 till 907. It was he who erected
this marvellous Mausoleum over
his father’s grave. This has been
testified by the archeological
excavations held in 1926-1928. It
has been established that there
were several graves inside the
Mausoleum, and the grave of
Ismail himself was situated aside
at the entrance. Next to him his
son and grandson were buried.

CHINGGIS KHAN

7. The collapse of the Arab
Caliphate led to the resurrection
of the independent statehoods in
Central Asia. Between the 9th and
15th centuries a succession of the
large independent feudal states
replaced one another in Central
Asia: the monarchies of Samanids,
Seljuks, Khorezmshah and
Timurlane empire. The rule of the
Samanids was marked by a great
upsurge in economy and culture
in Khorosan and Mavara-Un-
Nahr. Under the Khorezmshahs
the country’s economy, science
and culture continued to develop.
The conquest of Central Asia by
Makhmud of Ghazn in the 10th
century, by the Karakhanids at
the end of the 10th — beginning

of the I1l1th centuries and by
Chinggis Khan at the beginning
of the 13th century brought
sufferings to the peoples
inhabiting the territory of Central
Asia. Many towns were reduced,
thousands of peasants .and
craftsman were either killed or
driven into slavery. But these
rulers istablishid huge, centralized
states at these periods.

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TIMUR, THE RULER
OF MAVARA-UN-NAHR

8. Timur was born in the
village of Khodja-Ilgar, near
Shahrisabs. He was the son of
Amir Taragay, who was from
Barlos tribes. Since his teena-
gerhood Timur knew much about
military training and took part in
civil wars.

He was promoted in the period
of invasion to Mavara-Un-Nahr,
Mugulistan Khan Tuglug-Timur,
who twice — in 1360 and
1361 — tried to subordinate this
rich country and reached Kesh.
Timur’s uncle Hodji Barlos was
the ruler of Kesh, but after
defeating with  Tuglug-Timur,
Hoji Barlos ran away and Tuglug-
Timur made Timur the ruler of
Kesh, instead of his uncle Hodji
Barlos. Tuglug-Timur sent his son

Ilias-Hodi as a ruler to Mavara-
Un-Nahr, but Timur didn’t wish
to work for him. After the death
of Tuglug-Timur his son was
outed from Mavara-Un-Nahr, and
Turkish amir Kozagon’s grandson
Husein helped him. They became
relatives, Timur was married to
his sister Uljoi-Turkon. In 1370,
Timur invaded Balkh, Husein was
killed by Huttalan’s ruler
Kaihosrav, he was the ally of
Timur.

In the second half of the 14th
century the conqueror Timur, ha-
ving firmly established himself as
an absolute ruler had chosen Sa-
markand as his capital city, started
campaigns against other states. A
prominent military commander
and outstanding but firm and reso-
lute statesman Timur became the
ruler of Mavara-Un-Nahr in 1370.
His rule and the rule of his des-

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. cendants —Shahruh, Ulugbek and
Bobur were marked by the growth
of productive forces, the develop-
ment of irrigation, arts and crafts,
trade and flourishing of the litera-
ture, science and art of ancient
Samarkand and Mavara-Un-Nahr.

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ULUGBEK

9. Ulugbek (Mukhammad Ta-
ragai) was born in 1394 in Sulta-
nia. His father was great Timur’s
son Shahruh, his mother was
Gavharshodbegim, the grand
daughter of the Naiman’'s
padishah Kutlugkhan. Ulugbek
was brought up by his
grandmother Saraimulkhanum.

When he was 15 years old he
became the ruler of Samarkand.
When he was 17 he became the ruler
of Mavara-Un-Nahr and he ruled
the state during 40 years. Really it
was very difficult for him to combine
the state affairs with science and
Ulugbek realized it only after his
defeat with Barakhan.

The great scientist liked to
devote himself to science, but he
needed the throne too; if he were
not a sultan amir how could he
build the expensive observatory,
erect madrasahs, pay hundreds of
scientists for their work?

Ulugbek’s mother Gavharshod-
begim didn’t want her son to be
the scientist and she said that the
world was not governed by
science, by books, but only by
power. Her son Ulugbek became
a great scientist, he tried to send
human ideas to the stars and to
get the knew knowledge from so
long distance. He compiled the
catalogue of stars which is very
popular even today.

When Ulugbek was the ruler
of Samarkand, it became the
centre of art and science. Mavara-
un-nahr became powerful and
strong. But a lot of his amirs
didn’t support his policy and they
tried to plunder the state treasure,
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to begin the war between cousins
and between the father and the
son.

Historians of Ulugbek’s time
wrote that Ulugbek had been
beheaded by his own son’s decree
at a spot some ten or twelve miles
from Samarkand.

BOBUR

10.. Bobur, Zahir-Iddin (1483-
1530 founder of the great Mogul
(Muhgul) dynasty in India, was
a Barlos Turk descended on the
male side from Timur and on the
female side from Chagatai Khan
(a son of Chinggiz Khan, the great
mongol scourge of Asia. In 1494
at the age of eleven, he succeeded
his father, Sultan Mirza, as a ruler
of the small state of Fergana.
From 1494 to 1504 he vainly
endeavoured to maintain his
position in Fergana; But he was
expelled by more powerful
neighbours and eventually sought
refuge in the mountain fortresses
of Kabul, which became his
headquarters until 1525. Political
conditions in India contributed to
the success of his plans. Babur’s
defeats and victories are recorded
in his frank and intimate memoirs
(the Bobur-noma). Bobur records
in his famous memoirs that his
chief ambition was to recover the
vast territories which had once
formed part of Timur’s mighty
Empire. At his death in 1530 he
controlled the greater part of
Northern India.

