he dervish school which was known as Khajagan

("Masters”) appeared in Central Asia and influenced
greatly on the development of Indian and Turkish Empires.
Many special schools started from this Order. It is the opinion of
many specialists that the Nakshbandi's Order is the earliest
mystic "chain of transmission”.

Khoja Bahaudin Nakshband (died in 1389) is the greatest
authority of this school. After his death the school was known as
the Nakshbandi Chain: "Artists” or "Masters of Drawing".

For seven years Bahaudin was a courtier, for seven years —
a shepherd, and for seven years he was building roads. His
teacher was the valorous Baba As-Samasi, and it is believed that
he returned to the original principles and practice of sufism. Only
the Nakshbandi sheikhs had the right to introduce their disciples
into any other dervish Order.

The members of the Ordes never distinguished from the
others and did not draw special attention to themselves, that is
why the scientists could not re-create the history of the Order,
and it was often difficult to know its members. Partly because the
"Masters”, as a rule, worked in the sphere of culture they lived
in, the Nakshbandians were mostly known as the devout
Moslems.

HOW THE ORDER WAS FOUNDED

Three dervishes betook themselves to the Longest Journey.

When they came back the people asked them:

"What helped You to finish Your journey, to go through many
hardships and to come back?"

The first of them answered: "It were cats and mice; as |
watched them in usual life and became aware of the equal
importance of motionlessness and mobility”.

The second of them answered: "It was the food, as it made me
able to endure and to understand”.

The third said: "It were the exercises, as they made me active
and integral”. ’
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Ignorable listeners tried to follow these advices literally. They
had no success. But they at least left the dervishes’ path.

Semi-ignorable listeners said: "We shall not imitate them in
all the details, we shall try to combine these principles”.

Neither they had any success. But they left the dervishes,
road leaving them in peace, as they believed they possessed all
the Teaching.

Then the dervishes told the rest of the people:

"And now we’ll show you how to combine the mysteries with
the usual things in this life, and then the Longest Journey can be
possible”.

This is the Teaching.

That’s how the Order (of the Masters) was founded.

And that’s how the people of the outer and inner
consciousness behave themselves.

THREE VISITS OF THE SAGE

Bahaudin Nakshband was visited by a group of seekers. They
found him in the courtyard surrounded by his disciples. At first
sight the visitors understood that it was a feast in full swing.

Some of them said:

"It’s disgusting. They must not behave themselves like this,
whatever the reason it might be".

They tried to explain that to the Master.

The other visitors said:

"But it’s great, we like this Teaching and we’d like to join it".

The other of them said:

"We are a bit embarrassed and we’d like to learn more about
this strange case”.

The rest of the visitors told each other:

"Maybe, there is some wisdom in it, but we don't know if we
should ask about that or not".

The Teacher sent them all away.

And these people told in their talks and writings about what
they had seen. Even those who did not mention of that exactly,
had such strong impression about it that their opinion was
present in their speeches and works.
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Later on some of these people were passing by Nakshband’s
house again and they visited the Teacher once more.

Already at the gate they saw that he and his disciples were
sitting in the courtyard sedately in deep contemplation.

"This is better, — they said. — He has probably heeded our
admonishments"”

"It’s wonderful, — the others said, — because last time he
must have just tested us”.

“All this is too dour, — said the others, — we could have
found such gloomy faces in the other place as well".

And there were many other various opinions — voiced as well
as silent.

When contemplation was over the sage banished all of them
from his house.

Time passed and then some of these people came to
Nakshband again to ask him to make them understand both these
situations.

They approached the gate and looked inside the courtyard.
There they saw the Teacher sitting alone, neither having a feast,
nor contemplating. There were no disciples nearby.

"I have already let my disciples go, ashave fulfilled the task,
and now you can hear the whole story, — he said.

"When you came here for the first time, I had a group of too
serious disciples. I took corrective measures. When you came for
the second time, my disciples were too hilarious — 1 was
correcting the situation again. When a man is working he does not
always wish to explain his actions to his accidental visitors, how-
ever interested they may seem to be. When the action is in its
stage of development, the only important thing is to fulfil the
action correctly. In these circumstances the outside opinion is of
secondary importance”.

METHODS OF TEACHING

Bahaudin was sitting with some of his disciples when a group
of his followers entered the meeting room.

