TEMURIDS: THE OUTLOOK
OF FOREIGN ORIENTALISTS

INDEPENDENCE AND THE
SPIRITUAL RENAISSANCE

The course of history is irreversible. A historical event our
ancestors dreamed of for many centuries came true on Sep-
tember 1, 1991, when the Republic of Uzbekistan proclaimed
its independence. The world community highly appreciates peace
and stability in Uzbekistan and its successes in developing the
market economy and in expanding international relations.

Present-day Uzbekistan is a state of centuries-old history
and rich culture, the country, which contributed much to the
development of global civilization. The people of Uzbekistan
gave to the world great scholars and poets, enlighteners and
statesmen.

Uzbekistan cooperates closely with leading international
organizations, including UNESCO, in order to expand cul-
tural contacts on a worldwide scale to further the world hu-
manitarian policy. UNESCO plays a great role in the dissemi-
nation and protection of the Uzbek people’s invaluable and
unique cultural heritage. A solid testimony to this is the fact
that a voluminous book— History of Civilizations of Central Asia—
was published. (See: History of Civilizations of Central Asia. Vol.
1: The Dawn of Civilization: The Earliest Times to 700 BC. Paris,
1992; Vol. II: The Development of Sedentary and Nomadic Civi-
lizations: 700 BC to AD 250. Paris, 1993; Vol. III: The Cross-
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roads of Civilizations: AD 250 fo 750. Paris, 1996). The role of
UNESCO in the aforementioned cause is clearly seen in the
fact that the International Institute of Central Asian Studies is
established in Samarkand, and that the anniversaries of Ibn
Sina, Al-Khorezmi, and Ulughbek were celebrated on a world-
wide scale.

UNESCO declared the year of 1996 to be the Year of
Amir Temur—the founder of one of the most powerful states,
which had ever been in the world history. (See: UNESCO:
Resolutions of the Twenty-eighth Session of the General Confer-
ence. Vol. 1, Paris, 1996, p. 89). It has a profound symbolical
meaning that the 660® anniversary of this 15*-century out-
standing figure was celebrated in April 1996, in Paris—the
heart of Europe, the city where History lives, and the place
where the spirit of Enlightenment, Science, Art, and Eternal
Beauty, reigns.

We consider all this the recognition of both role and sig-
nificance of Amir Temur and the following Temurid Renais-
sance in the world civilization, as they gave an impetus to the
Oriental Renaissance.

In 1990, Professor Licien Kehren’s The Route to Samarkand
in the Times of Tamerlan was published in Paris. This book
contains a wealth of illustrations, among which is the repro-
duction of the outlines made by Rembrandt in the 17 century
to paint the portrait of Amir Temur. (See: Kehren L. La Route
de Samarkand au temps de Tamerlan, Paris, 1990).

The original of Amir Temur’s letter to Charles VI, the
King of France, is kept in the National Archives of France.
This letter is opened with the following words: “I announce
Peace and Salute”.
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They same words may be used to describe the independent
Uzbekistan’s entering the world community, as this country,
since its independence, proclaimed its adherence to peace,
equal partnership, democracy and basic human values. And
Uzbekistan proves the genuineness in practice.

A French scholar, V. Fourniau, says: “In the late 20" cen-
tury, Uzbekistan lives under the sign of Renaissance—“A New
Era of Tamerlan”. (See: Fourniau V. Nouveau present, nouveau
passe/ Samarkand 1400-1500. La cite-oasis de Tamerlan: coeur
d’un Empire et d’une Renaissance. Paris, 1995, p. 15).

Indeed, the period of independent development has be-
come the years of regaining the origins of spirituality, national
roots, historical memory, and of reviving culture and morality.
The Temurid heyday of science, culture and art, had a favourable
influence upon the Renaissance in the West promoting global
progress.

At the 149" Session of the UNESCO Executive Commit-
tee, the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan, I. A. Karimoyv,
said: “Amir Temur’s historical mission was in the fact that the
Asian and European states have, for the first time, realized
their being in an integral geopolitical space, due to his deeds”
(See: UNESCO. Conseil executif: 149e session, 22 avril-3 mai
1996, Comptes rendus analytique. Paris, 1996, p. 90).

