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INTRODUCTION

Thank Goodness, that the “Red Empire”, called the
USSR, collapsed, and having taken our fate into our own
hands, we have acquired the possibility to study our
ancient and rich history and lofty culture of the old ti-
mes, to restore our spiritual values, using the lessons of
the past for transforming our society. The most impor-
tant point is that we have gradually started to learn
thinking independently and openly express our opinion.
In connection with this, our President Islam Karimov’s
speech at the first session of the Oliy Majlis
on 23 February 1995. is of particular significance for us:
“Now”, the President said, “our main goal is to teach
our people to think independently, to assert their
self-confidence. For if thinking and consciousness are
not free from enforcement and pressure, Man cannot be
free”. Yes, it is really so. From these words of our ho-
noured President each of us must draw the right conclu-
sions for himself or herself. And the sooner we do this,
the better.

Timur was also a representative of humankind, like you
or me, and it follows that whoever he might have been, ho-
wever wise and enterprising a politician he might have been,
he had his share of mistakes and shortcomings. While doing
a lot of good, he also committed errors. It must be a
true saying: “To err is human”. Besides, one is always
to bear in mind that Timur was:a representative of the
ruling class. He was enthroned by this ruling class. So
it is but natural that he served this feudal class and
stood for its interests. In fact, there has never been a
single king or supreme ruler that did not serve his own
class. Amir Timur was no exception to the rule.

It is true that Timur waged wars, like all the moe
narchs before and after him. The reasons are that, to be-
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gin with, the feudal class was inlerested in waging wars
and annexing territories of other peoples. Feudal leaders
needed loot — one of the sources of wealth. And without
wars, one could not get the booty, and hence — wealth.
The other point is that all the rulers of the past had a
common feature — aspiration for conquests to demons-
trate their strength and power. In the course of such
wars, seas of blood were wantonly shed, great sacrifices
were made and many fell victim, towns and villages
were destroyed. It was also Amir Timur’s way.

However, a thorough analysis of historic events shows.
that as a result of military marches to Iran, Azerbaijan.
Iraq and Syria, undertaken by Timur in 1381—1404, he
put an end to feudal discord in Iran, Azerbaidjan and
Iraq and to internecine wars of long standing. With the
defeat of Tukhtamyshekhan in 1391—1395, the military
and political might of the Golden Horde, that had kept
Asia and Europe in the vices of constant menace, was
ruined. It is this that accelerated the liberation of Russia
from the Mongols’ yoke by more than 300 years. Final-
ly, as a result of defeat of a mighty Turkish Sullan,
Bayazid the Lighting-Wielder, in 1402 the peoples of the
Balkan peninsula found their freedom from the Ottoman
Turkish yoke, and so were West European countries set
free from the menace of their attack.

The most important result of these 'wars for the his-
tory of mankind is the restoration of economic and cul-
tural ties between the countries of the Far East and the
Mediterranean, which had existed since ancient times
but were interrupted after Genghiz-khan’s invasion.

We consider it Amir Timur’s great service to world
history.

Timur put an end to the feudal disunity that prevailed in
Maverannakhr and Turkestan, he set theland free from the
Mongol yoke and founded a powerful centralized state. He
resurrected the ruined towns and cities and created con-
ditions for further development of agriculture, crafts.
and trade. In this way there appeared soil for develop-
ment of science and culture. The epoch of Timur and
the Timurids is recognized as the “Renaissance of the
East”, which is a witness to a great role of Timur in
the history of the peoples of Maverannakhr and Turkes.
tan.
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SOCIAL AND POLITICAL SITUATION IN CHAGATAI
ULUS IN THE 30—60ies OF THE 14th CENTURY

Amir Timur’s youth fell upon the time of the shar-
pening of the feudal internecine strife in the Chagatai
Ulus*, which resulted in a grave economic and political
crisis. Instead of jointly ruling the country, the beks of
the ulus were in constant enmity. At the time when the
menace of Mongol invasion loomed over the land, many
of them scattered in various directions and the rest
went to serve the Mongol Khan** Timurbek, who had just
come to the historic arena with a hundred jighits***, found
himself alone against the powerful enemy. So what was
he to do? Certainly, with his hundred warriors, he could
not stand against a strong enemy like Tugluk Timur-
khan. But it was a disgrace to scurry after people like
Khaja barlas. Thus, he decided to join the khan's ser-
vice temporarily, to win his trust, gain some post, and
then, seizing power, try to protect his native land from
occupation and plunder. And he did win the Khan’s cone
fidence, but not in the way Bayazid jalayir did — not
by crawling on his knees, but with his honour and dig-
nity kept intact. Tugluk Timur-khan appointed him the
ruler of the Kesh region. By using his power efficiently,
Timurbek managed to keep a considerable part of the
country from Mongol enslavement, and the people from
plunder and humiliation.

To understand how tragic those years were for the
peoples of Maverannakhr and Turkestan, and what suf-
ferings Amir Timur was experiencing by constantly
being in the saddle, one must cast one’s mind’s eye over
history, in particular, the history of the Chagatai Ulus.

Beginning with the year 1227, the Chagatai Ulus was
a feudal state encompassing a large territory. It included

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Uiguristan (East Turkestan), the lands of the Seven Ri-
vers (Semirechye) and the Ili river oases, Maverannakhr,
the regions of the Syrdarya and south of the Amudarya.

But the Ulus was not developing as an independent
state: on the contrary, it happened to get into a very
grave situation. In mid 13th century, after 1251, to be
exact, owing to the strengthening of the internecine
strugglé in the Mongol Empire, the Chagatai Ulus was
divided between the kahan* Munka-kahan (1251—1260)
and the khan of the Golden Horde Baty (1227—1255).

- At that time East Turkestan, the Seven Rivers basin and
the Ili river valley, as well as North-East Fergana, were
placed under Munka-kahan, while Maverannakhr, Turkes-
tan, West Fergana and Khorezm got under the influence
of the Golden Horde. Officials of the Golden Horde —
tanmachi** and darukhachi*** were appoinied to the
cities and towns of Maverannakhr.

But the Chagataids did not submit to the officials of
the kahan and the Golden Horde. Algu, of the Chagataid
stock, seized the throne, took power (1261—1266) and
began a determined struggle for liberating the ulus
from the oppression of the Golden Horde. According to
the data quoted by the historians Rashididdin and Vas-
saf, Algu-khan, having started an open fight against the
domination of the Golden Horde, even managed to drive
Mongol troops out of the towns of Maverannakhr. And
Algu-khan did not stop at that. Having mustered an
army, he began a march to get the towns along the Syr-
darya banks, and even routed the Mongol troops at the
towns of Otror.

It is true, too, that even after these victories, the Chae
gatai Ulus did not gain independence, although there
were periods of its comparative rise. For example, it ob-
tained a certain degree of independence during the rule
of Barak-khan (1266—1271). But it did not lastlong. Une
der Chagatai-khan’s grandson Yusun-Kara, the kaan
and the Golden Horde restored their domination over
the Chagatai Ulus.

In the rule of Duva-khan (1291—1306) and Kepake
khan (1318—1326), however, the Chagatai Ulus re-es-
tablished its former state again. Duva-khan provided

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amenities for towns and cities, for instance, he restored
Andijan and made it the capital of Fergana province.
He made a compact with a strong khan, Khaidu by na-
me, and undertook several marches onto the lands that
were under the rule of the kahan, he also interfered in
the interior affairs of the White Horde. In his turn, Ke-
pakekhan introduced reforms of the country’s adminis-
tration, consolidated the state machinery and improved
the economic and financial state of the country.

After the ideath of Kepak-khan, the Chagatai Ulus
was again caught in the vices of feudal wars and strug-
gle for power. It is sufficient to say, that within the year
1326 alone, two sons of Duva-khan Ilchigdai and Duva-
Timur ascended the throne one after the other. And with-
in 1334—1342, the throne was nominally occupied by
Buzan, Chankshi, Isan-Timur, whereas actually the po-
wer was fully concentrated in the hands of the tribal
noblemen.

So, the result of all this was that, by the forties of the
14th century, the Chagatai Ulus split, forming two se-
parate state — Mogolistan and Maverannakhr. Mogo»
listan comprised East Turkestan (Kashgar), The
Seven Rivers, the 1li river oasis-lands, and East Fergana.
Maverannakhr included the western part of the Ulus,
with some regions south of the Amudarya, and South:
East Khorezm, together with the cities of Khiva and Kyat.

Kazan-khan (1338—1346) made attempts to sup-
press feudal internecine discord in the western part of
the Ulus, mostly in Maverannakhr, but did not succeed
in it. On the contrary, he himself fell victim to an in-
trigue started by the chiefs of the nomadic tribes, led by
an influential Emir Kazagan. After the death of Kazan-
khan, the fate of the Ulus was in the hands of Emir Ka-
zagan, But he could not become an absoluie sovereign
of the whole country either, for he was not of the Gen-
khizid blood. Therefore, Danishmandcha-khan (1346—
1348) was put on the throne, and Bayankuli-khan
(1348—1357) succeeded him. But they, too, were only
regarded and treated as khans, while in fact all the po-
wer in the Ulus was in the hands of the emirs. After-

_wards they enthroned Timur-Shah (1357—1359), but the
latter could not become the absolute ruler either.’ '

In 1359, as a result of the internecine struggle of the
feudal chiefs, the Chagatai Ulus split into small frag-
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ments. Khaji barlas, chief of the lands of Kesh and its
districts, declared himself an independent ruler. In
Khojent — Bayazid jalayir, in Tatkent and Saripul —
Khizr Yasavuri, in Kukhistan — Emir Satylmish, in
Khuttasan — Emir Kaikhusrav, in Arkhang sarat —Ule
jaitu Aperdi, in Balkh — UljaisBuka suldus, in She-
bergan — Mukhammad-khoja Aperdi, also declared
themselves independent rulers. Unfortunately, these beks
did not live in peace and tranquillity, but, finding a
convenient moment, they would make raids upon each
other’s lands and rob the people. As a result, the country
found itself in very strained economic and political cir-
cumstances,

And it was right at that time (1360) that, like a new
illness onto a sick body, Tugluk Timur, the khan of
Mogolistan, attacked Maverannakhr — he invaded the
country at the head of a big army. The “independent”
emirs ran to whatever safe places they could find, in-
stead of standing up united to defend their motherland.
And Bayazid jalayir and a few other emirs went bowing
to the invaders, humbly seeking to serve them.