But Bobur is famous not only
as the founder of Mogul dynasty
and the general, he was a pro-
minent poet of 15-16 centuries,
the creator of Bobur-noma, histo-
rical work of a world importance.
His memoirs are of great influence
for our knowlcdge about India of
those days.- Bobur portreyed as
well a vivid picturies-of the nature
and population of Ferghana and
Zeravshan vallies. Babur’s creative
work and state activity played a
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very important role in unification
the culturies of Central Asia, Iran,
Afghanistan and India.

THE DECLINE
OF FEUDALISM

11. The invasion of Shaibani
Khan at the end of the 15th and
the beginning of the 16th
centuries retarded the country’s
development for hundreds of
years. As a result of frequent wars
some parts of the couniry which
had attained a high level of

development began to decline and
towns fell into decay. From the

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RUSSIAN RULE

12. In the 1860s and 1870s
the Kokand and Khiva Khanates
as well as the Bukhara Emirate
and other lands of Central Asia
were conquered into the Russian
Empire, thus forming the
Turkestan General-Governorship.

Turkestan became Russia’s
principal supplier of cotton. Large
tracts of irrigated land were
turned into cotton plantations. A
new type of exploiter, the agent
who  purchased cotton for
industrial capital, appeared on the
scene. ’

Tsarism had absolutely no_

intention of introducing a new
progressive order in Turkestan
and thus promote the all round
growth of its economy, science
and culture. Its prime concern was
to open the way for Russia to turn
the territory of Turkestan into a
source of raw materials and cheap
labour. The working masses of

Turkestan came under the double
yoke of exploitations by the local
rich and by the Russian capitalists
and officials

THE INFLOW OF
RUSSIANS INTO CENTRAL
ASIA

13. During the colonialization
of Central Asia a large number of
people moved from Russia’s inter-
nal regions into this area. The
inflow of Russians into the Central
Asia welled particularly following
the completion in 1899 of the
Transcaspian and in 1906 of the
Orenburg railways. They settled
down in towns, got jobs, at
enterprises or engaged in various
crafts or trade. A part of them went
to live in the rural districts, where
they took up farming on the newly
developed lands. New towns were
built and new districts appeared in
the old towns of Turkestan.

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REVOLUTION
IN UZBEKISTAN

14. The local working people
came under the influence of the
revolutionary Russian proletariat.
Turkestan became an autonomous
Republic within the RSFSR. Still the
Emirate of Bukhara and the Khiva
Khanate remained independent
states during several years.

During the revolutionary years
some part of Uzbek intelligensia
did not accept the Russian Revo-
lution and undertook measures to
prevent it. The opposition consi-
dered that the young Turkestan
Republic should have its own
national way of future develop-
ment connected with his historical
past, mentality of its people etc.
The opposition was connected
with basmachi movement.

Russian Red Army under the
leadership of M. Frunze, M. Bu-
denny, V. Kuibishev confronted
extended armed resistance with
much bloodshed. At the end the
basmachi movement suffered a
defeat and the country was
proclaimed the Uzbek SSR in
October 1924.

The I-st Constituent Congress
of Soviets of the Uzbek SSR was
convened in Bukhara in 1925.
This Congress adopted a declara-
tion laying down that the Uzbek
SSR was voluntarily to be a
constituent part of the USSR. In

May 1925 the 3-d all-union
Congress of Soviets admitted
Uzbekistan into the Union of

Soviet Socialist Republics as an
equal Republic.

Having become a member of
the USSR it pooled its resources
with those of other republics.

Uzbekistan have been provided
with ample opportunities for
accelerating economic and cultural
progress.

THE FLAG

18. The flag consists of 3§
stripes: three of them are of equal
size — blue, white and green,
and two narrow red ones separate
the blue and the green stripes
from the white one. In the left
corner of the upper stripe one can
see the crescent and twelve stars,
placed in three rows of three, four
and five correspondingly.

The blue colour is the symbol
of eternal sky and water as one
of the main sources of life. It is
just the colour of Amir Timur’s
state flag.

The white stripe is the
traditional symbol of peace,
yearning for moral purity of
actions and thoughts wishing of
bon voyage.

The green stripe symbolizes
nature, new life and fertility in
the countries whose population is
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represented mainly by moslems.
It is also reminiscent of the close
historical links with the present-
day movement of "Green Peace”
which fights for the ecological
purity of our environment.

The red lines stand for the
vital force flowing within any
living organism and binding our

kind, innocent thoughts to the
eternal skies and our earthly
activities.

THE SYMBOL
OF CRESCENT

19. Young crescent bound to
the historcal traditions can be
simultaneously considered to be
the symbol of the Republic’s
newly born independence.

Stars stand for the symbols of
the cloudless sky. There are
twelve starts on the State flag of
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the Republic of Uzbekistan, that
is again directly connected with
the historical traditions with our

solar calendar beginning with
Nauruz. The months’ names ‘in
this calendar at the same time are
the names of the constellations.
According to Ulugbeg’s catalogue
the Sun’s movement in the sky is
determined by the movement of
these constellatins. This solar
cycle in Uzbekistan is called
"muchal”. Life proves it to be true
that the period of snake (serpent)
brings drought, while Dragon
brings rains. Scientists apply this
to solar activity that has been
taken into consideration by our
ancestors.

THE STATE EMBLEM

21. The New State Emblem of

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It reflects a flowering valley
and the shining Sun. On the right
of the valley there are wheat ears
and on the left — white cotton
cloves.”

On the top of the Emblem you
can see eight-angled star which
symbolizes the unity of the
Republic.

RELIEF

2. Uzbekistan is Jhe most level
surface of the Central Asian
republics, the most art of its
territory is covered by plains.
Highmountains rise only on the
extreme East. Between the
mountains and the plains there is
a belt of submontane plains with
numerous seasonal streams, rivers
and man-made canals. These
places are the most developed and
densely populated parts of
Uzbekistan. There are mountain
systems, the Tian Shan in the
North and the Hissar Alai in the
South. In the extreme North-East
the Karzhantau, Ugram Pskem,
Chatkal and Kurama ranges, all
spurs of the Western Tian Shan
extend in the direction of the
plains. The highest peak here is
:Beshtokh in the Pskom Range.