Ash-Shah asked each of them to explain the purpose of their
visit.

The first told: "You are the greatest man on the earth”.
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"Once | gave him a medicine when he was ill, that is why he
calls me the greatest man.” — said Ash-Shah.

The second told: "Since You allowed me to visit You I have
gained spiritual life".

"He was tormented by his doubts, and there was nobody to
listen to him, I talked with him, and the peace he found as a result
of our conversation is what he calls spiritual life,” — noticed Ash-
Shah.

The third visitor told: "You understand e, and all I want is
to listen to your conversations for the good of my soul.”

"This man thirsts for attention to himself, even if it is a
criiticism, — said Ash-Shah, — and he calls that "the good of my
soul.”

The fourth answered the following: "I came from one Tcacher
to another and practiced their Teachings. But only after You gave
me the VASIFA exercise, | really felt the richness of contact be-
tween us”.

"The exercise 1 gave to this man, — said Ash-Shah, — was
just my invention and was not related to spiritual life at all. I had
1o reveal his illusion of spirituality before I could reach that part
of him which is in fact spiritual but not just sensual”.

SUCCESSOR

Zabit-ibn-al-Munavar, a mystic with great achievements, died
and left the settled people in Balkh without a real Teacher.
Honorable As-Sayar, a man of forty then, was sent from
Turkestan by Bahaudin to become a Teacher of this community.

When As-Sayar (Let his Innermost Consciousness be
blessed! arrived in Balkh and came into Khanjan, he found the
Envoy (Calif) surrounded by his disciples and settling the
community problems.

As-Sayar was lodged at the kitchens. Only one disciple
recognized him as the Successor, but As-Sayar told him to keep
silence. "We both have a low status here”, — he said to him.

A month later the Great Sheikh of Khorassan visited Khanjan.
Passing by the kitchen he exclaimed:

"The true friend is here! And the untrue ones are
everywhere!".
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Nobody understood the hint until there came a letter from
Khanjagan to As-Sayar as the Assigned Successor.

After that he was rendered great homage. Azimzada, the
disciple who recognized him, became, in his turn, the head of the
cloister.

ANCIENT MASTERS

Bahaudin had been carried away back in time in his thoughts.

He told to the group of seekers who visited him:

"I've just met and talked with the masters of ancient times
who are believed to pass away long ago”.

"Please, tell us what they were looking like?" — they asked
him,

Bahaudin answered: "Your interpretation of the Teaching is
of such kind that they would consider You the devil.

The thing is that if You could see them You would consider
them as completely unacceptable to communicate with. In that
case You wouldn’t enquire about them”.

WHY I HAVE DONE IT

One day a man came to the Great Teacher. He asked him to
help him in his difficulties and to be his guide on the Path of the
Teaching.

Bahaudin advising him to give up spiritual sciences and to
leave immediately.

One kind-hearted visitor tried to object to Bahaudin. But the
Sage said:

"You will see the confirmation now".

The same moment a bird flied into the room and started
rushing about, being unable to find an exit.

The sufi waited for the bird to sit near the only open window
in the room and clapped his hands. The frightened bird rushed
into the window and flied away free.

"This sound, — said Bahaudin, — was a kind of a hit, even
an insult to her, wasn’t it?"
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INDIRECT TEACHING

One disciple visited Ash-Shah Bahaudin Nakshband from
Bukhara.

After he had been attending his meeting for several days the
First disciple of Bahaudin made him the sign to approach the
Sheikh and to begin talking.

“Sheikh Ridvan has sent me here; — the disciple started, — I
hope You will give me something?”

"Who has sent you?" — Ash-Shah asked him to repeat.

"Sheikh Ridvan."

Bahaudin asked the man to repeat again what he had said.
Then again and again, until the man was sure that Nakshband
was deaf and, perhaps, foolish.

And after this dialogue which had lasted for the whole hour or
even more, Bahaudin said:

"I can’t hear You. I do not hear the words You are saying.”

The disciple stood up and started for the door whispering
"God forgive you!".

" Ash-Shah, not deaf already, answered at once: "As well as
You and Sheikh Ridvan".

AIR OF KASR-AL-ARIFIN

As the telling says, the Governor of Bukhara sent one day for
Bahaudin Nakshband as he needed his advice in one question.