A talented strategist, skillful politician and di plomat, Amir
Temur was the founder of the state, which rests upon “estab-
lished laws and customs”. He¢ also was a resolute reformer of
out-of-date social institutions, and a patron of trades, com-
merce, science and culture.
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REVERTING TO THE HISTORICAL STUDY
OF THE TEMURID RENAISSANCE

The delightful fact typical of our times is a universal growth
of interest in the past—remote and recent—of independent
Uzbekistan. Readers are interested in the publications about his-
torical figures, their lives and activities. All this is true as far as
Sakhibkiran Amir Temur is concerned, since this prominent
historical figure laid the foundation of his vast centralized em-
pire, which comprised the lands from the Mediterranean Sea to
Central Asia. His outstanding abilities of statecraft, the talent of
diplomat, ruler, and victorious strategist, and his phenomenat
personal traits—all this continues to draw much attention.

Amir Temur’s name is placed deservedly in the annals of
the world history, as he is ranked among such great strategists
and politicians as Alexander the Great, Gannibal, Attila,
Chingiz-khan and Napoleon.

In the epoch of the Soviet Empire, many attempts were
made to dye Amir Temur’s name out of the pages of historical
records, and to bury it in oblivion. This was made to extinct a
national self-consciousness in order to make the people loose
a feeling of national pride and to make them reconcile with
their dependent and obedient state. However, the Uzbek people
did not forget their heroic ancestor but saved the memory
about them deep in people’s heart as sancta sanctum (Karimov,
I. A. Dan uvazheniya/ Narodnoe slovo, 1993, September 2).

Many monographs, books, articles, and historical primary
sources about Amir Temur and his epoch were published
throughout the world. But there still is a serious disadvantage,
which impedes to comprehend in full this scientific and histori-
cal heritage: the lack of the bibliography of studies about Amir
Temur and the Temurids. Neither domestic, nor foreign stud-
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ies about this epoch give us an example of such a bibliographical
work. We revealed and considered two similar works: a biblio-
graphical by M. Degenhart, the German researcher, which was
published in 1913—it was devoted to the studies by European
scholars; a 1018-page Abdulkhay Khabibiy’s Art of the Temurid
Epoch which was published in 1974, in Tehran.

It should be welcomed that the State Library of the Republic
of Uzbekistan named after Alisher Navoi initiated collecting
materials to compile a bibliography of works about Amir Temur
(See: R. A. Alimov, Sokhibkiron Amir Temur (Metodik
Tavsiyanoma), Toshkent, 1995; R. A. Alimov, Sakhibkiron Amir
Temur, Tashkent, 1995).

These materials plus many others are taken into conside:i-
ation while creating this bibliography on the both history and
culture of the epoch of Amir Temur and the Temurids. This
bibliography consists of two parts: The first part encompasses
studies in European languages; the second one is a research
literature in Uzbek, Russian and other languages, published in
Russia prior to the October Revolution, in the former Soviet
Union and independent Uzbekistan.

The work at the first part of this bibliography was being done
during some months, in Paris, in Archives Nationale,
Bibliotheque Nationale, Bibliotheque de Institut de ’Extreme
Orient, Societe Asiatique, Ecole Normal Superieure.

In France, in-depth researches of our history, culture, lan-
guage, the heritage of the eminent medieval thinkers, are con-
ducted over centuries. French researchers pioneer in this field
of research; and they continue to work successfully nowadays.
Indeed, “temurology™ developed in France like in no country
of the world. Even had the Association for Studies of the Temurid
Culture and History been established in France.

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The scope of sources, which throw the light to the history of
Amir Temur and his epoch, is vast. Studies and fiction about
this historical figure and his deeds range from realistic literary
works, endowed with facts, to legendary and mystic ones. In
general, these works are large in number and represent a great
variety of opinions. In view of all the said above, the famous
orientalist, V. Bartold, noted that one should be worried rather
about being devoured by the sea of historical sources, than about
the lack of information.