It is in those days, so trying for the country, that
Timurbek, a twenty-four-year-old brave youth in the peak
of his prime, appears on the arena of history. He did not
run-away with those who left his own people to the ene-
my’s plunder in the days so hard for his Motherland—
the people who had given him food and water; he shared
all his people’s hardships. This is how he remembers
those days of his life: “The descendant of Genghiz-khan
Tugluk Timur-khan, intending to seize the country of
Maverannakhr and having crossed the river Khojent
with his troops, sent a message to me and emir Khaji
barlas, commanding that we should come before him...
Khaji barlas asked for my advice. He proposed either
to go with his people to Khorasan, or to go to Tugluk
Timur-khan. I advised him this way: “If you go to Tug-
luk-khan, there will be two benefits and one harm. Es-
caping to Khorasan will involve two harms and one be-
nefit”. He did not heed my advice and left for Khorasan.
As to me, at first I hesitated where to go — whether to
Khorasan or to Tugluk-Timurekhan. As I was in indeci-
sion, I sent a letter to my spiritual teacher with a re-
quest to give me advice as to how to act. And he sent
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me the following answer: *“A man asked the fourth kha-
1if, his majesty Ali ibn Abu Talib, may God’s grace at-
tend him: if Heaven be the arc of the bow, Earth — the
thread of the bow, events — the arrow, people — their
target, and the archer — the Most High himself — may
His might increase! — where can people run to save
themselves?” To this the khalif replied: “Let people run
under the protectjon of the Most High. Acting in a simi-
lar way, you, too, now run to Tugluk Timur-khan and
take the bow and arrow away from him’.

Having re-read his spiritual tutor's letter several ti-
mes and weighed all, Timurbek found his advice to be
right, and, to protect his subjects’ interests, and peace
and quiet of his motherland, he set his steps to the Mon-
gol khan. And in this way he managed to retain at le-
ast some part of power and become the shield for the
people of Maverannakhr, protecting it from plunder and
humiliation. In the end, having come to the Mongols,
gradually, as time passed, he did manage to take the
bow and arrow out of their hands. Soon he became. the
closest advisor of the khan. The khan started acting on
his advice. This is what “The CODE”* says about it:
“When Tugluk Timur-khan crossed the waters of Kho-
jent he sent the emirs Bekchik, Khajibek, Ulug Tukte-
mur and other leaders of Mongols at the head of three
military detachments {o rob the country. The consequen-
ces were woeful for the land. Many cities, towns and vil-
lages of Maverannakhr were burned and plundered by
the Mongols. They had to be stopped one way or another.
Choosing the right moment, Timurbek entered the Khan'’s
apartment and addressed him, requesting that the deeds
of the greedy robbers should be stopped. The Khan ime
mediately appointed an official who was to return all
the loot, all that had been taken away, back to the ow-
ners: ‘and he forbade the emirs to invade the interior
of Maverannakhr in future”.

In 1360 the forces of Tugluk Timur-khan really did
not invade far into Maverannakhr, but already a- year
later, in 1361, they occupied the entire country. The beks
of the Ulus did not demonstrate loyalty to their Mother-

. * “The CODE" — a famous set of laws by Timur “The Code of
Timur” is meant,.
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land, exactly as before. Only Timurbek, using his power,
became the shield of his Motherland again, protecting
his people from robberies and violence.

FIGHT AGAINST MONGOLS

In 1362 Tugluk Timur-khan left Maverannakhr in a
hurry, passing the power in the land to his son Iliyas-
khoja-oglan, as there was unrest in Mogolistan and a
mutiny of a group of emirs, Hardly had the khan mana-
ged to cross the river Syrdarya, as Ilyaskhoja-oglan,
together with Emir Bekchik and other favourite emirs,
conspired to remove Timurbek from the affairs of state,
and if a convenient occasion presented itself, to bodily
annihilate him. The intrigues were more and more en-
hanced and turned dangerous. Finding himself in these
circumstances, Timurbek was forced to leave the khan's
palace and escape to the mountains...

In those years, when disunity and instability reigned
in the Ulus, two active and enterprising emirs found their
way to each other; they were Timurbek and the late Ka.
zagan’s grandson Emir Khusayn. In search of luck, try-
ing their fortune, they went towards Khorezm. But they
did not find any luck. Moreover, in a battle at Khiva they
were defeated by the ruler of those lands Tavakkala-
Kongurot, and, with the remainder of their warriors and
servants, they had to retreat far into the desert. For a
long time they were wading through the severe, torrid
sands, and finally, when they had already just come out
to the Makhmudi Aul in the area under the authority of
Makhan, they were taken prisoner by the people of Ali-
bek Janikurban. For 62 days were they kept in dungeon
by Alibek. According to Historian Sharafiddin Ali Yazdi,
Alibek intended to sell Timurbek and Khusayn to Iranie
an merchants. But in those days, not a single caravan
passed Makhan. The prisoners were miraculously saved
by Alibek’s elder brother Emir Mukhammad-bek.

in 1361—1364 Timurbek and Emir Khusayn lived on
the south bank of the Amudarya in the regions of Kakh-
mard, Daraghez, Arcif and Balkh, waging guerrilla
war against Mongols. They would catch the moment and
cross to the right bank of the river, they would even
assault the Mongol forces stationed in Termez, at the
Iron Gates, in Huzar and Kesh. In 1363—1364 they even
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won a number of victories over Mongols. And in the au-
tumn of 1362, Timurbek and Emir Khusayn were fighe
ting in the war against Malik Kutbiddin’s bitterest and
cruellest enemies, supporting this Seistan ruler. Timure
bek, accustomed to be in the front lines of the fighters,
was wounded in the right arm and leg in one of the
battles, and remained lame to the end of his days ever
since. .

After Mongols were driven out of Maverannakhr in
1364, Timurbek and Khusayn came to an‘agreement and
put Kabul-shah of the Chagataid stock on the throne of
the Ulus, !

The Mongols, however, did not accept the defeat.
Hiyaskhoja-oglan would not lose a country like Mave-
rannakhr, and, mustering a strong force, he began an
offensive against Maverannakhr and Turkestan in the
spring of 1365. At that time Timurbek and Emir Khu-
sayn did not have sufficient forces for the war against
the Mongols. Despite this, as soon as they got to know
that the Mongols made a camp near Sairam, Timurbek and
Emir Timur stood up against Iliyaskhoja-oglan. At
dawn of 22 May 1365, there was a bloody battle at Chi-
naz. But by midday, when Timurbek broke into the right
flank of the Mongol army and victory was close, Emir
Khusayn procrastinated and by this let Timurbek down:
instead of attacking the left flank of the enemy forces,
Khusayn did not move ifrom his positions. More than this,
he then left thebattle-field and retreated to the left bank
of the river. In addition to all this, the sky became a mass
of dark cloulds and a downpour began, which in a trice
turned the battle-field into a swamp, where horses got
stuck in the mud. The downpour was so heavy that the
warriors could not even lift up their heads, Mongol war-
riors were saving themselves under cover of woollen
felt carpets, called koshma, and.thick woven strips of
carpet, called palas, whereas Timurbek and Khusayn's
jighits found it very hard to bear. Under these condi-
tions it was impossible to continue fighting with the
enemy forces superior in numbers, So, irying to keep his
men from senseless peril, Timurbek was also forced to
leave the battle-field, retreating to the left bank of the
Svrdarya. In history this battle goes under the name of
“Janghi Lai”, or “Mud Battle”.

In the meanwhile, lliyaskhoja-oglan who. did not meet
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any resistance, occupied Khojent, Jizak and a number
of other cities of Maverannakhr, and continued his march
to Samarkand. As he knew the situation in the city, he
hoped to take it without bloodshed. At that time Samar-
kand really seemed powerless to stand up against a big
force: it did not have either high walls, or solid fortifica-
tions, or an outstanding emir, or well-armed warriors.
But supposing it was so, lliyaskhoja-oglan was gra-
vely mistaken. He did not take into account the determi-
nation of the people. It was the people who took up the
defence and shouldered it, and it was Mavlanazada, a
‘madrasah tutor, Abubakr Kalavi, a craftsman, and Khur-
daki Bukhari — a dead-shot who led the people. They uni-
ted all the layers of citizens around themselves, organi-
zed the defence of the city, armed the people, set barrage
in the widest streets and arranged ambushes in many
spots. To make a long story short, the defenders of Sa-
markand offered stubborn resistance to Mongol invaders
and caused considerable losses in their ranks. To add to
this, historian Sharafiddin Ali Yazdi mentions still anot-
her misfortune that had befallen the Mongol troops. Hor-
ses and cattle were taken by a scourge. Out of every four
horses, only one remained alive.

So lliyaskhoja-oglan, who could no more withstand
the city defenders’ powerful blows and the effects
of the natural disaster, had to leave Maverannakhr. The
defenders of the city of Samarkand and their leaders are
known in history under the name of sarbadars (people
who voluntarily went to the gallows for the sake of their
Motherland’s freedom). :

After lliyaskhoja left, the sarbadar leaders establish-
ed people’s power in the city and introduced some demo-
cratic reforms. Thus, the rich people’s property was ex-
propriated and handed out to the poor and needy, and a
tax on the people of a different faith (jizzya) was abo-
lished.

The news of the sarbadars victory spread about the
country very quickly. It also came to the ears of Timure
bek staying in the vicinity of Balkh, and to Emir Khu-
savn who camped in Shabartu. Timurbek met with Emir
Khusayn in Shabartu, and they discussed the future of
the Ulus. They agreed to muster forces and march to
Samarkand next spring. According to the agreement,
Emir Khusayn spent the winter in Sal-i sarai, and Timur-
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bek — in Karshi. That winter Timurbek was engaged in
rebuilding Karshi, in particular, he had its fortress walls
restored. In spring 1366, the beks arrived in Kan-i-ghil
near Samarkand and stayed there. It was there, too, that
their negotiations with the sarbadar leaders took place.
Regretfully, believing the sweet speeches of the beks, the
sarbadars arrived in the beks’ camp bringing a lot of
presents. The beks made a feast in the sarbadars’ honour
and said a great many warm words to them. And on the
morning of the next day, they put manacles on their
wrists and irons on their legs. On that very day Abu-
bakr Kalavi and Khurdaki Bukhari were hanged. But
Timurbek interceded for Mavlanazada and set him free.