The Hissar Alai mountains are
separated from Tian Shan
Mountains by the large Fergana
Intermontane Depression bound
on the North by the slopes of the
Chatkal and Kurama ranges and
in the South by the slopes of the
Alai and Turkestan ranges.

Branching from the Turkestan
Range in the north-westerly
direction are the Malguzar,
Nuratau, Aktau mountains. To the
South, seperated from them by
the wide Zeravshan Valley, are
the latitudinal spurs of the
Zeravshan Range, which gradually
decrease in height. To the West
lie the Karatepa and Zirabulak-
Ziaddin mountains, the latter
being not over 700 metres high.

EARTHQUAKE

3. Uzbekistan along with other
Central Asian territories, lies
within a seismic zone. Seismic
processes (earthquakes) indicate
that the movement of the earth’s
crust is continuing. The Eastern
mountainous part of Uzbekistan
has the highest seismicity. The
most violent (scale  points)
earthquakes occur in the piedmont
part of the Fergana Depression,
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in the southern slopes of the
Hissar Range and in the upper
reaches of the Tupolang river.
There are sad memories of the
devastating earthquakes which
took place near Andijan in 1889
and 1902. In 1966 on April 26
the most destructive earthquake
hit Tashkent. A similar
devastating earthquake hit
Tashkent once before, in 1868.

Earthquake of almost identical
intensity occur in the area of the
Hissar Range and its spurs. Else-
where in Uzbekistan seismisity is
limited to the force of 5-6 scale
points.

DESERTS
4. Between the two great
Central - Asian rivers, the Amu

Darya and the Syr Darya, in the
central part of the Republic lies
the Kizilkum Desert, Kizilkum
means "Red Sand". But it would
be wrong to imagine it as a sea
of sand and nothing else. It also
has isolated low mountains, rocky
and clayed plateaus, solonchaks
(salt marshes) and takyrs (clayed

CLIMATE

. 5. Uzbekistan has a warm,
sharply continental and very arid
climate. As the other Central
Asian republics, it has an
abundance of solar heat. The
surface of the earth which absorbs
much of the radiation becomes
considerably heated. The
temperature of the top soil which
is almost devoid of vegetation in
the plains, frequently rises to 60°
and the temperature of the air
over it climbs to 40°—45° at
noontime in the summer months.
There is considerable difference
between summer and  winter
temperatures and sudden sharp
changes in the weather. The
unstable, fairly cold winter
abruptly gives way to a warm,
rainy spring which in turn is
replaced by a dry summer.

The change from autumn to
winter is also abrupt. It is long
and cloudless. The first autumn
frosts come at the end of October.
The hot summer lasts from the
end of May to October and it has
stable, dry weather.

In contrast to summer, the
relatively short winter is charac-
terized by capricious weather. The
frequent alternation of warm and
cold air masses cause considerable
fluctuations in temperature and
air humidity. The sky is often
overcast and it rains and snows
occasionaly.

Spring begins in the latter half
of February or the first days of
March. In the plains it lasts not
more than a month, but in the
mountains it lasts for more than
three months. In spring sometimes

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FAUNA (ANIMAL LIFE)

7. Uzbekistan is the habitat of
a large number of animal species.
There are animals and birds in
Uzbekistan which usually dwell in

the steppes, forests, meadows
deserts.

A particularly large number of
insects, reptiles and animals

inhabit the desert plains. Small
lisards scurry underfoot. The
agamas seek shelter from the heat
on top of the shrubs growing near
takyrs. Small clumsy geckos
emerge from their daytime
hideouts with the fall of dusk.
Occasionally one sports the monito
lizard, the desert crocodile whose
length ranges from a metre to a
metre and a half.

The submontane plains and
foothills play a very important role
in the developing of cattle
breeding. Besides being ‘excellent
pastures, they are a rich source
of the valuable meadow hay.
Bogharic farming or red-fed is
particular'ly widespread in the
foothills. '

foothills is alse impressive. There
are many lizads, including agamas
and other species. There are some
Middleasian gazelles, foxes,
wolves, steppe and marbled
polecats which have valuable pelts.

HEAVY INDUSTRY

appeared and developed for the
purpose of servicing cotton
production. Today the Republic
has almost all the basic branches
of the heavy industry with
hundreds of enterprises, mines
and pits. Now the heavy industry
occupies the leading place in the
Republican economy, whereas
formerly it provided only two
percent of the total output.

The main branches of industry
in Uzbekistan are power
engineering, non-ferrous and
ferrous metallargy, chemistry,
industry of construction materials,
textile and footwear, furniture and
dishware, food products and
carpets, medicine and books. In
the past this region had only small
enterprises.

AGRARIAN GOODS

From that section we moved
over the cement floors to the area

I became conscious of the
humid warmth inside the room
and began to contemplate what it
must be like when temperatures
outside soar to well above one
hundred degrees Fahrenheit as
they do during Central Asian
summers.

There is no doubt whatever in
my mind that the work required
the stamina of youth. Easy it
certainly was not and 1 clearly
understood. why the workers
received benefits that to some may
seem, at a superficial glance to be
extraordinarily liberal. Actually
they are not all that excessive.
The smartest and most ambitious
mill workers take full advantage
of the chance to move from the
dronelike jobs to other work
demanding greater skills and
offering better pay and less bodily
wear and tear.