His letter to Bahaudin ran as follows:

"The Ambassador is to arrive to our place. I wish You to be
near me when he comes as I need Your advice. Please, come im-
mediately.”

Bahaudin sent him the answer:

"I am not able to come, as now I depend on the air of Kasr-Al-
Arifin and I cannot bring it with me in jugs.”

The Governor was embarrassed by this answer at first, and
then he became even angry. In spite of Bahaudin being a
prominent Sage, he decided to reproach him, on occasion, with
his impoliteness.

Meantime, the Ambassador’s visit was abandoned and the
Governor did not have to solve any questions.
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Once, many months later, the Governor was sitting in his
palace, when suddenly a hired assassin rushed to him. Bahaudin
Nakshband who was entering the room at this moment, dashed
to the assassin and disarmed him.

"Despite Your impoliteness, I am indebted to You, Ash-
Shah”, — the Governor said.

Bahaudin answered: "The politeness of the competent is to be
near when it is necessary but not just to sit waiting for
ambassadors who are not even going to come."

BAHAUDIN’S ANSWERS

A lot of questions, one answer.

I came to a town, and people crowded around me.
They asked: "Where are You from?”

They asked: "Where are You going?"

They asked: "Who are Your companions?”

They asked: "Who were Your ancestors?”

They asked: "What inheritance did You get?"
They asked: "What will Your posthumous grant be?”
They asked: "Whom do You uwn -.rstand?”

They asked: "Who understands you?"

They asked: "What is your Teaching?”

They asked: "Who possesses the whole Teaching?”
They asked: "Who does not have any Teaching?”

I told them:

"What seems to be a lot to You is in fact one thing.
What seems simple to You — is not simple.

What seems difficult to You — is easy.

There’s one answer to all of You ~ "Sufis".

THE SUFI WHO CALLED
HIMSELF A DOG

Mavlana Dervish, the Head of the Order of Nakshbandi, and
one of the greatest Teachers of this Order, was sitting in his
Zaviya one day, when suddenly a furious fanatic bursted into the
room.
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“You are sitting here!"” — the uninvited guest yelled. — You
are a dog surrounded by the disciples who would obey every word
of You! As for me, I’'m calling the people to seek after the God’s
grace by praying and asketism, as we were directed to do".

When hc said "a dog", some of the seekers stood up ready to
expel the fanatic.

"Wait!" — said Mavlana, — "a dog" is really a good word, I
am a dog that obeys his master and explains to the sheep our
Master’s wishes with the help of signs. Like a dog, I infuriate
thieves and those who meddle with other people’s affairs. And 1
wag my tail joyfully when I see my Master’s friends.

A dog barks, wags his 1ail, and loves his Master faithfully, and
we are developing these features in ourselves so that our Master
should not have to wag his tail and to bark, because he has got us
already.

CHERISHED IDEAS

Sadik Khamzavi was asked:

"How does it come that the Sage from Samarkand has
assigned You as his successor, if You had been only a servant at
his house".

Sadik answered: "He taught me the things he himself
considered necessary, and I was learning that. He told me one
day: "I can’t raise other disciples to the same level because they
want to ask questions, they demand meetings, they impose their
system on us, — that is, they are studying what they have
already known".

I told him: "Please, teach me the things You can, and tell me
how I should learn”.

That’s how [ became his successor. The people are full of
cherished ideas about the way of studying and teaching should
be carried out. It’s impossible to preserve these ideas and to
learn.
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NAKSHBANDI DECLAMATION

"But what You are telling is already known", — some people
say.

"But You are, undoubtedly, telling something new", — the
others say.

"Tell it once more", — some people say; or: "Please, do not
tell it any more”, — the others say.

"But I have already heard it before”, — somebody tells; or:
"But it’s not the same as it was told before”, — the rest of them
say.

And these are our people, Dervish Baba, this is a man.

KHAJAGAN SAYINGS

BURBARI: Direct contact of two hearts is natural means of
transmission of the Path’s mysteries.

MAGHRIBI: The sense of studying is in activity. Just verbal
studying is the activity of minor importance.

HARAKANI: Some time a little more might be transmitted,
distracting useless attention rather than attracting it.

GURGANI: A teacher and a matter being studied comprise a
Teaching.