The individuality of Amir Temur has, over several centu-
ries, been magnetic for researchers throughout the world. It was
the aspect that guided our presentation of the bibliography on
Amir Temur and the Temurids, created by foreign orientalists,
to the general public and academic circles. At first, not always
were these works available to the Uzbek readership because of
the language barrier; at second, many of them are rarities; at
third, the publication of the bibliography on the Temurid topics
will add much to our knowledge of the complicated and con-
tradictory individuality.

Over 450 works entered the bibliography of foreign researchers
on Amir Temur and the Temurids. It generated a lot of reviews
and opinions not only in our country, but also abroad. To date,
the edition of 1996 is a bibliographical rarity, while there is still
the enormous growth of interest in Amir Temur and the Temurid
Renaissance.

For the recent two years, we have found over 200 studies
more, however, this is not all, and the bibliography on Temurid
topics will grow in number. At the same time, the obvious fact is
that all the principal studies about Amir Temur and the Temurids
are collected in the aforementioned bibliography.

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THE TEMURID BIBLIOGRAPHY: GENERAL
CHARACTERISTICS

Even a mere enumeration of the studies about the Temurids
assumes to state that a whole trend within orientalism—
“temurology”—has come into life. In 1553, Magnificience of
Tamerlan the Scythian—the book by an Italian scholar,
Perondino—was published in Florence.

Studies about Amir Temur and the Temurids were pub-
lished in twenty-five countries all over the world: Argentine,
Austria, Belgium, Canada, China, Czechia, France, Great
Britain, Hungary, India, Iran, ltaly, Japan, Lebanon, Ma-
laysia, Pakistan, Portugal, Romania,. Syria, Taiwan, Turkey.
If to add the CIS countries to this list—Armenia, Azerbaijan,
Georgia, Kyrgyzstan, Kazakhstan, Russia, Tadjikistan,
Turkmenistan and the Ukraine, then the number of the coun-
tries where studies about Amir Temur and the Temurids were
published grows up to thirty-four.

By contents and topics, studics about Amir Temur and the
Temurids, which we have on hand. mav be brought under
the following categories:

At first, written sources in Arabian, Persian, Turkic, the
Transcaucasian and European (Spanish, German, Latin) lan-
guages;

At second, Amir Temur’s letters to the European rulers
(Spain, England, France) and their answers:

At third, publications on numismatic materials;

At fourth, publications n epigraphic sources;

At fifth, generalizing su dies and studies devoted to some
large issues;

At sixth, case studies on particular issues;

At seventh, popularizing publications.

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Nearly every medieval source, mentioning Amir Temur,
was translated into and published in European languages.
These are works by Sharaf ad-Din Ali-Yezdi, Nizam ad-
Din Shami, Ibn-Arabshah, Khafiz-1-Abru, Abd ar-Razzak
Samarkandi, Fasikhi and other authors. Yet in 1772, a Sharaf -
ad-Din Ali-Yezdi’s Zafar Name was translated in Paris. This
translation is full of serious mistakes, lacunae and inaccu-
racies. And yet, we have no other translated version. There
is even earlier publication of Ibn-Arabshah’s work, which
was translated into French by R. Vatier, in 1658. An Abd ar-
Razzak Samarkandi’s Matlaas-Saadain an-Madsma al-
Bakhrani was translated by E. Quatremier into French, and
published in Paris, in 1843. The two-volume translated ver-
sion of Zafar Name by Nizam ad-Din Shami, adapted by
the author of this French translation—Felix Tauer, was
published in Prague, in 1937; and in 1956 repeatedly. This
edition was supplemented by the work "of Khafiz-i Abru—
Zubdat-i Tavarikh.

The publications of British researchers were started later,
and these are of better quality. Yet in 1887 and 1888, in Calcutta
the critical texts of Sharaf ad-Din Ali-Yezdi’s Zafar Name was
published in two volumes which are still in wide use now.