AGGRAVATION OF THE ULUSES EMIRS’
INTERNECINE DISCORD

Emir Khusayn, like his grandfather Kazagan, strove
to obtain sovereign power, intending to attain the throne
of the Chagatai Ulus, while Timurbek stood against vio-
lation of the custom that had been established among
Turkic and Mongol peoples since the time of Genghiz.
khan. As Emir Khusayn did not belong to the “white
bone”, that is, had no “blue” noble blood in his veins —
he was not one of Genghiz-khan’s stock, Timur thought
that Khusayn was not to become the Khan. At the same
time, the post of the High Emir — Emir‘ul-umaro — since
the time of Genghiz-khan had been passing from genera-
tion to generation of chiefs of the Barlas tribe, that is,
the ancestors of Timurbek. There was even written evi-
dence — an agreement made by Tumin-khan, great-
grandfather of Genghiz-khan, and Kachuvlisbakhadur, the
first great-grandfather of Timurbek. But in the reign of
Kazan-khan, the post of High Emir was usurped by for-
ce by Emir Khusayn’s grandfather Emir Kazagan. In
short, after “The Mud Battle”, the relations of the two
companions, that were cold enough, gradually turned
hostile. Emir Khusayn soon moved from Sal-i-sarai to
Balkh and set to reinforcing the walls and fortifications
of the citadel. Thus, both the sides started preparations
for a big and decisive war.

Having turned Balkh into a strong fortress, Emir
Khusayn was gathering troops to Balkh from Kunduz
and Badakhshan. His emergency squiads would often
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cross to the right bank of the Amudarya, and raid Ter-
mez and the settlements around. They would sometimes
get as far as the Iron Gates and plunder the big and
small settlements of the region of Chaganian.

But Emir Khusayn did not stop at that. He decided
to do away with Timurbek. And, to put his treacherous
scheme into effect, he invited Timurbek to meet in the
canyon of Chakchak to renew their treaty and consoli-
date their friendship — to prove that his intention was
selfless, he even promised to take an oath on the Koran.
According to the agreement, Timurbek went to the ravi-
ne of Chakchak, but to be on the safe side, he took two
hundred jighits with him, while Emir Khusayn, violating
the terms of the appointment, arrived at Tanghi-chak-
chak with a thousand well-armed warriors. Therefore,
the meeting did not take place. Amir Timur returned to
Karshi with his jighits. The great general remembers that
occasion saying: “l sent Emir Khusayn a letter with a
Turkic beit that went as follows:

He who is plotting to deceive

Is sure himself to turn to dust,
He who by cunning sets a snare
Is doomed to fall into his trap.

When my letter reached Emir Khusayn, he was extre-
mely embarrased and begged to forgive him, but I did
not helieve him a second time”.

Timurbek decided to overtake his enemy, and before
the latter started crossing the river, the general had
gathered all his forces and promptly marched towards
the Amudarya bank. The vanguard of his army was un-
der command of Suyurgatmysh-oglan, Ali Muayad and
Khusayn barlas. When the troops approached the settle-
ment of Biya, at a distance of 3 farsakhs * or so from
Termez, sayid ** Baraka, leader of Andhud sayids, rode
to meet Timurbek and presented the symbols of supreme
power — kettledrum and a banner — to him,

On Timurbek’s route to Balkh, new and new forces
were joining him. Before the Ubadge (Aivaj) ford his
victorious army was joined by the forces of Jaku barlas
from Karkara, and Emir Kaikhusraw from - Khuttalan

* Farsakh is a distance of 7—8 km
** Sayid ~— is a descendant of Prophet Mukhammad -
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And on the other bank of the river, the troops under
Emir Zinda Chashm from Shibirgan, Khazars from Ulm
and Shah Mukhammad-shah, Shah of Badakhshan, came
to Timurbek’s side. So the augmented forces of Timurbek
became much stronger, whereas many allies began to
leave Emir Khusayn.

Before the siege of and assault on Balkh, it was ne-
cessary to settle the problem of succession to the, Sovee.
reign power of the Ulus. Timurbek realized it was of
paramount importance: So when the army reached the
area of Elburz, about four farsakhs from Balkh, Ti-
murbek paused in his march, convened Kurultai* and,
at the wesire of its participants’ majority, Suyurgatmysh=
oglan was elected Khan — the sovereign of the Chaga-
tai Ulus.

By this time, Emir Khusayn was no longer capable
of fighting Timurbek in the battle-field, and therefore,
he kept biding-his time behind the strong walls of the
citadel. His position was further aggravated when, at
a decisive moment, most of his emirs and officials tur-
ned their back on him. After two days of bloody assault
on a besieged fortress, on April 10, 1370, Balkh surren-
dered to Timurbek. Emir Khusayn ;was taken prisoner
and executed. Thus, the struggle for supreme power in
the Ulus, which had been going on between the two ame.
bitiobusk emirs for many years, ended in the victory of Ti-
murbek. '

FORMATION OF TIMUR’S STATE

In the month of Tirmah, 771 year of the Hijra (July
1370), Amir Timur convened a great kurultai in Samar-
kand. According to tradition, oglans, noyons ** and
emirs from all over the Ulus were invited to participate.
Except for Zinda Chashm, ruler of Shibirgan region,
_all the emirs of the Ulus arrived. It was a witness to the
fact that all the tribes and people living in the area bet-
ween the great rivers of Syrdarya and Amudarya ex-
pressed their voluntary recognition of the power of Suy-
urgatmyshekhan (1370—1388) and Amir Timur.

. f‘ Kurultai is a convention of emirs, dignitaries and tribal
chiefs,

** Noyon (rank) is a prince, chief of a big military detach-
ment, like a tumen. :
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At the Kurultai in Samarkand they discussed both
the tasks of forming central government and those of
creating an army. Without doing this, it would have been
impossible to put an end to feudal disunity, to ensure
peace and tranquillity in the country, and, as a result,
to achieve development of agriculture, crafts, trade and
culture, that is to consolidate the economic and political
state of the country.

In the matters of the state government, Amir Timur
abided by twelve rules: 1) to act according to the canons
of Islam and Shariat, maintain and promote the religion
of Islam; 2) in ruling the country, to lean upon all the
population layers: sayids, sheiks, scholars and learned
people, that is, upon educated people, upon officials, arti-
sans, traders and other subjects, and protect their inte-
rests; 3) to govern the state by counsel and meetings, to
be enterprising, active, prudent and economical; 4) to
rule the state and society on the basis pf the existing
laws and customs; 5) to encourage those diligently do-
ing their state duty, to reward emirs and officials with
posts, ranks and other state decorations as their merit
deserves; 6) to conduct the affairs of state fairly and as
conscience dictates, to defend the needy from the tyrants’
oppression; 7) to treat sheiks, ulems* and far-sighted,
wise people with respect and honour; 8) in one’s work,
to act firmly and decisively, after having considered all;
not to undertake a new task before the old one is done;
9) always to be in the course of events, to know the
state of one’s subjects and common people, and protect
and defend them from the oppression on the part of ru-
lers and officials; 10) to defend and respect those who
arrived from other countries in search of shelter; 11) to
remember the good deeds and services once done, to
remember children, kith and kin, and to pay in coin for
kindness; 12) to take care of state officials, respect and
value them.

In the course of his thirty-five-year-long social and
political labour, Sakhibkiran Timur strictly abided by the-
se twelve rules, and, in his turn, found strong support of
people of all walks of life.

Before starting a new venture, Amir Timur would
consult his mentors, ulems *, dignitaries and noblemen.

* Ulem is a Moslem scholar
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“Although the outcome of a venture may be veiled by
the curtain of fate”, he would say, “one should not neg-
lect the opinion and sensible advice of a wise and pru-
dent man. I accomplished each deed consulting people
who had grown wise with experience.” However, not
every piece of advice may be useful. Amir Timur knew
this very well. He could tell a real adviser from a false
one. He seldom made mistakes in his work. Almost no
one could take him in. He could unerringly tell the truth
from the lie, and see truthfulness and falsehood. Amir
Timur belonged to the type of ruler who realises the
immense role of advice in governing a state. In particu-
lar, one should specially mark the following words of
his: “Nine tenths of all the affairs of the state I would de.
cide with the help of counsel and conference, and only
one tenth — by means of the sword.” These words of
Amir Timur ring true and urgent today.

Amir Timur especially stressed that the state should
lean upon four factors: power, treasury, officials, and
people. It is really so. The stability of a state depends on
these four factors in a great degree.

Power. The fate of the country and the life of the
subjects greatly depend upon the central state machinery
and its activity, that is, on how and who actually go-
verns the state. Amir Timur clearly realised this. To be-
gin with, he shaped his state machinery — it was not
numerous but efficient. His attention was concentrated
on the quality, not on the quantity: he appointed honest,
hardsworking and enterprising people.

It should be first of all noted that Timur’s state was
governed by only seven vesirs *: The ministries were
headed by honest emirs tested in various circumstances:
Davud, Sarbuga, Khusayn barlas, Akbuga, khaji Makh-
mudshah, Elchibuga bakhadur and Davlatshah-bakhshi.
The work of reorganizing the army was entrusted to
Emir Jaku barlas, Khaji Saifiddin, Abbas-bakhadur,
Emir Iskandar, Ahlameshaih, Alaf-kavchin, Ardashir-
kavchin, Kary inak, Khitai-bakhadur, Shaih Ali-bakhadur,
Tabon-bakhadur, Bakhti-shah and others.

To the post of vesir, Amir Timur appointed noble,
wealthy, smart, honest and enterprising people. In his
opinion, a vesir was o possess three qualities: noble

* Vesir is a minister of the State.
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birth; discernment; constant awareness and knowledge
of the subjects’ and army’s condition; patience and pea-
ceful disposition. People of low descent, spoiled and
evil-minded should not be admitted to the afiairs of Sta-
te, he warned.

In the State Council and other state institutions, that
is, in court generally, the following officials served: arz-
beghi (an oificial to consider complaints and applica
tions); akhtabeghi (the head equerry); ahlam (the Sha-
riat lawyer); bakaul-bashi (Khan’s chéf); bitikchi (clerk);
daftardur (registrar of incomes and expenses, and tax
proceeds); jalal al-Islam (a special State controller/au-
ditor); jarchi (the herald); zinbardor (Khan's equerry);
kutval (the military citadel commandant); atalik (the
princes educator, tutor and counsellor); majlis-navis
(registrar of the Council’s proceedings, secretary);
munshi (a clerk); muftiy (the lawyer pronouncing jud-
gement on spiritual and legal matters, the highest ins-
tance for the supreme Kaziy to address); mukhtacib (the
official to see to the Moslem’s observance of the Shariat
regulations); mushrif (a controller or a supervisor of the
state officials‘ activities); mukhandis (a civil engineer,
a builder); mukhasil (a tax-collector excising contribu-
tion from the population of the conquered cities); filban
elephant driver); sadr-i ahzam (the main oificial con-
trolling vakuf* property); sahib divan or divanbeghi
(Head of the State Oifice); tavaji (a military
officer responsible for mustering the troops and distributing
construction work among the emirs and military detach-
ments); farrash (a yard-keeper); fakih (a lawyer); khazi.
nadar (the State Treasurer); khansalar (Khan's table at-
tendant, serving at meals and feasts); Chukhra-agaci (the
head of the special guards for padishah, princes and great
emirs); shaih-ul-islam (Head of the Moslem community);
eshik-aka-bashi (master of ceremonies). Yurtchi (a quar-
termaster); kazi kalane. (the Chief Justice); kazi askar
(a military justice/judge); kushbeghi (a falconer, hun-
ting master); and other officials.