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THE PROCESS
OF OBTAINING SILK

5. For twenty eight days the
silkworm feeds upon the choice
leaf of the mulberry tree, and
since the appetite is enormous it
never once stops eating during
that period. At the end of these
twenty eight days the worm takes
four more days to spin a silk
house or cocoon about itself. If
left alone the silkworm will
shorthly thereafter break through
the cocoon and emerge a butterfly.
But that is not allowed to take
place. As soon as cocoons are spun
they are gathered up, brought and
placed in the ovens under a slow
heat that destroys the worms
inside without harming their soft
silky fibres. The thousands of
cocoons are then sorted. Damaged
or otherwise imperfect ones are
thrown out and the rest are placed
in hot water for softening. That
way it becomes easier to find the
end of the very fine silk thread.

There are about 1,000 meters
of thread in a little cocoon, but
the thread is so fine and thin that
it will take seven thickness of it
to make the average silk thread
that is spooled. Heavier threads
requirc more cocoons.

We watched as spools of
thread, and further along the line,
sleek, broad, widths of exquisite
white silk fabric emerged from the
thousands of cocoons fed into the
machines. Color where desired,
would be added later. I ran my
fingers over a huge roll of the
finished silk and its texture was
a joy to touch. Here indeed was
the legendary silk of Central Asia
at its very best. (Elton C. Fax).

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KARAKUL

6. At The Rescarch Institute
on karakul breeding we learned
the following facts: the Institute
was founded in 1935 on the basis
of two experimental farms. The
main concern is improving the
quality of pelts. This is an ancient
breed of sheep and the Bukhara
Region is considered its number
one habitat, even having a lake
named Kara Kul which means
"Black Lake".

Most Karakul sheep, from
sixty-five to seventy-five percent
are black, fifteen percent are sur
or biege. The black sheep is the
hardiest of them all. Among black
pelts there are twenty-one type —
all different in quality.

We have indicated an interest
in two or three unusual pelts, one

white, one biege, and one black,
the latter two of exquisite texture.
The experts' explained: it requires
twenty years to produce a white
karakul and they are pelts from
the unborn lamb, taken when the
ewe had been slaughtered for
meat. It is three or four times
more expensive than karakul,
which comes from lambs not more
than two days old.

THE PROCESSING
OF PORCELAIN

10. A youth of about twenty,
obviously experienced at his job
quickly filled spinning moulds
with portions of clay that had been
prepared to right consistency for
moulding and later firing. He
seemed to know by weight and
touch exactly how much clay to
toss in to each mould and that
function alone constituted an
arresting contribution to the start
of a fascinating process. He was
also responsible for getting the
clay to its proper state of

isture, certainly a vital part of
the operation.

After him, machinery took the
place of potter’s hands and
workers watched the machines to
see that they did their various
jobs well.
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I followed the progression of
the damp clay teapots as they
were removed from their moulds.
Other workers, using an adhesive
manually affixed spouts and
handles before passing each item
on for the first of there firings.
After thirty-two hours in a high-
temperature kiln the pottery would
be cooled and all defective pieces
discarded. Then would come the
stencilled color decorations, a
process we saw in operation on
previously. That would be
followed by a second firing and
cooling. A final firing would take
place after glazing. Each
completed piece represented a fine
example of Samarkand table
porcelain.

TRANSPORT SYSTEM

11. Uzbekistan has all types
of transport: railway, river, motor,
air and pipeline.

Ninety per cent of the
Republican freight turnover is
handled by railways and motor

-industrial

transport. The Republic holds first
place in Central Asia for the
density of the railway network per
100 square kilometres.

THE CAPITAL

THE SETTLEMENTS

5. The Fergana Valley, the
Khorezm OQasis and middle
reaches of the Zeravshan have
always been densely populated.
But they have different settlement




patterns. In the Fergana Valley,
for example, the kishlaks stand in
compact groups along the aryks
(irrigation ditches) and irrigation
canals, big and small roads and
highways. In Khorezm, isolated
small kishlaks are  called
kurganchis with a small number
of peasant households.

The nomads lived in yurtas
and kibitkas. The first consisted
of a wooden frame and a rough
felt covering and was easily
assembled. Kibitka — the
primitive winter dwelling of the
nomad, it was made of mud, reeds
and brushwood.

Both the yurtas and ; the
kibitkas were heated by a fire
burning in an uchak (hearth) in
the centre of the dwelling. As a
rulZ the very small number of
¢household utensils were made by

the nomads themselves out of local
materials such as leather, wool,

wood and reeds. Metal utensils,
implements and other essential
household items were bought at
bazars.

KISHLAK

6. At all times the bulk of the
population of Uzbekistan lived in
the rural districts. Numerous
kishlaks cover the territory of
Uzbekistan. Literally, the word
kishlak means "wintering place”
and datess back to the remote
times when the forebears of the
modern Uzbeks were nomads.
With the development of irrigated
farming the kishlaks gradually
turned into villages with a settled
population.

A peasant farm in a kishlak
conisisted of a dwelling house,
auxiliary premises and a plot of
land under  orchards and
vineyards. The village had a
trading and public centre and one
or more mosques. In the large
kishlaks one or two days a week
were set aside for bazaars at
which the neighbouring population
sold all kinds of goods and food
products. There is always a choi-
hona in the shade of lombardy
and poplars and smoothleaved
elms which nest near a khous, a
large quadrangular pond.

THE UZBEK YARD

Under
the trees stands the supa, a square
platform made of clay where the
family gathers for its meals and
the evening tea.

Standing in the cool
shade of the fruit trees or vines,
the suri, is a place where sthe
family rests in the evening or
receives guests.

In areas where wood and stone
are scarce, people build their
homes of mud with thick walls
and flat roofs. Such houses are
cool in the terrible summer heat
and warm in the winter.