FARMADI: Experiencing extremes is the only way of leading
to the right work of a poor disciple.

HAMADANI: To serve the mankind is not only to improve
life. As a result of this service knowledge can be preserved,
concentrated and transmitted to the future

YASSAVI: Local activity is the main condition of the Dervish
Path.

BARKI: Aesthetics is the lowest form of perceiving the
Reality.

ANDAKI: An effort will be vain without Zaman, Makan,
Ikhvan (certain time, certain place, certain persons).

HADUAVANI: We are working at all the places and in all the
times. People believe that a man is important if he is famous. The
opposite can be true as well.
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AHMAD SADIK: The characteristic feature of a Man that
reached the Truth is that he does not take the figurative for the
concrete, or the literal for the symbolic.

FAKHNAVI: Our science is not out of this world, but out of
the worlds.

REVGARLI: It is a foolish thing to seek for something in a place
where the naive-minded person hopes to find what he is looking
for. The thing is that what you are looking for is everywhere when
You are able to find it.

RAMITANI: Information may be fragmentary, but not
knowledge. Scholasticism is the reason for fragmentary
information.

SAMASI: A man thinks about lots of things. He thinks that he
is a single entity. But he is usually divided into several entities.

NAKSHBAND: When people say: "Cry!" — they do not
mean: "Cry all the time!”. When they say: "Do not shout!" —
they do not mean that You are shouting all the time.

ATTAR: The true document can have seven levels of Truth, If
each writing or speech seem to have sense, they can have the
same seven levels of Truth.

KHAMOSH: The thing is not in the fact whether You can
learn by silence, speeches, effort or obedience. The thing is in the
way these methods are used, but not just in the fact "that they are
used"”.

KASHGHARL: If You are still asking: "Why are these and
those people using such and such methods in their study, and
how can I use these methods?” — You are not able to
comprehence the answer quite properly.

CHARKHI: It does not matter where is the Truth in Your
case, your Teacher will help You to find it. If he uses the same
methods for everybody he is not a Teacher, to say nothing of the
fact that he cannot be your Teacher.

SAMARKANDI (KHOJA AHRAR): There is always some-
thing real in each illusion or fantasy, and that is its prototype.

AL-LAKHI: We are neither living in the East, nor in the West,
we are neither studying in the North, nor teaching in the South.
We are not bound by these conditions, but we may be forced to
speak this way.

AL-BUKARI: The Path may be found in a drop of water. It
may be found as well in a complicated directions (instructions).

ZAHID: When You see a sufi who is studying or teaching
something that does not seem to be related to the spiritual, You
must remember that this is the spirituality of this age.

DERVISH: When it’s time for silence, keep silent, when it’s
time for communications, communicate, when there’s a need in
Your efforts, do Your best. If at some moment and at some place
actions are needed You should act.

SAMARKANDI (AMINI): Being in the time and in the space,
put Yourself above the time and above the space, and find the
way to the other worlds. We are originated from there.

SIMAKI: If You are taking the relative for the absolute, You
can become embroiled. You’d better not take any actions, rather
than to run such a risk.

SIRHINDI: Do not speak about Four Paths, or Seventy Two
Paths, or about "The Paths as numerous as the human souls”.
Instead of this you should speak about the Path and
achievements. Everything is subject to it.

MASUM: The Essence (Jat) expresses itself only in
comprehension. But it may develop irrespective of this. These
people that are called DARAVISH (Dervishes) are not as You
imagine them. So, You should think only about the Reality. It is
just what You imagine.

BADAUNI: You cannot do us any harm if You are disposed
against us. But You can put us in a difficult situation even if You
think You are helping us.

DJAN-I-JANAN: A man can take part in the Eternal. But it
happens not for he believes he is capable of thinking about the
Eternal.

DEHLAVI: We occupy a space in some place. Do not try to
mark this place while it is there. Better take that esscntial which
is there.

KANDAHARI: You are listening to my speeches. But you
should as well listen to the speeches of the other people. They are
not intended to be listened to physically by the ear. As You know
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only me, You believe that there’s no sufism outside me.You are
here to learn but not to collect historical data.

Jan-Fishan: You may go with the stream of some river. But
You should be sure first that it flows towards the Ocean. Do not
take the stream for the Ocean.