In 1936, J. Sanders published Ibn Arabshah’s work trans-
lated into English. In 1856, 1bn Khaldun's The Sources for the
History of Chingiz-khan and the Tatars was translated in the
United States; and in 1854 Ibn-Taghri Birdi’s History of Egypt
(1382-1411) was also published in the United States. A lot of
attention in the latter was given to interrelationship of Amir
Temur and the sultans of Egypt. Again, in 1988 W. Thackston
published the book titled Century of Princes: Sources in Timurid
History and Art.
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It should be noted that some European researchers never
published complete sources, but abstracts of these historical
sources on one or another substantial historical issue.

in 1943, for instance, K. M. Maitra, the Indian researcher
from Lahore published Persian Embassy to China, being an
Extract from Zubdatu't Taawarikh of Hafiz Abru (later, a new
edition was published in New York, in 1970). Below, it should
be remarked that this publication contains some terminologi-
cal inaccuracies inherent of many Western scholars, leading,
in the end, to misinterpretations of key historical issues. Thus,
they try persistently to convince of that ali the diplomatic
missions from Amir Temur and the Temurids were Persian.
However, this is not true. For instance, the gifts by Amir
Temur and the Temurids are determined as “tribute”. It is
incredible that such a powerful ruler of the East would have
paid a tribute to the Chinese Emperor.

Of all the written sources published in European languages
(Spanish, English, French), Rui Gonzales de Clavijo’s Narra-
tive of the Embassy to the Court of Timur at Samarcand (1403-
1406) leads in the number of editions. From 13582 when Gonzal
Aragat de Molino was the first to publish Clavijo's book in
Madrid, and up to 1990 when Professor L. Kehren published
his fundamental translation with vast commentaries, more than
ten translated versions of Clavijo’s Narrative of the Embassy were
published in the world, including Argentine, Japan and Turkey.
In 1958 Clemens Markham published this book in Persian.

The narrative of journey by lohannes Schiltberger, a Ger-
man Knight from Bavaria, narrates his adventures during his
military service in different armies. This narration contains some
interesting data on the war between Amir Temur and Sultan
Bayazid.
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But the fact is the aforementioned sources are well known.
As far as Vitae Tamerlani (The Life of Tamerlan) by a Catholic
priest, Bertrando de Mignanelli, is concerned, it is unbeknown
to our researchers. Vitae Tamerlani was written in Latin, in
1415, and only in 1956 Walter Fischel published in English
the fragment of it, describing the seizure of Damascus in 1400.

Extremely interesting are the Chinese sources, describing
diplomatic and trading relationships between Amir Temur
and the Temurids and China under the Ming Dynasty. How-
ever, these sources are used too infrequently. These sources are
mainly letters, official documents and reports of diplomatic
missions. The most notable documents are the reports of Fa
Ang, who was the first to be on adiplomatic mission to Amir
Temur during 12 years—from 1395 through 1407, and par-
ticularly, the reports of Cheng Cheng, the ambassador of the
Ming Empire to Shahrukh.

Cheng Cheng’s report has a wealth of interesting data on
Central Asia: This report had long been thought lost, and only
in 1930, it was discovered in a private collection of manu-
scripts and published in Taipei. B. Pankratov translated into
Russian the fragment of report of Cheng Cheng. The fragment
translated is the description of Herat, but this Chinese ambas-
sador visited many Central Asian cities such as Tashkent,
Samarkand, Kesh, Termez, and described each of them.

Foreign researchers do much of focus on the issue of rela-
tionship between Chinaand Amir Temur, later—the Temurids.
They published a vast number of studies on this issue. Sino-
Mongolian Relations during the Ming, a classic scholarly work by
H. Serruys, the Belgian researcher, is also worth of mention-
ing among others.

European and Asian researchers, and first off, the Japa-
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nese ones, published a wealth of monographs and articles about
Amir Temur and the Temurids. These scholarly works analyze
an Amir Temur’s multiform activity in the fields of the polity
of his state, social and economic issues, administrative sys-
tem, military campaigns, diplomacy, religion, science, cul-
ture, art. Thus, one can assert that a whole new orientalist
school—“temurology” —is created.