Amir Timur ruled his great empire, except Maveran-
nakhr, by dividing it into uluses. Kabul, Gazni and Kan-
dagar, together with the lands up to the banks of the

* Vakui — testament granting property for religious or chari-
table purposes.
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Sind river, were granted by him to his elder son Prince
Jakhanghir, and, after his death (1376) Timur joined to
them Balkh and the districts under its jurisdiction, and gave
them to his grandson Pirmukhammad, the son of Jakhan-
ghir Pharce was given to his second son Umar Sheih; West
Iran and Azerbaijan went to his third son Miranshah,
and Khorasan — to his youngest son Shahrukh-mirzo.

Although the rights of the Uluses’ rulers were parti-
ally limited, they still had their own state institutions—
divan, their army and treasury. The regions and districts
were mainly under the authority of the rulers, town and
city governors, village eclders, tax collectors and guards’
commanders, Timur demanded irom the local rulers to
render help to their subjects in bringing new and fallow
lands under plough, building kyarizes (underground
canals) there, rebuilding the destroyed bridges, building
fortified posts along caravan roads, stationing guards
and guides on the routes, providing for the security of
merchants and travellers, establishing conveniences and
facilities in big and small settlements, building mosques,
madrasahs and abodes for dervishes, doss-houses
for the poor and homeless, hospitals for the sick; appoin-
ting teachers, doctors, yard-keepers and other servants
to these. He bid to erect palaces for the rulers and sui-
iable buildings for the courts of law, and appoint gu-
ards to protect and defend the subjects and the crops,
and to see that they did their duty properly.

In court, the sons, grandsons and other relatives of
Timurbek were placed about the throne according to
their state and rank, “like the bright halo of the shining
moon”,

The sayids, sheiks, judges, scholars, people of lears
ning, noblemen occupied the seats to the right of the
throne; military commanders, the Supreme Emir, bek-
larbeghi noyons, leaders of a thousand, hundred and ten
warriors, as well as heads of the uluses and districts sat
to the left; divanbeghi (Head of the State Office), ve-
sirs and travellers, who arrived from various countries,
were placed before the throne, and after them sat the
city governors and village elders. The bakhadurs and
outstanding oglans were behind the throne on the
right, and heads of the guards — on the left. Opposite
the throne, at the big door blinded with curtains stood
at attention the emir of the vanguard, and in front of the
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throne, in the same attitude stood still the guards of the
palace and the guards of padishahs; to the right and
left of these were positioned the officials accepting appli-
cations to the sovereign’s name.

Emirs played a great role in the army command. Out
of forty tribes that populated the regions and districis
in Timur’s authority, only twelve tribes — those of Bar-
las, Jalayir, Arlat, Kipchak, Arghin, Tulkichi, Duldai,
Mongol, Suldus, Tugai, Tatar and Tarkhan — elected
military commanders from their midst. Each of the twel-
ve emirs was presented with one banner, one kettledrum,
one tuman, one standard (flag) and one Chartug (a big
banner). Four emirs were called chief beks and each was
presented with a banner, a kettledrum, a chartug and a
trumpet. The emirs who had shown samples of valour
and courage were granted three privileges: the ensignia
— a Moslem standard, a kettledrum and the rank of
bakhadur; the right to enter the State Council unhinde-
red; the post of deputy ruler of a region or frontier dis-
{rict/area. They were often awarded all kinds of gifts,
and granted estates. Therefore, they served conscienti-
ously, without sparing their life, and were a reliable
mainstay of the State and Country.

Treasury. The treasury was mainly formed by ihe
taxes paid by the population, contributions from the con-
quered countries and cities, returns from the state lands
and other property. “Diminution of the treasury”, the
Code says,” will ultimately bring about the dispersion
of the army, which will finally weaken State Power.”

According to the data from historical sources, in me-
diaeval states, including that of Timur and the Timurids,
the population was liable to the following taxes: kharaj
(landtax); malu jikhat (taxin cash andinkind); ikhajat
(tax for the court’s expenses); tagar (duty from the po-
pulation before a military campaign to replenish the food
and fodder stores of the army); tamga (taxes on trade
and crafts), baj(customs duty); sar-i shumar (polltax,
tax per capita); alafe (tax to supply provisions for the
officials and fodder for the quadruped); shilan puli (tax
on each family to arrange festivals and feasts of the
padishahs, sultans and emirs); pishkesh and savurin
(a special collection from the population to present to
the padishah and noblemen when they pass through citi-
es and towns).
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Troops. The army glays a topical role in the fate of
the crown and state. Conscientious and loyal service of
the warriors to their Motherland depends greatly on the
situation of the force, on the warriors’ life and on the
way they are provided for. Therefore, sovereigns always
paid particular attention to the circumstances the army
was in. Amir Timur gave a special attention to the mili-
tary and showed constant care for them. In the years
before him, warriors mainly lived on the income they got
from their loot and the rare gifts of the rulers. But Ti-
mur appointed pay to each warrior in conformity with
his post and duly. The rank-and-file soldier got the price
of his horse, if he did his duty properly; a monthly cash
upkeep of a bakhadur equalled the price of two to four
horses; Commander in charge of a group of ten warriors
received ten times more per month than each of his war-
riors; commander of a hundred — twice more than the
commander of ten; commander of a thousand — three
times as much as that of a hundred... The commander
of a tumen — ten thousand warriors — got three times
more than the head of a thousand... And the allowance
of the Great Emir was ten times more than that of all
the warriors under him. Besides, warriors, particularly
commanders of ten, hundred, thousand warriors and tu-
manboshi (head of a ten-thousand force) also got ulufe
(cash for provisions and for their horse’s fodder).

It should be noted that before departure for the war,
the warriors were paid their salary in advance — for
six-seven months ahead (and before the campaign against
Bayazid the warriors were given their salary for seven
years ahead at once); immediately before battle they got
special gifts called ukulka. Warriors also got their share
of profit from the booty the force had gained.

If a warrior got old and could not take part in aclion
any longer, Amir Timur showed care for him and his
descendants. He kept explaining to his children, vesirs
and commanders: “Let elderly warriors, wise from their
experience, be respected and honoured, and asked for ad-
vice... May they be treated as the pillars of the state;
and aiter them, their sons should be given the posts of
their fathers.”

It should also he marked that it was actually Amir
Timur who laid down the foundations of a well armed
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and well trained army. He instructed his emirs in the
fundamentals of strategy and tactics. Besides the guard
of the court, special guard forces and numerous nukers*,
a special ten thousand strong force of the guards, his
army mostly included the warriors mobilized in the ulus
and all the parts of the state before the beginning of a
campaign. The assembly of the forces was mostly laid
upon the emirs of the uluses, regions and districts,

The army of Timur and the Timurids resembled the
armies of Ughiz-khan and Genghiz-khan in its organiza-
tion. It consisted of cavalry and infantry forces and was
subdivided into tens, hundreds, thousands and ten thou-
sands of warriors. The army was assembled only before
the beginning of the campaign. There was a special
“artillery” force in Timur’s army, which included manja-
niks, rahdandoz, naftandoz — the catapult, stone-hurlers
and inflammable mixture devices and throwers.

Subjects (citizens). The stabilily ol Slate Power de-
pends, in no small degree, on the subjects, on the citi-
zens' conditions and their loyalty to that power. The
existence of the state, as well as its disappearance, extinc-
tion, is determined by its subjects, that is, by common
people. It is not accidental, then, that Amir Timur treas
ted both his officers and all his subjects fairly, follow-
ing the dictates of his conscience, and sought to satisfy
common people. It is clearly seen from his taxation poli-
cies. The land liable fo taxing by kharaj (landtax) was
usually divided into three categories: the size of kharaj
from the first category land made one-fourth of the harvest,
that of second category — two harvars*; that of the
third category — one harvar. If a citizen would nol agree
to pay the tax in this manner, then one harvar of wheat
was evaluated at 5 silver zolotniks (about 4.25 gr),
one harvar of barley — 2.5 zolotniks, and the tax from
him was taken in cash. In separale cases Amir Timur
bid to exempt his subjects from fax or duly, for example,
from giving accommodation to ambassadors and messen-
gers who were passing through the villages; from pesh-
kash and savurin — duty from the population gathered

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to present donations to padishahs and high-placed peo-
ple when they passed the localities; and from shilon-puli
— to arrange festivities for those in authority. In general
Amir Timur called upon tax-collectors, village and com-
munity elders to treat common people in fairness and
conscience, and avoid illegal actions against them.

There was one more population estate, whose separate
representatives oppressed the working people, sucking
their blood like leeches. They were bhuyers-up, Actually,
merchants are an estate that society needs. They bring
from far-away countries what their own lacks, making
the life of the people easier, that is, in case they sell
their goods honestly. But there are such traders as spe-
culators, and there are, unfortunately, too many of these
and, as the great writer Navoi wrote, “there is anything
in their shops except conscience and honour”., Amir Ti-
mur was merciless towards speculators. Here is what
Claviho said on this poinl: “That day (October 9, 1404),
Timurbek gave an order to make answerable some but-
chers for selling meat at too high prices during his ab-
sence. Other traders who had sold their goods at high
prices were also punished.”

FIRMNESS OF LAW

The stability and might of any state, peace and well-
being of its country and people are linked with the sta-
bility and firmness of the laws that are in force in it.