THE NATIONAL DRESS

For example, the people of
Fergana, Tashkent, Bukhara and
Samarkand use the central-Uzbek
dialect while the population of
Khiva, Urgench, Khanka and
other towns and rural localities of
Khorezm speak the Southern-
Khorezm dialect. And there are
some tribes who have their own
dialects.

In Middle Ages the Arabic
language and alphabet were
introduced in Central Asia. It
played the same important role in
the East as Latin did in Europe.
The Central Asian  Turkic
languages were gradually
supplanted by Arabic. This lasted
during centuries. The Arabic
language was used in religion,
official writing and the Persian
language was functioning as the
language of poetry, though
common people practised Turkic
dialects in their everyday life.

SUPERIORITY
OF LANGUAGES

2. When Sultan-Husayn was
reformulating the legacy of Timur,
there was a resurgence of Turkic
culture at his court. The principal
exponent of this revival was Mir
Ali-Sher, whose treatise on
Turkish and Persian is a carefully
crafted exercise in  cultural
reorientation. He completed it in
1499, a little more than a year
before his death.

Mir Ali-Sher’'s "Muhakamad
al-lughatayan” (Judgement of two
languages) is divided into two
parts. In the first part he tried to
prove that Turkish is a superior
literary language to Persian, while
in the second part he analysed
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his own works (in glowing terms)
to show that his championing of
Turkish is based on a thorough
knowledge of both languages.
Mir Ali-Sher’s arguments are
not only intended to demonstrate
the merits of Turkish over Persian

but by extension to show the
cultural and ethnic superiority of
the Turks, who formed the
military elite of the dynasty. For
instance, he wrote: "It is well
known that Turkish is a more
intelligent, more undestandable,
and more creative language than
Persian, while Persian is more
refined and profound than
Turkish for the purpose of thought
and science. That-this is so is
apparent from the rectitude,
honesty, and generosity of the
Turks and the arts, sciences and
philosophy of the Persians”.

TURKISH VOCABULARY,

3. Mir Ali-Sher was the first
who worked out the foundations
of Turkish vocabulary. He said:
"It is richer than its Persian
counterpart and consequently a
more . interesting and complex
language”. Ironically all of the
arguments are phrased within the
conventional idioms of Persian
literature. Both the grammar and
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presentation of "The Muhakamad-
al-lughatayan”, as well as his
other works written in Turkish,
are entirely dependent on Persian
forms, their structure as well as
their details: they are Turkish in
vocabulary only. For instance, his
quintet of poems Hayrat al-abrar
(Farhad and Shirin), Sab’A-Il
Sayyare (Seven planets), Sadd-i
Iscandar (Story of Iskandar),
Layli and Majnun.

CHANGES IN THE
ALPHABET

4. Quite a few attemts were
made before and after the
Revolution of 1917 to reform the
Arabic alphabet in order to meet
the requirements of the Uzbek
language. Finally, in December |1,
1929 the Arabic alphabet was
replaced by a new one, based on
Latin graphic.

In 1940, the Cyrillic script was
introduced into the Uzbek
language. Certainly as the result
of all these reforms the language
corpus changed greatly. Script and

orthography changes demand
great uniformity which is of
special importance in written
communication.

All changes in the Uzbek
language were closely connected
with the changes in the country:
political, economic, social ~and
cultural. Languages in Central
Asia and other parts of the former
Soviet Union were experiencing
these changes. Today Uzbekistan
is coming back to the Latin
alphabet.

THE UZBEK DIALECTS

6. Many dialects, particularly
the urban dialects, have lost much
of their  palatal harmony.
According to some turcologists,
this is because the dialects of some
cities in Uzbekistan, such as
Tashkent, Samarkand and
Bukhara, have become "iranized"
(influenced by Persian and Tajik).

In addition to harmony, Uzbek
dialects are also distinguished as
"Yoqchi® or "Jogchi". This
concerns the pronunciation of such
words as yigit. In some dialects
in certain position /y/ becomes
/j/; thus yigit may be pronounced
/jigit/. The /j/ is pronounced in
Kazakh, as well as in Kipchak
dialects of Uzbek.

There are, of course, other
features. which distinguish Uzbek
dialects one from another. Those
presented above, however, provide
the necessary background to un-
derstand the debates about the
Uzbek alphabet and orthography
in the 1920s and 1930s.

INTERNATIONAL
VOCABULARY

7. Some scientists share the
opinion that international words
are those words which are
borrowed from Latin, German,
French and other languages and
exist in several languages. The
others say that international
words are limited to one language
only (Latin or Greek). Still words
of identical origin that occur in
several languages as a result of

simultaneous or successive
borrowings from one ultimate
source are called international
words” (1.V. Arnold).

Many- new  words  were
introduced into the Uzbek

vocabulary because new concepts
and ideas were introduced into
the life of the Uzbeks. Many
original Uzbek words developed
rnew  meanings, which  never
existed in their semantic
structures. For example in the old
days the Uzbek word "vorym” was
used in the meaning of "unskilled
workman”, the worker who was
busy with earthwork. The same
refers to the word “mexnar”. This
word denoted very hard, back
breaking toil and had the
synonym of such words as "ram"
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(sorrow) and "kaury" (grief).
Today these two words have
completely changed their
meanings. Vocabulary
development is closely bound to
the political and economical
situation in the country.

IDIOMATIC UZBEK

8. Like in many languages in
the Uzbek language there is the
most picturesque, colourful and
expressive part of the vocabulary
which is called idiomatic. This
part of the vocabulary reflects the
vivid and amusing aspects from
the life of the Uzbek people, its
customs and the tfaditions,
prejidices from the past days,
peculiarities of the nations
mentality and wisdom. So the
idiomatic language expresses a
great variety of strange and
grotesque ideas which seem quite
amuzing to the representatives of
another nations especially to
Europeans.