MIRACLES AND TRICKS

Bahaudin once received a beggar Kalandar who suggested
that he should perform miracles to prove he is one of the greatest
masters of miracles.

Ash-Shah said:

"We here, in Bukhara, are the only community of this kind,
and our faith does not in the least originate from and is not
supported by unusual phenomena which are called miracles. But
still it will be quite good for you to appear before the meeting of
dervishes and guests”.

So, Ash-Shah appointed the performance of the foreign
Kalandar for the next holiday.

For the whole day the monk was performing one miracle after
another: he revived the dead, walked over the water surface,
made the cut off head speak, and showed many other miracles.

The people of Bukhara were amazed. Some of them claimed
that he might be the Devil’s disciple, as they did not want to
follow his way of life and did not believe that he possessed some
wholesome powers. Some successors of Ash-Shah from provinces
were sure that "the new Sun has risen”, and he was asked to allow
them to follow the Kalandar to his cloister, even if they would
have to go to the world’s end for that. Some of the new disciples
of Ash-Shah asked the Master to perform the same miracles to
prove that he too possessed supernatural powers

For three days Bahaudin did not do anything, then, in front
of the huge crowd of people he began to do ali the things that
could be called miracles. The people witnessed such miracles that
it was hard to believe for them. They saw, heard and touched
such things that were impossible to find in the legends about the
miracles made by the greatest saints of all the times.

Then Bahaudin told them how all these "miracles” were
performed and disclosed them as primitive tricks.
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"Let everybody who wants to engage in such tricks foliow the
way of stunting, — he said, — but I've got some more important
work to do.

RESPONSIBILITY

One night a thief who was trying to sneak through a window
into the house he wanted to rob, fell down as the window frame
did not bear his weight, and he broke his leg.

The thief brought an action against the owner of the house.
When this man was summoned to the court, he said: "You must
take action against the carpenter who inserted the window
frame".

The carpenter, in his turn, said: "This was the fault of the
builder, as he did not make the window opening correctly”.

When the builder was asked, he told: "It happened so because
I was looking at a beautilful woman passing by when I was
working with this window opening”.

They found the woman, and she said: "That day I wore a nice
dress. Usually nobody takes heed of me. We should blame this
dress which was coloured in bright motely stripes”.

"Here at last we have found the culprit, — said the judge. —
Send for the man that painted the dress, and he will take
responsibility for the damage to the thief’s leg!"

It turned out that the painter was the woman’s husband. And
the thief himself happened to be this man.

FALSENESS

A man came to a Sufian Master and told him about the
exercises that a certain false-teacher had recommended to his
followers. .

"This man is obviously a swindler. He asks his disciples "not
to think of anything". It’s easy to say, as the words like these,
make an impression on people, but it’s simply impossible to think
of nothing".

The master asked him:

"What have You come to me for?"
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"To point to the prepostereous behavior of this man and to
speak on mysticism as well".

"And not for me just to support Your opinion about this man
being a swindler?”

"Oh, no, not for this. I know it myself too".

"And not to show all those sitting here that You know more
than an ordinary credulous person?”

"No, You shouldn’t say so. I'd really like to get some precept
from You".

"Fine. The only thing I may recommend You now is not to

think of anything".

The visitor left the gathering being convinced that the Master
was a cheat.

But the other outsider, who hadn’t heard the beginning of the
conversation as he joined the sitting at the moment when the man
of wisdom was saying: "The only thing I may recommend You is
not to think of anything.”

"Not to think of anything”, — such a staggering conception”,
he thought to himself.

And he went away when the daytime gathering had been over,
having heard nothing that would have contradicted the idea of
"thinking nothing".

Next day one of the disciples asked the Master who of those
persons was right.

"They both are far from the Truth”, he said, "they are still to
be taught, that their avidity serves as an obstacle or a curtain.
The answer cannot be put in just one word, one call, or one
simple explanation. Only thanks to continuous contact with
teaching the disciplel begins little by little to absorb those
notions, that gradually lead to understanding of the truth and
how it is formed.

"This is the way that the seeker turns into the discoverer.”

Master Rumi said: "Two persons come to You. One is
dreaming of the Heavens and the other is fearing for the
Underworld. They ask, what the reality is. What may one answer
them?" "Be attentive to Master’s talks, till You don’t reach some

concord.”
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SCIENCES AND CARAVANS

Sheikh Revgari was once visited by a man who wished he were
his disciple for a long time.