As far as the general studies on the Temurid topics are
concerned, a special emphasis may be placed on the following
monographs of French and British scholars: R. Grousset’s Le
Conquerant du Monde (Paris, 1953) and L’Empire de steppes
(Paris, 1980); J. P. Le Roux’s Tamerlan (Paris, 1991); E. Ross’
Tamerlan et Bayezid en 1402 (London, 1940); H. Hookham’s
Tamburlaine the Congueror (London, 1962). The last men-
tioned book is translated by Professor G. A. Khidoyatov and
published in Tashkent, in 1995. There are some other books of
American researchers, which are not lesser interesting than
those enumerated supra: L. Komaroff, The Golden Disc. Metal-
work of Timurid Iran, F. Manz, The Rise and Rule of Tamerlane;
The Timurid Architecture of Iran and Turan (in two volumes)
by the Canadian researcher, L. Golombek;, La Campaign de
Timur en Anatolie 1402 by Alexandrescu Derca, the Romanian
researcher, and many others.

In some articles, published in West Europe and Asia, some
principal issues of culture and history in the epoch of Amir
Temur and the Temurids are analyzed.

It may fairly be adduced, as the most notable Japanese
studies, the following scholarly works: Kazuo Enoki’s studies
about diplomatic relations between Amir Temur and China
under the Ming Dynasty; Eiji Mano’s Amir Temur Kuragan.
The Timurid Genealogy and Timur’s Position, Toru Haneda’s
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Temur and the Yung-lo Emperor, Hiroshi Vatanabe’s The List
of Embassies and Missions of the Tributes from the Muslim Coun-
tries in the Ming Epoch.

Moris Rossabi, an American researcher, also published a
wealth of articles on the aforementioned issue. His article un-
der the title of Chen-ho and Temur: Their Interrelations is an
analysis of the viewpoint of Shu-U-Hu, the scholar from Tai-
wan, who opined about Chen-Ho—the famous admiral who
sailed around South-East Asia and India eight times in the early
15" century, and even entered the Ormuzd Straits. This Tai-
wan researcher, who published the above-mentioned work in
1958, opined that Admiral Cheng Ho undertook his sea expedi-
tions to form a military alliance against Amir Temur from
among the states, situated along the crescent which contours
the Persian Gulf, the Red Sea, and the Indian Ocean.

Some articles about the epoch, considered here, are writ-
ten by Zaki Validi Togan, the Turkish scholar. These are: the
articles under the titles of Temur’s Western Policy and Temur's
Campaign in 1395 in the Ukraine and Northern Caucasus,
both published in the proceedings of the Ukrainian Academy
of Sciences and Arts in the USA. To me, it represents a special
interest, since I published my article on the same topic—Amir
Tenur’s campaign in Northern Caucasus—in Grozny, in 1976.
That year, however, 1 did have no information about Z. V.
Togan’s article.

It should also be mentioned that The Cambridge History of
Iran, to which many notable scholars contributed much, throw
the light on many issues of the Temurid history.

In the recent time, the studies of French researchers ever-
increasingly lead in studying this historical period. It is due to
the joint efforts of Lucien Kehren and Frederic Bressand which
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the unique journal under the title of Temurides is published in
Paris.

Neither brief descriptions, nor enumeration of all the ar-
ticles of foreign researchers may be adduced here. We can merely
note that these articles are of interest, and their authors ad-
vance many fresh hypotheses. The authors of these articles
have undoubtedly a high level of professionalism. As far as the
articles themselves are concerned, they touch upon a wide
range of issues related to the epoch of Amir Temur and the
Temurids.

Thus, the translations of Oriental manuscripts, monographs,
books, collected volumes of articles, and articles, written by
foreign authors about Amir Temur and the Temurids, are
enumerated in this bibliography. This bibliography appears to
be a kind of collection, which represents a variety of the schol-
arly works about Amir Temur—a book, which is indisputably
in demand.

Thus, we have opened the bibliography of studies about
Amir Temur and the Temurids by foreign scholars. The au-
thors of this bibliography, certainly, realized that this was the
first attempt to do something substantial in this field. The work
at a comprehensive bibliography on Amir Temur and the
Temurids is just begun and not so far from its starting-point.
Therefore, any notices, suggestions and remarks, aimed at
supplementing this bibliography, will be welcomed and appre-
ciated. ’