Like other peoples, the Uzhek people is known to have
had, from times immemorial, the laws that regulated
family, property, inheritance relations between the state
and its citizens. On the basis of these laws the citizens
and sociely were defended by legal institutions (the
judge, state control (supervision), police, etc.), the offi-
cials called mukhtasib (an official checking the obser-
vance of the shariat regulations by the Moslems), esaul,
policeman and other officials. According to historical
sources, earlier at the time of Timur and the Timurids,
there were three classes of judges: the judge, abiding by
the Shariat in his work; the akhlos (the judge who ac-
ted on the basis of the customs and traditions of the time
in considering the cases), and kazi askar — a military
judge. In their activities the judges were guided not only
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by the Shariat regulations and the customs and tradi-
tions that existed at that time, but also had in their
hands the texts of the canons and laws written by the
major Moslem lawyers.

At the time of Timur and the Timurids, they were
also guided by a special code, connected with the name
of great Timur himself — “The Code of Timur”, where
were clearly and distinctly laid down he rules of beha-
vior for all citizens, and the duties of the officials and the
rulers, the rules of governing the state and the troops. To
be exact, “The Code of Timur” is a valuable code of laws
for governing the state and the army, the country and
the society.

Amir Timur was right to note that “if the state is not
based on religion and common law, is not consolidated
by the law and codes, this kingdom loses its magnificen-
ce and brilliance. And such a kingdom is like a naked
man, at the sight of whom everybody turns his eye away,
and this kingdom is like a house without roof, doors or
bar, wherein anyone may enter”.

Indeed, “The Code” defines the rights and duties
of all, from Padishah to common people.

Amir Timur clearly pointed out the duties and obliga-
tions of every officer of state. For instance, vesirs under
the divanbeghi were responsible for the general condi-
tions in which the citizens and the troops lived, as well
as for the financial state of the country and state insti-
tutions’ activities, “Wise is the vesir”, “The Code” reads,
“who performs the work of government starting from the
circumstances, patiently and with tact, and by means of
his1E sensible measures, installs law and order in the
state”.

The rights and duties of emirs are distinctly defined
in “The Code”. The emirs are one of the pillars of the
state. Like the vesirs, they must be of noble birth, and
they must possess such qualities as discernment, courage,
spirit of enterprise, cautiousness and economy; they
must conduct the affairs on having considered all the
consequences of each step they take. They must “know
the secrets of conducting a battle, the ways of scattering
the enemy forces, and not lose heart at the peak of the
combat; they must lead the troops without shade of trem.
bling or hesitation, and if the fighting order is broken,
they must be able to restore it without delay”.
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In appointing a man to a post, Amir Timur exacted
loyalty and fidelity from each. 315 men who had been
side by side with him from the very beginning of his
career and taken part in his battles, were appointed to
high posts by him. A hundred of them were made
commanders of tens, a hundred — commanders of hun-
dreds, a hundred—commanders of thousands. Out of the
remaining fifteen, four were appointed to the posts of
high beks, one — to that of Great Vesir, the rest — to
other high posts of the State.

As “The Code” says, the law is one and the same and
equal for all, for the vesir and the emir, for the khokim *
and a common subject. There are a lot of data on this
point in different sources. For example, the ruler of
West Iran and Azerbaijan (irom 1393) Emirzade * Mi.
ranshah wholly abandoned himself to amusements and
orgies and neglected his state affairs — and for this
Amir Timur dismissed him from his post, and sentenced
his companions to capital punishment and executed them.
Sharifiddin Ali Yazdi mentions the fact that during the
seven-year war the ruler of the Farce district, Pirmu-
khammad Sultan, Timur’s grandson, who showed tardi-
ness in action, was punished in the same way. Also, as
“Zafar-name” has it, when Amir Timur was returning
from {he seven-year war, the people of Shibirgan block-
ed his way and complained of the local ruler who was
oppressing his people; then, on the orders of Timur, this
khakim was hanged by his feet. The following informa-
tion from “The Code” also confirms this thought: “If
the vesirs of finances, who are treasurers of the country,
committed a financial abuse and appropriated a share
of the funds for themselves, it must be investigated; if
the sum appropriated is equal to the sum of the uluf
(salary) due to him, then let this sum be given him as a
gift. However, if the sum appropriated is twice the
amount of his salary, the extras must be deducted from
his salary. If the appropriated sum exceeds his sa-
lary three times, it must all be taken from him for the
benefit of the treasury”.

Along with this, Timur stipulated the protection of the
warriors and common people by the law, pointing out

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that “. .. if village and community elders do harm to the
common people and in this way cause them damage,
these elders must be sentenced to fine, commeasurate with
the damage caused, and must pay ihe damages to those
harmed (the plaintiffs), for the latter to be able to return
to the former state. If the village elders or the commu-
nity cause violence to the people of lower estate, these
elders must be fined, with the fine being equal to the
violence caused. If a tax-collector or a khakim causes
or allows violence and ruins the people, these individuals
must bear the respective punishment”. It is well known
that law Dbreaking and violence over people were
most frequently committed by the military. In such cases
Amir Timur punished the military in accordance with
the law, too, and the law ran: “...If a warrior
should exceed his rights and cause violence to a commo-
ner, that warrior should be detained and passed into the
hands of the commoner he had wronged, for the latter to
subject the warrior to punishment on his own”.

Timur spread the protection by law not only unto
his own people, but also upon the peoples of the coun-
tries he had conquered, as far as he could; he tried to
protect them from imprisonment and being plundered.

Amir Timur was trying to keep the society clean and
uphold high moral principles in the people. “If a person
breaks or knocks out somebody’s {eeth, blinds one, cuts
an ear or nose, drinks wine, commits adultery, that per-
son is to be brought before the judge, who shall take
decisions according to Shariat or according to common
law.” Of importance, too, were the laws, rules and regu-
lations on beggars and beggary. It is worth noting that
in these the emphasis is laid not on strength, but on per-
suasion. ‘“The Code” reads: *... Beggars must be gath-
ered in one place and given out food; also some kind
of occupation should be assigned to them. They must
all be branded, for them not to go begging in future.
However, if they keep on begging after having been
branded, these must be exiled or sold into slavery. It
is only after this that beggars will disappear from the
country”.

Timur pointed out that a criminal should only be
punished on the basis of the law, after his guilt being es-
tablished and confirmed in the presence of four witnes-
ses. Even if grave crimes against the State had been
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committed by high born people, vesirs of high rank or
emirs, one must not punish them in haste, but their
loyalty must be thoroughly examined, advised Timur.
Inviolability of the law, rules and regulations very much
depends on the people’s understanding them, on his at-
titude to them. To achieve this, it was necessary to spread
the juridical knowledge among the people, especially
laying stress on the principles of the Shariat and the
fundamentals of Islam. The state of Timur and the Ti-
murids paid a lot of attention to this. “For the purpose
of teaching the faithful Moslems the principles of reli-
gion and the rules and regulations of Shariat and Islam,
instructing in tafsir*, khadis** and fikh***, 1 appoin-
ted ulema**** and mudarrisses***** “to each town”,
said Amir Timur.

From the data given above, it is clear that Amir Ti-
mur created a centralised, powerful feudal state, gover-
ned by law. This state was known and recognized in all
the world in his time.

FIGHT FOR THE UNITY OF CHAGATAI ULUS

At the kurultai of 1370, Samarkand was proclaimed
the capital of the state and the khanate. Although an end
was put to the feudal wars that had been going on for a
long time, a lot of things were still to be done: it was
necessary to restore the cities and towns destroyed by the
war, to revive agriculture, to bring back to life crafts
and trade. It was of particular importance that Shibit-
gan and Khorezin of the Chagatai Ulus were still refu-
sing to recognize the government of Suyurgatmysh-khan
and Amir Timur. As before, there was disquiet and dis-
content at the eastern and northern borders of the coun-
try. Mogolistan and the White Horde constantly threate-
ned Sairam, Turkestan and East Fergana, often brea-
king through the frontier and robbing peaceful popula-
tion. After Urus-khan, seized Signak and transferred

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the capital of the White Hordc there, the towns and vil-
lages of Otrada, Yassi(Turkestan), Sairam and Mave-
rannakhr, located near the borders, found themselves in
still greater danger. Without resolving these difficult
problems, it was impossible to defend the freedom just
acquired, the independence and new state just gained.
That is why Amir Timur considered it the most urgent
and important task of the new state.

Shibirgan and Zinda Chashm were conquered that
same year. Balkh and Tashkent also recognized the po-
wer of Amir Timur. Khorezm, however, continued to de-
monstrate disobedience. More than that, its rulers, rely-
ing on the support of the Dasht-i kipchak rulers, develo-
ped a hostile attitude towards the Chagatai Ulus.

It is known that in the sixties of the 14th century,
the descendants of the influential emir of the Golden
Horde Kangadai (killed in 1861 in Sarai Berke), took
advantage of the instability in the Golden Horde and the
Chagatai Ulus, and captured Khorezm. Amir Timur at.
tempted to resolve the question by peaceful means and
sent an embassy headed by Alafa-tavachi * to Gurganij.
In his message to the ruler of Khorezm Khusain-sufi, Ti-
mur demanded only one thing — the return of the south-
east part of the country that had formerly been a part
of the Chagatai Ulus. In particular, the message said:
“Kyat and Khivak belong to the Chagatai Ulus, as seve-
ral years ago the Khorezm people thought the areas dis-
putable and occupied them. But now you will have to
return all these cities, together with all the regions that
belong to them, to the servants of our state”.

Khusainssufi was a man of great pride and behaved
very haughtily. He would pay no heed 1o the words of
Timur. In his message of reply he wrote: “I subjected
this region by sword, so you may only return it in the
same way”. It was an open challenge to war.

However, Timur showed great self-control and sent
another embassy to Khorezm, headed by Shaihulislam**
Khodja Jaliliddin Keshi. But this time again Khusain-
sufi rcjected his proposal; moreover, he put Timur’s am-
bassador under arrest. This became the reason for the

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beginning of war between the two countries, Amir Timur
undertook five marches on Khorezm,

The first march was undertaken in July 1371. As a
result, the city of Kyat was seized and Gurganj, the ca-
pital of Khorezm, was sieged. At this time Khusain-sufi
died. His brother and successor Yusufssufi despatched
a messenger to Amir Timur with a request for peace. Ti-
mur consented to his offer. The parties agreed to estab-
lish friendly and even more close relations of kinship.
Yusuf-sufi gave Shirin-beku, the daughter of his nephew
Adaka-sufi, in marriage to Jakhanghir, Timur’s elder son.