11. That branch of culture
that studies national peculiarities
is called ethnography. In the
sphere of the language it specifies
what a stranger in any new society
should know in order to be able
to perform some role. For
example, how to ask for a drink
in the pub.

To ask appropriately for a
drink among the Subanun it is
not enough to know how to
construct a grammatical utterance
in this language.

The task of an
ethnographer of speaking is to
specify what the appropriate
alternatives are in given situation
and what the consequences are of
selecting one alternative over
another.”

12. What is meant by an
"undeveloped” language? Only

because it has not been employed
in all the functions that a language
can perform in large societies...?
The history of languages
demonstrates convincingly that
there are not unherently
handicapped languages. All the
great languages of today were
once undeveloped. Rather than
speak of undeveloped
languages...it would be better to
call them “vernaculars” or some
such term...We are then ready to
ask how a vernacular, an
"undeveloped language” developes
into a standard, a developed
language. To understand this we
will have to consider the relation
of language to the nation.

The ancient Greeks and
Romans spread their languages as
far as their domains extended,
and modern imperialists have
sought to do the same... The
invention of printing, the rise of
industry, and the spread of
popular education have brought
into being the modern nationstate,
which extends some of the
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loyalties of the family and the
neighbourhood or the clan to the
whole state. Nation and language
have become inextricably
intertwined. Every self-respecting
nation has to have a language.
Not just a medium  of
communication, a "vernacular" or
a "dialect”, but a fully developed
language. Anything less marks it
as underdeveloped.

MULTILINGUALISM

13. In communities where

multilingualism is the norm of the
communication regularly takes
place in two or more codes.
...scholars have dealt with the
network of communication itself,

Both authors
make the point that in every
speech community there exist a
variety of repertoires, of alternate
means of expression. They go on
to note that this fact has social
implications.

The history of Tashkent

THE HISTORY
OF SOGDIAN

4. The name "Afrasiab” is a
relatively late origin — possibly
of the seventh or eighth centuries.
In the well-known poem "Shakh-
name” by Firdousi the name of
the city is traced from a
descendant of the legendary king
Turon,

Some of the earliest and
detailed data om Sogdian are
found in persian religious books
on the teachings of Zoroaster. One
of these sources says that God
Akhura-Mazda created a blessed
land with rich people and fat
flocks and called it ""Sogdian”. The
very word "Sogdian" means in
ancient Persian "light, brilliance”,
hence Sogdian was a country
where light and purity allegedly
reigned.

We also find references to
Sogdian in works by Herodotus,
a Greek historian of the 5th
century B.C. According to Greek
sources Sogdian was the region
lying between the Amy Darya and
Sir-Darya rivers, whereas muslim
geographers understood Sogdian
to be within the Zarafshan river
basis right up to the Kashkadarya
river.

Ancient Sogdiana had a settled
population and for many centuries
foreign invaders attempted to lay
their hands on the riches of this
land. The fortifications and walls
surrounding many cities of
Sogdian testify to the constant
alertness of its population to repel
foreign invaders.

THE SOGDIAN MURALS

5. Mural paintings have been
the basic type of decoration in the
palaces of Sogdian and this is very
important for archeologists and
historians. The murals give us an
opportunity to study the life,
culture, religion, mythology and
other aspects of everyday life of

the people who lived fifteen
hundred years ago.
There is an almost- fully

preserved Sogdian inscription on
one of murals. It has been made
by a proffessional scribe and
comprises 16 lines of vertical
writing — a sort of credential:
"When the envoy of the Hunnian
king arrived he opened his mouth
(and said): I am Bur-Zatak (son
of Bur), Chaganian chief of the
office. 1 have come to Samarkand
from the Chaganian  king
Turantash with respect to the king
of Samarkand: And here 1 am
filled with respect before the
(Samarkand) king: Have no fears
or suspicions concerning my
intentions — I khow well about
the Gods of Samarkand and the
language. I have all respect for

the might of your king too...” (At
this peint the inscription breaks
off). Thus spoke the chief of the

office. (This inscription was
deciphered and translated by
Livshitz).

The Sogdian murals reflect the
achievements of one of the world’s

civilizations which in its
development, was ahead of the
early medieval West. These

murals had been made with great
artistic skill and being original in
subject they were listed among
the masterpieces of world art.

This city has grown in the
centre of culture and irrigated
farming on the border of the
settled tribes of farmers and
nomadic cattle breaders.

The exact date of its birth is
still unknown" altough the
excavations prove its age to be
over 2000 years. 10 centuries ago
Abubakr Narshakhi (899-959)
wrote about it in his book "The
history of Bukhara"

SIAVUSH

2. Folk legends always testify
to be the witnesses of the old
times. Thus one of such legends
written down by the first
historians of Bukhara names
Siavush to be the first builder of
the Bukhara citadel. In ancient
times Siavush was worshipped as
a God. According to a later lyrical
poem he was the son of the
Iranian tsar and of a Turkish
woman, and was killed by
Afrasiab, the Turan tsar. Abubakr
Narshakhi even says that he was
buried within the citadel, near the
eastern gates of Bukhara.
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Zorqastrians worshipped this
place: on Nauruz day every male
was to kill a cock there. The
Bukhara citizens moarned Siavush
in their songs that were named
"Laments of the Moogs".

THE LEGEND
OF A WOMAN-RULER

are called "The gates of the
hay-sellers”, and then took her
seat on the throne.

She had established the rule
according to which about 200
youths both from peasant and
royal families had to come into
her service. They were wearing
golden kerchieves on their waists
and the sabres were hanging from

their shoulders. She appeared
before them and declared her
orders, praised some and

punished others. This lasted till
breakfast then she returned to the
citadel”

THE SAMANIDS’
MAUSOLEUM

4. The Samanids’ Mausoleum
is one of the most ancient
monuments of architecture that it
has been miraculously preserved

n



now. The monument’s
composition is very simple and
laconic. It is presented by a cube
covered with a semi-circular larger
dome and four smaller domes. Its
rectangular is oriented to the
cardinal points. The building is
placed on the low socle and is
completed with the arched gallery
surrounding its top.