Sheikh talked with him about his life and his problems and
then took his leave having said: "I’ll send You an answer in due
time."

When the man left, Sheikh called one of his elder followers
and told him: "Go to such a man (the claimant for being his
disciple) and without mentioning my name offer a safe and
profitable job for him in your merchantile caravan.

Soon after that a letter came to Sheikh from the man, wishing
of becoming his disciple

"I implore You to forgive me for not coming to You. The thing
is that recently a happy chance has helped me to find a work at
one of the richest merchants of our city and my family interests
make me devote my life to this new job".

There were several more occasions of the same kind when
Sheikh Revgari had foreseen that people were visiting him only
because they felt disappointment in their private life.

And this is not the only case when he behaved this way.

INNER REALIZATIONS

Any Perfect Person represents to some an extent the same as
any other Perfect Personality, It means that a disciple adequately
adjusted with the school’s energy may get into contact with all
the exalted of the Earth as well as they all are in contact
themselves beyond space and time.

We've restored the essence of ancient traditions. A lot of
devoted dervishes haven't done it and we shouldn’t impede them
to be engaged in doings they want. Don’t get into any disputes
with them. "You should follow Your own Path and I mine."

The rules and practical methods of the school represent the
whole complex integrity. Truth, methods of teaching and
participants constitite one hand and when looking at it the
ignoramus might see only unlikeness of the fingers but not the
movements of the hand itself.

THE PALACE OF ENLIGHTENED
The reasons for school foundation

The Path /Order/ of Masters has been inheriting its essence
by means of continuous succession since ancient times. It is
maintaining the parallel connection with both ancient and
modern teachings, due to the direct interdependence of the whole
social being.

A lot of observers have been embarrassed by the fact, that
there exist various Orders and interpretations in our Path. They
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have been even more bewildered that the adherents of this or that
school may follow one teacher and study his methods with high
esteem and reverence and then, soon or later, they may join the
other teacher with the same esteem and reverence.

The reason of it may be found quite easily in case You know
how to look for it. The answer is contained in our ancient
aphorism. "Speak to every person in accordance with the level of
his understanding.”

A teacher is confronted with the task to teach. To teach
someone he is to take into account his present concerns and
obsessions or fixed ideas. He is, for example, to-use the language
of Bukhara while talking with Bukhara citizens and the language
of Baghdad in Baghdad.

If he knows the subject he teaches, he adjusts the forms of
teaching methods to concrete circumstances, similar to the way
the school is formed physically. In both cases disciples types and
characters are considered. .

Let’s take, for example, musical gatherings. We don’t visit
them and don’t use music. It takes place because nowadays and
in our situation there is more harm than benefit in music. Music
- when listened in the right way, facilitates our approach to
Consciousness. But should a person not be prepared for it or
should listening and performance of musical melodies not
correspond to his type, music may be deleterious.

Those who don’t realize it perceive music as a holy thing in
itself. The feelings experienced by them and emotions caused by
the music are being considered as exalted, lofty sufferings.
Though in reality they use music in their own, primitive aims, to
call the emotions not the basic ones for their progress.

Dervishes join the Order that more fully reflects their inner
nature. They follow their Teacher till he develops them as
completely as he can. Then they may go or may be sent to the
next Teacher to take part in special exercises, he could offer. It is
explained by the fact that there may exist such a side in their
beings that this specialization may be useful for.

On the Path tc Masters we follow the basic principles of
Dervishes’ work. Some of our exercises may be used this way
while the others should be used some other way. Some exercises
are modified, as they don’t correspond to the given place or time.
The same happens in all other schools as well. That’s why You
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may find here Masters, who’ve got the cloaks of Permission to
introduce their disciples to all the Orders, but who work in the
given community in full conformity with its requirements, based
on the original science, underlying the fundamentals of all other
forms.

Our school has been founded on irreproachable and amenable
authority to control reputation of our precursors by means of
incessant and documented continuity of spiritual tradition. Still
how scarce is our knowledge about it, how little these superficial
things mean (satisfying you because of our spiritual reputation)
in comparison to this Fundamental Truth of Experiment, that is
our hidden and powerful heritage.