Yet some time later the relations between Timur and
Khorezm got worse again, The point was that Sultan
Makhmud, the son of Kaikhusrav Khuttalani, who was in
Timur's service, Abu Iskhak, the son of Hizr Yasavuri,
and Makhmud-shah Bukhari, having escaped to Khorezm
started urging Yusuf-sufi against Amir Timur. Instead
of arresting the provocateur emirs, Yusuf-sufi took them
under protecion. This circumstance became the reason of the
second march of Timur upon Khorezm in the spring of 1373.
But this march was interrupted in Bukhara, Here Yusuf.
sufi’s ambassador arrived and at the mediation of the
great emirs he expressed his master’s apologies to Ti-
mur and asked for peace.

The third march on Khorezm, which began in June
1375, was not completed either. The reason was a rebel.
lion instigated by the cmirs Sarbuga and Ali-shah in
Maverannakhr, The march was stopped not far from
Kyat, near Khan-minar place on the bank of the Jaikhun.

The fourth march on Khorezm took place in January-
February 1379. The reason was that Yusuf-sufi, who ma-
de an alliance with Tokhtamysh, Khan of the Golden
Horde, with the help of his new ally, made several raids
and plundered the districts of Karakul and Bukhara, that
were in Timur’s state jurisdiction. However, this march,
too, ended by concluding peace.

In a while, however, Yusuf-sufi re-captured the South-
East of Khorezm with the cities of Kyat and Khivak,
which was the cause of the fifth march, started by Amir
Timur in 1388; this time Khorezm was subjected.

For many years Timur waged war against the sovee
reigns of Mogolistan and the Juchi Ulus. As far as the
Juchi Ulus goes, the aim was, firstly, the defence of the
northern boundaries of the country from the unceasing
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raids of Dash-ti Kipchak nomads, and, secondly, estab.
lishing the Timur state’s political influence in the eas-
tern part of that Ulus, which is known in history as the
White Horde. But Timur's policy towards Mogolistan was
somewhat different. Besides trying to bridle Mogol no-
mads’ plundering raids on Fergana, Sairam and Tash-
kent, Timur had set himself another, more important
task.

Mogolistan and Maverannakhr were known to have
once been one state — the Chagatai Ulus. In 1251 Kaan
Munke and Batu-khan agreed to divide the country into
two parts, But this division did a lot of harm to hoth
these states, especially to Maverannakhr and its peoples.
And it was only thanks to Timur’s efforts that, by 1370,
an end was put to the feudal disunity that had reigned
in Maverannakhr, while in Mogolistan this disunity was
still continuing. Mogolistan split into slill smaller parts.
Its eastern part was dominated by the influential Duglat
emir Kamariddin;; in the Seven Rivers and the river
Chu area ruled Anka-tyura. on the shores of Issykkul settled
Mir Karimberdy, on the rest of its territory reigned Emir
Khajibek. They all declared themselves independent ru-
lers. The strongest and the most dangerous of the Mogo-
listan's emirs was Emir Kamariddin. In his time (in
1367), he had started a revolt against Iliyaskhoja-khan
and arranged raids on Almalyk and Bishbalyk. In 1369,
having murdered lliyaskhoja-khan, Kamariddin proclai-
med himself Khan of Mogolistan.

Emir Kamariddin was not satisfied with seizing po-
wer it Mogolistan and was determined to subject all the
lands surrounding Maverannakhr, and ultimately, re-
unite the Chagatai State.

Timur pursued the same aims — to unite these two
countries that had been conducting hostilities so long,
and to create conditions for economic and political deve-
lopment of the Central Asian region.

Frequent plundering raids upon Sairam, Tashkent,
Turkestan and Fergana, often undertaken by the above
mentioned Mogol feudal lords, had ultimately brought
about a great war between Maverannakhr and Mogolis-
tan. Especially great troubles and disasters to the local
people were brought about by the raids of Kamariddin
in 1370—71 and in the winter of 1376 upon Tashkent
and Andijan. During the 1376 invasion, Kamariddin oc-
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cupied more than half of Fergana. The vicesregent of
Ferghana Umar Shaih-mirza escaped to the surrounding
mountains.

Without doing away with Kamariddin and other re-
bellious rulers of Mogolistan and without uniting these
two parts of the Ulus, it was impossible to put an end
to the plunder raids. That is why immediately after co-
ming lo power, Timur made it his main aim to settle the
matter with Mogolistan and, particularly, with Emir
Kamariddin. Within twenty years (1371—1390) he had
made seven marches upon Mogolistan, and in the last
one, in 1390, he gained victory over Kamariddin and An-
ka-tura, This time Timur reached Ardysh (the Irtysh) in
the north, and in the east he reached Alakul, Emil and
the headquarters of Mongol Khans Balig yulduz. But
{o conquer the grealer part of the country, that is, the
lands east of the mountains of Tangri-taga (Tien-Shan),
he was not able fo. Anka-tura and Kamariddin suffered
defeat but they managed to escape. Some time after this
Emir Kamariddin developed dropsy and died. After Ka-
mariddin, Khizr-khoja-oglan and Emir Khudaibad ma-
naged to keep Mogolistan independent. Thus, neither
Kamariddin, nor Amir Timur managed to restore the
Chagatai Ulus as one united state. But it is important
that peace, tranquillity and good-neighbourly relations
between the two countries were finally established.

WARS WITH THE JUCHI ULUS

Up to 1377, the Juchi Ulus was also divided into
two independent states — the White lHorde and the Gol-
den Horde. The Golden Horde (with the capital of Sarai
Berka) formed the right wing of the ulus, including
North-East Khorezm, Northern Caucasus, Bulgar (the
Volga-Kama princedom), West Siberia and the Crimea.
The White Horde (with the capital of Signak) made the
left wing of the Juchi Ulus, comprising the lands of the
lower reaches of the Syrdarya river from Yangikent to
Sabran, and the steppes on the banks of Syrdarya from
Ulu-tau (Great Mountain) to Senghir-yagach, as well
as the lands from Karatal to Siberia. In the seventies of
the fourteenth century, Urus-khan the ruler of the White
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Horde (1361—1375) attempted to unite the two parts of
the Juchi Ulus and revive its former honour and glory.
But the fighting between the Jugids themselves and the
feudal lords of Dasht-i kipchak did not make it pos-
sible for him to attain this aim. It must be noted, that
Amir Timur did not wish the reunion of these two parts
either, If the Juchi Ulus had become united, as it used
to be at the time of Batu-khan. Berdi-khan and Uzbek-
khan, it would have been difficult io preserve the inde-
pendence of Maverannakhr. Therelore, from his first days
as a ruler, Timur hegan to fight against the unificalion
of the two uluses, He did all possible to put his own
man on the White Horde throne. First of all, he began
to interfere in the enhanced feudal struggles in the Whi-
te Horde, and in every way he supported Tokhtamysh-
oglan, whose father had bheen killed by Urus-khan. He
took Tokhtamysh under his protection several times and
showed his care for the man and his attention {o him. Fi.
nally, with the help of Amir Timur, Tokhtamysh took the
throne of the White Horde.

Amir Timur was overjoyed hy this event, as he hoped
that Tokhtamysh would conduct his affairs, seeking his
counsel, and would conduct his, Timur’s policy. But it
did not at all happen as Timur had expected. Soon
Tokhtamysh.oglan forgot his benefactor and his hospi-
tality and confidence. And when Tokhtamysh seized the
Golden Horde, he developed a hostile policy towards
Timur’s state.

Amir Timur made three marches against Tokhtamysh
in 1389, 1391 and in 1395. Yet he never tried to gain
supremacy over the Juchi Ulus. In waging these wars,
he pursued only one goal — to break down the military
and political power of the Golden Horde and, in this
way, to gain security for the countries which were under
the authority of his own state. If Timur had sought to estab-
lish his dominion over the Juchi Ulus, then in 1395, af-
ter the complete routing of Tokhtamysh, when such cities
as Sarai-Berka, Khadj-tarkhan (Astrakhan), Saraichik
were lying at his feet, he would not have given this rich
booty to Koirichak-oglan, the son of Urus-khan.

Let us make a short survey of the reasons and the
results of these three campaigns of Timur against the
Golden Horde.

At the end of 790 of the Hijra (December 1, 1388 by
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the Gregorian calendar), Tokhtamysh-khan sent his nu-
merous forces under Ilpigmysh-oglan to Maverannakhr.
Without meeting any resistance, the Dashtikipchaks got
over the Syrdarya in the place of Achchik near Djizak
(Jizak) and.made camp there. In spite of a severe frost,
Timur assembled all the forces he had and moved to-
wards Jizak, As soon as he approached Khojent, Umar-
shaili, who had come from Andijan, joined his forces
with those of his father. To make the long story short,
Timur's army, surrounding the iroops of lipigmysh-og-
lan in Achchik, defeated them. Having spent the remai-
ning part of the winter in the district of Ikara, early in
March 1389, Timur confinued his campaign against Tokh-
tamysh-khan. But Tokhtamysh, having avoided an open-
field batille, retreated far into the interior of Dasht-i kip-
chak. The Timurid forces giving blow after blow, pur-
sued Tokhtamysh-khan to Avrang chakal and Al-iamga.
But as at this very time Mogolistan troops began to
accumulate near the borders of Maverannakir, the
march was interrupted.

The campaign against the Juchi Ulus was resumed
in two years, in 1391. Timur was well prepared for it:
in the autumn of 1390, Timurbek iransferred his head-
quarters to Chinaz and announced the total mobilization.
In the spring of 1391, he began a big campaign against
Tokhtamysh. It continued for six months and ended with
the defeat of Tokhtamysh troops on June 18, 1391, at the
place of Kunduzchi (Kundurcha), located between Sama-
ra and Chistopol.

Tokhtamysh saved his life by escaping with the men
who remained alive. But some time later he managed to
re-establish the former might of the Golden Horde. The
- important point is that he never gave up his intenion to
continue fighting against Timur. In 1394, he began a
large-scale offensive against Azerbaijan and even cap-
tured Shirvan and other cities of Azerbaijan. The same
year Tokhtamysh concentrated a large army on the bor-
ders of Azerbaijan. He made an alliance with the Mam-
lukes of Egypt against Timur. Timur sent his troops
against him, but this time, again, Tokhtamysh did not
dare close his ranks with those of the enemy in an open
combat, and retreated to Dasht-i kipchak.

“From this moment on, Tokhtamysh cannot be trusted”,
Timur concluded, and in February 1395 he began a war
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against him. The forces of both sides came to a clash
on the banks of the Terek river. This war also ended in
Timur’s victory. Tokhtamysh ran to Bulgar. Timur had
wonl this victory thanks to the new tactics he used in the
battle.