Along with the traditional
architecture the Mausoleum
presents clearly seen innovations
of its builder. Unfortunately, the
builder’s name has not been
preserved by the history. The
exterior and interior walls of the
building have figured patterned
baked-brick work. The patterned
ornament gives it astonishing
lightness and seems to slide the
walls apart and what surprises the
viewer even more is that the

until

ornament of the walls changes its
pattern depending on the angle of
sun-rays fall.

The Ismail Samanid’s Mauso-
leum was restored in 1937-1939.
As many specialists from different
countries of the world marked the
restoration had been a success,
the local masters managed to
preserve entirely the original look
of the monument.

The mausoleum is one of the
best illustrations to the history of
the feudal state of Samanids
(875-999). This state was formed
in Central Asia after the collapse
of the Arabian Caliphate and the
consolidation of the larger part of
Central Asia territory in the first
half of the Xth century A.D.
around Bukhara as the capital
city. The period of economc and

cultural upsurge of this state
lasted till the end of the Xth
century A.D.

THE GATES AND
MOSQUES OF BUKHARA

5. At the time of the Arab
conquest Bukhara was surrounded
by a thick clay wall with seven
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gates. Bukhara grew rapidly
within its thick wall with tower
gates. The existing fortifications
were built in the sixteenth
century. The powerful clay wall
some 12 km long had twelve gates
and their names have been
preserved in the history of the
city. Today, a section of the city
walls with the Talipach gates,
have been preserved at the
Samanids’ Mausoleum and
Chashma-Ayub.

After the Arab conquest in the

seventh and eighth centuries,
muslim ideology and religion
blended with local tradition to

develop new types of structures
(mosques, madrassahs, etc).

THE BUKHARA KHANATE

6. In 1220 Bukhara was
conquered and plundered by the
hords of Chinggis Khan. Great
fire destroyed the bigger part of
the city, only brick constructions
remained but rather soon Bukhara
was restored and Marco Polo
could name it "the city of great
dignity".

In 1370 Bukhara was included

into Timur’s empire and lost
political significance.
In the 14-15th century

Bukhara played the role of a
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religious centre but in the 16th
century a new dynasty of
Sheibanid’s who originated from
the settled and nomadic Uzbek
tribes conquered Bukhara.

Under the rule of Abdullakhan
(1557-1598) it again became the
political centre of the state that
acquired the name of the Bukhara
Khanate. In fact by that time it
turned into the political and
cultural centre of the whole
Central Asia. It maintained close
trade and diplomatic relations
with many countries. According to
the English  merchant and
diplomat Jenikson: "Annual
meetings of merchants coming in
big caravans from neighbouring
countries: India, Persia, Balkh,
Russia, and many others, take
place in Bukhara”.
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In 1557 the envoys from
Bukhara went to Moscow to ask
for the free trade with Russia.
Jenikson came to Bukhara as Ivan
the IV's ambassader in 1558. This
time he remarked: "Russians bring
to Bukhara raw hides, sheepskins
worsted fabrics, wooden utensils,
bites, saddles, etc. and take away
various articles made of cotton,
variety of silk, fabrics and other
things”. They favoured taxless
trade in 1574.

At this period great attention

was being paid to music,
development of poetry in the
Uzbek and Tadjik languages,
calligraphy, miniature and

erection of buildings that could
rival with those built by the
Timurids.

THE EDUCATIONAL
AND RESIDENTIAL
ARCHITECTURE
OF BUKHARA

7. The Mir-Arab madrassah
was built in 1530-1536. It was
built by the ruler of Bukhara
Ubaidullakhan as a gift to sheikh
Abdulla Yemeni.

The square-shaped courtyard
with bevelled corners is fringed
by two stories of living cells. The
axis of the courtyard is
accentuated by a deep and tall
portal gallery.

There is a slight resemblance
in the architectural design of
oriental madrassahs and Oxford
(Cambridge) universities. Most of
these educational centres deve-
loped from mediaeval cells and
cloisters, are protected by old
stone walls. At night heavy
elaborate gates are closed upon
the street. Inside the gates you
feel comfortably insulated. The
architecture enables several
dozens of men to live together in
condition of quietness-and privacy.
No other buildings are quite like
these.

8. The Magoki-Attori mosque.
The Magoki-Attori is a unique
monument in more ways than one.
The very name speaks of the fact
that the mosque was located on
the territory of shopping stalls
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selling paints, perfumery and
haberdashery. The architectural
ensembles are favourite recreation
centres of the people of Bukhara.
The Bukhara school of architecture
also provides vivid examples of
residential architecture.

KHIVA
A CITY OUT OF A
TALE

FAIRY

From the History of Khiva

. 1. In the North-Western part
of Uzbekistan, on the left bank
of the Amu-Darya, in the
transition zone between the sultry
deserts of Karakum and Kizilkum
are situated the lands of ancient
Khorezm oasis. Nowadays it is the
Khorezm region of Uzbekistan.
This land is elevated 100 m. over
the sea level and is characterized
by sharp continental climate with
severe, snowless winters and hot,

dry summers. The rainfall amount
is the lowest not only in Central
Asia but in the world at large. But
even in much abnormal conditions
people managed to develop these
lands applying artificial irrigation
in the Il d-beginning of the 2nd
millennium B.C.