To pay in coin for Tokhtamysh’s plundering and dest«
roying many cities and settlements of Maverannakhr
during his absence, and even burning Zanjir-sarai, one
of the Chagatai khans’ residences, Timur also committed
to plunder both parts of the Juchi Ulus, — the regions on
both banks of the Itil (Volga); then he bid fo burn Sarai
Berke. After that, having invited Kuyrichok-oglan, Timur
presented to him the whole Juchi Ulus at the crossing
of Taratur,

At that time Amir Timur was trying to find Tokhta-
mysh all over Russia; he went to the city of Fyazan, seized
the city of Yelets, and then turned towards Moscow, but
did not attempt to capture it, and from the banks of
the Oka he turned back. This war caused considerable
damage to the lands of. Azak, Kuban and Cherkessia.

WARS WITH OTHER COUNTRIES, THEIR REASONS
AND CONSEQUENCES

In the period from 1381 to 1404, Amir Timur under-
took campaigns in Iran, Azerbaijan, Iraq, Syria and In-
dia several times. He also went to Georgia and other
lands of the Caucasus, If his activities are viewed from
the point of social and economic development and ideo-
logy of his own time, one can see that there were cbjec-
tive reasons for it.

Firstly, all padishahs, khans and emperors were from
the same ruling class. And this means, then, that they
toed the line of that class, were obliged {o serve its in-
terests and aims. Otherwise, they would not be kept in
power and would be dethroned. This ruling class appro-
ved of only those padishakhs, khans and emperors who
constantly led wars of conquest, occupied newer and ne-
wer countries, for it was the only way they could expand
their possessions and gain rich spoils,

Secondly, in those times it was considered a matter
of prestige with rulers to expand one’s estate by seizing
other people’s lands, it was a sign of knighthood. If one
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takes a mental view of history, it will be seen that not
only Timur, but also many other great sovereigns like
Darius, Alexander the Great, Julius Cesar, Genghiz-
khan, followed the same way. At a closer look, Napoleon
Bonaparte, Peter I and the subsequent tsars of Russia
did the same, too. It was not said in vain that “Kings
are the shadows of God on the earth.” However, such
conquerors as Darius I, Alexander the Great, Gen-
ghiz-khan and Amir Timur deemed that “ii there is one
God in the world, then the shadow that embodies him on
the inhabited part of the earth must also be one king.”
“I told myseli”, Amir Timur said, “that God is one, and
he has no companion. But if that is so, then the ruler
must also be one. One padishah!” — and at that very
moment Baba Ali-shah came in and said: “Hey, Timur!
The Almighty pointed out that if there are two gods on
the earth and in heaven, the world will come to ruin.”
And I heeded his words. I started to seek my fortunes by
reading the Holy Koran and came across these verses:
“Inno Jaalnaka khalifatan fi-l-arz”, which means: “We
appoint thee khalif on the earth”.

Thirdly, Amir Timur strictly abided by the teaching
of the Holy Koran and the canons of Islam in all his
deeds. Acting in accordance with the canons of the reli-
gion of Islam he led the country and people by the way
of truth of Islam and Shariat. “The Code” reads: “Every
state plunged into the abyss of evil, oppression and dis-
cord must become the target for a just padishah expedition,
who is urged by the intention of res-establishing the truth
and eradicating evil. The Almmighty Himself will help him
to liberate these countries from the oppression of the
tyrant, and is sure to pass the reins of the state into his
hands... The state where the mainstay of Shariat is wea-
kened, the sacred things are not worshipped, and the
people of the true Sultan chosen by the Most High,
Our Maker, are oppressed, must rouse hiln, who has in-
tended to be the zealot of faith and Shariat of Mukhame-
mad — may Allah bless him! —and induce him to inva-
ding the bounds of such a state in the role of liberator
and envoy of Allah”. This principle guided not only Ti-
mur, but all supreme Islamic rulers as well.

In short, the aggressive tendencies of conquests were
the law for the monarchs of that time. But these aims
were pursued under the mottoes of cleansing people of
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immorality, of fighting for the purity of Islam, and libera-
ting people from the local rulers’ oppression and tyran-
ny. As soon as the country was already conquered, still
another task was added to those mentioned — it was to
spread Islam among the local population and maintain
the laws of Shariat.

The first campaign of Timur aimed at subjecting oth-
er countries was conducted in 1381; it was waged
against Malik Ghiyasiddin Pir Ali II, the ruler of Herat
(1370—1381). The point is that Herat and Khorasan were
of great military, strategic importance — as it were, they
were a sort of bridgehead for the offensive upon Iran,
Iraq, Syria and other countries. Timur was willing to
settle the issue peacefully, and with this aim he sent
Emir Khoji Saifiddin to Herat invinting the ruler to the
kurultai. However, the ruler of Herat did not make his
appearance at the kurultai, and detained the envoy of
Timur. It was an unequivocal challenge to a war. In the
way of reply to this, in April 1380, Amir Timur despat-
ched to the leit bank of the Amudarya ten regiments un-
der Emirzade Pirmukhammud Jakhanghir. The prince took
hold of the regions of Balkh, Shiribergan and Badkhiz
in that campaign. In February 1381, Timur himelf began
an offensive on Khorasan; Serax, Jami, Kausia and other
cities surrendered to him without a battle, and Herat
was taken after five days of fighting against the besie-
ged city. At the same time the cities of Tus and Kelat
were seized.

In the year 783 of the Hijra (1381), Amir Timur sei-
zed Turshiz and Sabzevar, besides Kelat. In 785 of the
Hijra (1383), he led his troops towards Seiston and cap-
tured its fortified citadels of Zireh, Zava, Farah and Bust.
A year later he began a march on Astrabad and Azer-
baijan, and took possession of the cities of Amul, Sari,
Sultaniya and Tebriz. So, from 1381 to 1384, Timur suc-
ceeded in conduering a better part of Iran.

After this Timur made major marches on Iran, Azer-
baijan, Iraq and Syria three times, These marches are
known in history as a three-year, five-year, and seven-
year war.

During the three-year war (1386—1388), Azerbaijan
and Pharce were conquered. Timur’s forces then seized
the lands of Turkmen that were under authority of Kara
Yusuf, that is, southern Azerbaijan and the northern
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part of Iran, Georgia, Armenia and the lands in the vici-
nity of lake Van.

In-the period of 1392—1396, during the five-year war,
a military expedition was organized against Iran, Azer-
baijan and the Persian part of Iraq. The reason was dis-
turbance in Mazandaran, Pharce and Luristan, as well
as the hostile actions of these regions towards Timur.
The important result of the five-year war was the aboli-
tion of the Musaffarid and Jalayirid dynasties.

In fact, there was absolutely no need to begin a cam-
paign against India. According to the words of Ghiyasid-
din Ali, the author of “Diary of Timur’'s Campaign in
India”, written in 1399—1403, the reason for this war
was the fact that, through the Indian Ruler’s careless-
ness, the foundations of Islam and Shariat were dama-
ged, and the activities of the infidels (Herbs) and ene-
mies of Islam enhanced. The Indian war continued ele-
ven months — from May 1398 to March 3, 1399. The Ti-
murid troops returned from India with plenty of loot.
There were 120 fighting elephants among the trophies.
A part of these Timur left at the disposal of the troops,
the rest were used in the construction work then condu-
cted in Samarkand and Shakhrisabz.

The seven-year war (1399—1404) was the greatest
war conducted by Amir Timur. The outcome of this war
was the subjection of such major Syrian cities as Khalab
(Aleppo), Kumis, Baalbek, Damascus, and the district
of Ubulistan of the Arabian part of Iraq, as well as
Baghdad and a greater part of Turkey. At that time the
forces of Timur also invaded Georgia.

In the course of the seven-year war Timur won vic-
tories not only over Turkey, but also over one of the gre-
atest Generals of the world at that time — Sultan Baya-
zid Yildirim I (1389—1402). The crucial battle between
the two military leaders took place on July 20, 1402, at
Ankara, in the district of Chibukabad. “Zafar-name” nar-
rates about the course of the battle in detail: the odds
were now in favour of Bayazid Yildirim, now in favour
of Amir Timur, However, the outcome of the battle was
decided by the tactics that Timurbek employed in the
hardest moments of the combat: deceiving the enemy,
Timur dealt a sudden blow where it had been least ex-
pected. Having lost the battle, Bayazid was forced to ree
treat, but he did not manage to escape. The great
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general received Bayazid-khan with due respect and
honoured him, offered him a seat beside himself, put a
khalat (robe) embroidered in gold on his shoulders, ga-
ve him precious gifts and let him go. That time Bayazid
left for the city of Ak-shakhar, and there he died on
March 9, 1403. Learning about it, Timur immediately set
off to Ak-shakhar to express his condolences. Then he
expressed his sympathy and respect to the children and
kin of the late and awarded them with precious gifts.
Among all the sons of Yildirim he especially marked Mu-
sa, and having given him valuable presents, he entrusted
him with the fate of the Turkish state. Then, too, on
Amir Timur's proposal, the body of Bayazid Yildirim was
taken from the Shaih Makhmud Khairan in Ak-shakhar
and transferred to the city of Bursa, where it was com-
mitted to earth in a mausoleum, which had been erec-
ted by Bayazid himself during his life.

On coming to Samarkand (1404), Timur began to
put into life his long-nurtured dream — he started pre-
parations for a big expedition to China., The point was
that the Emperors of China had still been laying claims
to the territory of Maverannakhr and Turkestan and de-
manded annual contributions. That was why Timur had
long intended to solve the matter and did so in the end.
He embarked on his expedition on November 27, 1404,
with a 200 thousand-strong army gathered from all the
regions and lands. However, this military expedition to
China was never completed, for he died on February
18, 1405.