But the archeological data
proves that the city existed as
early as the VIth —VIIIth century.
First it appeared as a stopping
place and later as a caravan-saroi
on the ancient trade road near
the well, called "Kheivak"”, that
gave the city its name "Kheiva,
or Khiva",

THE CITY WITHIN CLAY
WALLS

2. Beyond a thick clay wall
there opens a wonderful view of
the old city of Khiva with its
slender minarets, the cupolas of
its mosques and madrassahs.
More monuments of the past have
been preserved in Khiva than in
Samarkand. Some of them are
several centuries old. It looks like
a fairy tale oriental city that came
to us from the pages of the
"Arabian nights".

Like any other oriental city it
has preserved the mediaeval
traditional division into two
separated parts: the inner city
Shakhristan (turned into
reversation in 1968), the outer
city, where the major part of the
population lives now.

In other terms Khiva is divided
into the inner  city —the
Ichankala, and the external
city — the Dishankala. Most of
the architectural monuments are
located within Ichankala which is
surrounded by a powerful fortified
wall with four gates oriented
towards the four main directions.
Ichankala rises as a huge greyish-
yellow bulk of structures It is very
easy to get lost in the labyrinths
of Ichankala. From a bird’s eye
view or the view from an enormous
minaret called "Islam-Khodja"
(about 50-56 m) you will see a
massive greyish cluster of the
buildings of Ichankala.

THE EASTERN GATE

3. The excursion usually starts
in front of the city gates, the
eastern gate called "Palvan-
darvoza", pointing to the Amy-
Darya. Their size proves its name,
the marble plate above the gates
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preserved the inscriptions
"Shakhri Kheivak” — 1221.
This is the starting point of
the construction but the whole
ensemble was finished at the end
of the 30 s of the 19th century.
It included a madrassah, caravan
saroi and a palace that got the

name of Tashkhauli Palace or
Stone Court. The Palace
encounted  over 160 rooms

including 3 large and 5 smaller
inner courtyards. It is one of the
fully preserved Mediaeval Palace
ensembles richly decorated with
Khorezmian tiles, with ornaments
in blue, white and turquoise
colours, with magnificent, almost
two-storey height carved wooden
pillars, with lattices to protect
from the sunrays and patterned
doors.

THE WESTERN GATE

4. Next to the western gates
you will see the fortified Palace
Kunya Ark or the Old Fortress.
Its construction took 3 centuries

(17-19) and it included the
Khan’s office, the reception room,
harem, summer and winter

mosques and mint. Restoration
works have been going on. The
Atadarvaza gates have been
completely restored by now. In

the past Kunya-Ark housed the
arsenal, the royal palace, and the

royal mint.
To this day there rises
Kurinish-khona, the official

reception building which was part
of the palace. The tall walls of
the aivan are a solid surface of
majolica ornaments. The throne
room is ornamented with coloured
carved plaster. The two-story
building of the harem houses have
rich premises.

THE KHEIVAK WELL

5. The oldest monument in the
city 'is the Mausoleum of Said
Alauddin built in the Golden Hord
times, at the beginning of the 14th
century. The tourist’s attention is
surely attracted by the grave stone

decorated  with  exceptionally
beautiful and intricately made
tiles. The mausoleum itself is

rather modest but the inscription
runs: "This mausoleum was built
in the antiquity and only the
heaven could rival with it". This
contrast’ between the modest
design of the Mausoleum and the
high colourful monument is so
striking that they seem to be
separate elements, each built by
itself.
Only "Kheivak"

the well is

considered to be older than this

Mausoleum The remains of the
old cupola construction have been
found by the archeologists under
the well. Its traces refer the date
of Khiva foundation to a much

earlier period than the 10th
century, when it was first
mentioned by the  Arabian
authors.

THE CRAFT AND ART

7. The people of Khorezm
created an original material and

spiritual culture which greatly
influenced the development of
many oriental nations.

One
of them says that once upon a
time there lived a "Kashinpaja" —
a master of glazed ceramics, who
had a promising and successful
pupil (apprentice). He seemed to
be diligent in taking up everything
that his teacher shared with him
and once he started dreaming of
the independent work.

but the teacher was indulgent and

benevolent. He said: "You have
mastered the craft, the only thing
left for you to do is to master the
art”. And the teacher disclosed his
secret... that had been lost later.

8. At the end of the 18th
century one more old building was
reconstructed during the
fortification works in Ichankala. It
is the Djuma mosque with
marvellous wooden columns
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(pitlars) totally numbering 200
depicting the samples of the
Khorezmian wood carving art.

Two educational establishments
are worth being mentioned. They
are the largest Kulti-Murad-Inak
madrassah that housed the
theologists and the small Islam
Khodja madrassah, the first secular
school of the city. Since the ancient
times. Khorezmian was considered
to be the centre of brilliant original
culture that has been compared
with the most famous civilization in
the Nill Valley and between the
Ind and Khuanckne rivers.

Through the gates in
the massive clay fortification wall
opens a view upon the ancient city
with elegant minarets, domes of
mosques and madrassahs.

It is no exaggeration to call
Samarkand a museum city. One
of its most outstanding
monuments is the Registan
ensemble, unique in its grandeur.
It is a kind of Forum of
Samarkand, a square surrounded
on three sides by monumental
madrassahs (Muslim schools) —
Ulug-bek, Shir-Dor and Tilla-
Kari.

To the east of Registan are
the imposing ruins of the temple
mosque - Bibi-Khanym (1399 —
1404). It is interesting that the
architectural plan of the Gothic
cathedral in Milan is very similar
to that of this mosque. Another
jewel in the crown of Samarkand’s
historical architecture is the Shah-
i-Zindah ("The Living King™)
ensemble. It consists of a large
group of mosques and mausoleums
(XIV — XV centuries) charac-
terised by elegance and variety of
form.

Among the historical
monuments of Samarkand pride
of place goes to the remains of
the observatory built by Ulugbek
in 1428—1429. It was equipped
with the best and most accurate
instruments of the time.

All of Samarkand’s historical
and architectural monuments are
protected by the state.