The wars waged by Timur, like the wars waged by
other feudal rulers, caused immense damage to the peop-
le of the conquered countries. Timur and his emirs re-
turned from other lands with huge booty. Together with
the spoils, they brought prominent scientists and scho-
lars, skilful artisans, musicians, etc. to Samarkand, Shakh-
risabz and Bukhara. However, Timur differed from
other conquerors in that he spent the wealth he gained
on bettering the cities and settlements of his land. A well-
known Russian historian A. Yu. Yakubovsky compares
Timur with Makhmud Gaznovi, another outstanding
conqueror (998—1030). The innumerable wealth that was
passing through Makhmud’s hands as war trophies had
never been conducive to the economic life of the Gaznovi
state, whereas it was different with Timur. As a good,
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thrifty master, he drew all that was of value to Maver-
annakhr, the centre of his vast kingdom, which only he
alone kept in hand. Here he brought not only things of
material value, but also, still more, he used experts in
various kinds of crafts, artists, architects, scientists and
scholars — and he did it not because Maverannakhr was
poor in this respect, but because he believed that the
greater the inflow of culture and people of culture, the
more culture and science would flourish. Not only did he
enlarge and make more convenient and beautiful the ci-
ties and towns of Maverannakhr and Turkestan, but he
had built many cities of the conquered countries anew.
For example, he restored the cities of Baghdad, Der-
bend, Bailakan; roadside fortresses, camps, bridges and
irrigation systems destroyed or damaged in the war. To
make a long story short, he was striving to remain in
people’s memory by erecting one or two grand buildings
in every big city. What is of particular importance, he
put an end to the feudal disunity and anarchy in Iran,
Azerbaijan and Iraq, restored the ancient roads connec-
ting East and West. In its turn, this enabled the coun-
tries to restore their economic, trade and cultural ties
broken as a result of feudal wars. This is his great con-
tribution to the economic and cultural development not
of Maverannakhr alone, but the countries of the Far,
Central and Near East, to the cause of bringing closer
the peoples of these countries,

AMIR TIMUR — PATRON OF SCIENCE AND
CULTURE .

Amir Timur made a great contribution in the resto«
ration of national economy, rebuilding cities and creat-
ing public services and utilities in the country, that were
damaged and decayed due to feudal disunity and wars
of discord of many years. It is common knowledge that
a great many cities of Maverannakhr, destroyed after
Genghiz-khan invasion, lay in ruins or were half-ruined.

In 1371—72 were restored the walls and the citadel
of Samarkand, Shakhriston and its six gates (Shahzada,
Akhanin, Feruza, Suzangaran, Karizgakh and Chorsu).
By Timur’s orders, two big four-storeyed buildings were
put up in the Ark (citadel) of Samarkand — Kok-sarai
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and Buston-sarai. Kok-sarai was the seat of the State
Treasury, work-shops and the prison, and Buston-sarai
was the main residence of Padishah. Under Timur the
city streets were rebuilt and the markets made more
convenient., Claviho writes: “In Samarkand every year
goods are sold which were brought from China, India,
Tatarstan (Dasht-i-kipchak — B. A.) and other places;
as well as from the richest Samarkand. As there
were no special rows where it was convenient to
carry on trade, Timurbek bid to make a street across
the city, to set up shops and tents for selling goods and
wares on both sides.”

Amir Timur gave a lot of attention to creating public
services and utilities in the places sacred for every Mos-
lem. One of these was Shah-i Zinda, where in Timur’s
time were buried Ulja-ayim, Tugluk tekin, his elder sis~
ter Kutlug Turkan-aga and his junior sister Shirin-beka,
over whose burial-places sepulchres were erected. It is
also known that by the injunctions of Amir Timur’s se-
nior wife Tuman-aga, a number of buildings were put up
in Shah-i Zinda: a mosque, an abode for dervishes, a bu-
rial-vault and the Chartag, and in the Chorsu of Samar-
kand — a covered market row. The famous Rukhabad
(the burial-vault of Burkhan-iddin Sogarji), the tomb of
Shaih khoja Nuriddin Bacir known under the name of
Kutbi Chakhardakhum, the family vault Gur-i Emir were
also built at the time of Timur.

Thanks to endeavours of Timur, not a small number
of public buildings were erected in Samarkand, such as
mosques, madrasahs dervishes’ abodes, caravan-sarais
and bath-houses. Among these is Bibi-khanum Madrasah
built in the late fourteenth — early fifteenth centuries
(1399—1404).

In the vicinity of Samarkand some new towns were
built, called Miyer (Egypt), Damascus, Baghdad, Shira
and Sultania. These names were fraught with a deep
sense, and political impications. By this Timur meant to
say that Samarkand and his state were the centre of the
world and the rest capitals were just satellites turning
around it.

Within 1378 —1404 Timur created wonderful gardens
in Samarkand and all around it: Bag-i bishikht, Bag-i
dilkusha, Bag-i shamal, Bagsi buldi, Bag-i nad, Bag-i
jakhannuma, Bag-i takhti karachi and Bag-i davlatabad.
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In the middle of these gardens were erected magnificent,
luxurious palaces, and in front of them were laid out
flower-gardens. The estates built by Timur and the Ti-
murids were beautiful and resplendent. As a rule, the
palaces were two storeys high, with marble columns; the
outer walls were decorated with colourful tiles, and the
interior walls — with landscapes and drawings of im-
mense beauty. Ibn Arabshah testifies:” On the walls of
the palace were depicted his divans (State Council ses-
sjons), and his portraits in different poses and events...
in battles; pictures of him at official solemn occasions,
in conference with tsars, emirs, sayids, ulems and with
great people; in some of them the sultans stand before
him with their arms crossed; there are also pictures rei-
lecting f{easts.”

On the whole, at the time of Timur, Samarkand was
transformed into a rich and beautiful city. Here are the
words of Khafizi Abru, a historian: “The Samarkand
formerly made of mud-bricks was re-built by Timur, who
erected edifices of stone”.

Amir Timur also saw to installing public services and
amenities in his native city of Shakhrisabz. He recons-
tructed the destroyed town-walls, fortifications for de-
fence, tombs of the saints, built grand palaces, mosques,
madrasahs, burial-vaults, Chorsu, bazaars and bath-hou-
ses. Aksarai, built in 1380—1404, and the family vault
— the building of Dar us-saadat, built in 1380, still stand
intact to our days. ,

Amir Timur also arranged public facilities and ame-
nities in the cities of Yassi (present-day Turkestan) and
Bukhara. In 1398, by his injunction, a magnificent buil-
ding was constructed over the grave of the great father
of all the Turkic people and poet Khoja Akhmad Yas-
savi — a mausoleum with two domes. In 1388 Timur re-
constructed the city of Banaket ruined during the inva-
sion of QGenghiz-khan, later known under the name of
Shahrukhia (named so by Timur himself in honour of
his junior son Shtahrukh).

Thanks to support and efiorts of Timur, applied arts
were largely developed in the cities of Maverannakhr,
especially in Samarkand, Bukhara and Yassi. Picturesque
murals onthe walls of the sepulchre of Shirin-beka-aga
(1385) and Tuman-aga (1405) are a witness to the lofty
art of the Maverannakhr masters of the brush.
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Samarkand of the 14-15th centuries is also marked
by the development of the art of miniature. The minia-
tures adorning ‘“‘Shah-Name” by Abulkasym Firdousi,
and the “Anthology of Iranian Poets” (the end of the
14th century) are the fruit of the noble talent of Maver-
annakhr artists.

Among the master-painters and calligraphers of Sa-
markand stand out such masters as Abdulkai, Pir Akh-
mad Bagishamali and Khoja Banghir Tabrizi.

In this period applied arts were also further develo-
ped in-other cities of Maverannakhr, too. Especially wi-
de fame was deserved by Central Asian artisans, parti-
cularly in the craft of stone and wood cutting and car-
ving, masters of making home utensils from gold, siiver,
bronze and precious stones. It is well demonstrated by a
big cast-iron cauldron and candlestick from the burial-
vaults of Khoja Akhmad Yassavi in Turkestan, and
from Shah-i Zinda, as well as by a candlestick
from Gur-i Amir with the name of Timur inscribed on it,
and the door-ring on the doors of Shah-i Zinda.

In the epoch of Timur widely developed were scien-
ces, particularly, such branches as theology, law, mathe-
matics, astronomy, medicine, history, philosophy, litera-
ture, and the lore of music and versification. In “Zafar-
Name” by Sharafiddin Ali Yazdi and in “Ajayib ul-Mak-
dur-fi tarikhi Timur” (“Wonders of predestination in the
history of Timur”) by lbn Arabshah, there are laconic,
yet very valuable data on the representatives of these
sciences and humanities. “They are a learned theologian
Jalaliddin Akhmad al-Khorezmi, lawyers Abdumalik,
Isamiddin and Shaih Shamsiddin Mukhammad Jazairi, a
talented astrologer maulana Akhmad, musicians Abdul-
kadyr Maraghi, the father and son Changhi-Safiaddin
and Ardasher, painters Abdulkhai Baghdadi and Pir
Akhmad Bagishamoli, philosophers Sahdiddin Taftazani
and Mirsaid Sharif Jurjani, outstanding historians Nie
zamiddin Shani and Khafizi Abru... These seem to be
all I have known and mentioned and their names 1 still
keep in my memory. But there are infinite numbers of
those whom I did not know, or had known and forgot.
You can’t count them all”. Shortly speaking, Timur took
each man who could be of use, to Samarkand — no mat-
ter who or what he might be, disregarding all objections.
As a result, the representatives of each of the wonder-
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ful sciences and rare arts were gathered in Samarkand...”
Ibn Arabshah recalls.

In conclusion, it may be said that, in contradistinc-
tion to his predecessors — shahs and conquerors, Timur
ceaselessly paid a lot of attention to and cared for those:
who were devoted to science, culture and arts, and pat-
ronized them.

EPILOGUE

A lot can be said and written about Timur’s social
and political activities and life, full of danger and
strong emotions. What is told in this booklet is just a
small drop in the sea.’

Specifically, in the booklet we have not touched upon
a very important question — Timur State’s trade, econo-
mic activities and foreign policy. The state created by
Timur was world-known. It was recognized by many
major countries, beginning with China and ending with
England, A lot of data have already been accumulated,
but they are not suificient to expound the issues in de-
tail. For the time being, we are only acquainted with just
a small part of Timur’s and his successors’ correspon-
dence, deposited in the archives and libraries of Venice,
Spain, France, Britain and Turkey. It is necessary to get
access to and study all these letters, collections of Timur
and the Timurids” letfers, as well as the valuable studies
of a major French orientologist Silvester de Sassi, de-
voted to the correspondence of Timur and Miranshah
with the French kings, the work of the Italian historiam
Marino Sanudo “Lives of Venetian Doges” (Medioloni,
1733). Of importance are also the works of J. Delaville
on the foreign policy of Bizantium and Western coun-
tries at the end of the 14th—the beginning of the 15th
centuries (Paris, 1886), a valuable composition of a reli-
gious figure of the Vatikan, Archbishop loann (Johann)
“Timur and the Life of his Court” (Paris, 1894) and
other similar works. Without doing this work, it will be
difficult to speak about the foreign policy of Timur. Rese-
arch and expounding of this important and difficult sub-
ject is an urgent task facing scholars — historians.
