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Several words about
the past of

TASHKENT region

ncient culture of the Tashkent town-

planning agglomeration — cities of the

ancient states Chach (Shash) and Ilak —
takes a special place in the historical heritage of
the Central Asia. The area of the middle
watercourse of the Syr-Darya River and both its
inflows Akhangaran and Chirchik,
geographically separated from the other part of
Asia by the Western Tyan Syan Mountains and
the Kyzyl Kum Desert, at all times differed with
its original traditions in formation of
architecture, arts and crafts. The blossoming
periods of the civilization coincided with
numerous formations of the big state that
covered tremendous lands. Traces of blossoming
and catastrophes are scattered in numerous
islands of the former oases on the grounds of
ancient irrigation.
The Tashkent oasis is one of the largest historical
and cultural regions of Uzbekistan that was
playing a key role in its political history and
economy. Laid on the border with the nomadic
steppe, it was a contact zone ever since the
bronze epoch, where the world of the nomads
and agricultural civilization crossed and merged
together. The local and Iranian written sources

mention the oasis as Chach, the Chinese
chronicles mention it as Yueni, Chzheshi, Shi,
and in the medieval Persian-Arabian
geographical and historical compositions it is
referred as Shash. Both in the ancient national
legends and in the poem ‘“Shakhname” by
Firdausi the Tashkent oasis or Chach referred to
the country of the mighty Toors who occupied
the legendary country Kangha. Territorially the
region Chach approximately equaled to the
modern Tashkent neighborhood because
starting from the antiquity the natural border of
the oasis were mountain ridges (Karzhantau,
Ugam, Pskem, Chatkal and Kuramin) which
like a horseshoe enclosed it from the north, east
and south. The twisting channel of the Syr-
Darya River served as the west border for the
oasis.

The delimitation of the Tashkent oasis into two
possessions — Chach and Ilak — possibly started
in the 7th century and by the beginning of the
9th century it had been finally completed. One
of them — Chach — embraced the valley of the
river Chirchik, another one — Ilak — embraced
the valley of the river Akhangaran with the
adjacent mountain lands. But, apparently, there
was not any strict delimitation and the oasis was
still perceived as a whole single unit. Though
each possession had its own capital, the main
residence of the governor was in Shash-Chach.
In the 9th — 10th centuries the historians and
geographers totaled more than 50 towns in
Chach and Ilak.

A combination of three landscape zones — flat,

foothill and mountain, which assisted also to
formation of the original economic way of the
region, gives the Tashkent oasis its particular
natural originality. The abundance of water
sources, fertile lands, varied wild flora and
fauna, abundance of ore minerals — all this long
since attracted people to these lands. It is no
wonder that this territory has a huge quantity of
archeological monuments which reflect
various pages of the history of this region and
stages of its development. Here on the area of
15.6 thousand square kilometers there are more
than 1100 archeological objects. They include
the sites of settlement of ancient people, rock
paintings (petroglyphs), ancient mines, melting
centers, ruins of ancient towns and structures,
castles, fortresses, temples, rural settlements,
ancient irrigating systems, barrows and
medieval Muslim relics.

The world famous prehistoric site of ancient
settlement Kyzylalma (near the town of
Angren), formed 800 thousand years ago, and
the grotto Obirakhmat (near the village of
Burchmulla), where there was also found the
prehistoric man settlement site and that was
formed 100 - 40 thousand years ago, are
connected to the ancient history, to the Stone
Age.

Great galleries of rock paintings, petroglyphs
with images of animals, hunting scenes, ritual
dances and chariots, found in Karakiyasai,
Khodzhikent and in other places, date back to
the Neolithic and Bronze Ages (starting from
the 5th and until the 1st millennia B.C.).
Apparently, for a long time they served as
places of worship and tribal sanctuaries where
the ritual ceremonies (consecrations, calendar
rituals, various rituals of transmission and
magic celebrations) were carried out.
Settlements of ancient agriculture (the
Burgulyuk culture) appear and develop during
the Bronze Epoch and the early Iron Age
(second half of the 2nd — mid 1st millennia
B.C.). Remains of settlements of these early
farmers are found in Tuyabuguz (the Tashkent
Sea), Buka, Yangiyul, Yangibazar (Kavardan),
Parkent and Tashkent (Shashtepa). The rest of
the land was inhabited by the nomadic tribes.
The written sources mention these nomad
tribes under the generic name the Sakks (“the
Sakks that are behind Sogd” or “the Sakks-
khaomavarga” i.e. “the Sakks who boil
khaom”). The sacred texts of Avesta name them
as the Toors.

New towns and cities appear during the

Antique Epoch (4th century B.C. — 4th
century A.D.). At this particular time the
agricultural settlements widely extend deeper
into the oasis. The first channels are being
built, and the areas under crops increase, too.
Extraction of minerals: iron, copper, and gold
intensively starts to be developed in the
mountain lands, but Chach was especially
famous for extraction of silver and turquoise.
The ruins of the two largest sites of ancient
settlement in the Tashkent oasis, Kanka
(ancient Kharashket) and Shakhrukhiya
(ancient Benaket), preserved their original
appearance in the southwest part of the oasis.
Kanka was the first capital of the Tashkent
oasis. The city existed here from the end of the
4th century B.C. until the 13th century A.D.

During the medieval period (9th century —
12th centuries) development of the mountain
crafts and agriculture assisted occurrence of
various craft centers. Therefore the medieval
Arabian geographers named the Tashkent
oasis the country of towns. For example, ibn-
Khaukal, who lived in the 10th century,
emphasizing the urban phenomenon of Shash
(Chach), stated that “neither Khurasan nor
Mauverannahr have a country similar to
(Chach) for its large number of cathedral
mosques (they were only in cities), cultivated
lands, extensiveness and abundance of
constructions”. Of course, now many of them
represent swollen earthen hills but their
outlines kind of represent former power of
fortifications and citadels, moreover

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sometimes one can see directions of streets and
the market areas. Shakhrukhiya, or Benaket, was
the second city, after Kanka, on its size and
economic value in Chach, it originally arose as a
small town near the ferry through the Syr-Darya
River. Later, during the Temurid's epoch (14th —
15th centuries) Shakhrukhiya turns to a large city
center. Having been destroyed by the Mongols, it
was later rebuilt by Amir Timur in 1392 and
existed until the 18th century. It was associated
with the names of many famous historical figures
such as Amir Timur, Ulugbek, Sultan Babur, and
Khodja Akhrar.

The abundance of the natural landscape can also
be attributed to the sights of the region. The
territory of the Ugam-Chatkal National Park and
the landscape of the mountain ridges of Chatkal
and Kuram kept some unique natural objects —
relic juniper woods with endemic fauna,
waterfalls, water-springs, caves, and rocks of
unusual forms. This magnificence of the natural
objects should be singled out in a special group of
tourist objects of the Tashkent oasis.

The modern cities of the Tashkent oasis with
historical and cultural values are presented in this
book:

Angren. Almalyk. Akhangaran. Pskent. Toitepa.
Akkurgan. Bekabad. Gazalkent. Parkent.
Charvak. Chirchik. Yangiyul.

The Akhangaran Valley, or the ancient cities
of Ilak.

During the early Middle Ages (5th — 8th centuries
A.D.) the structure of Chach distinguished with
its  mining-and-smelting land of Ilak that
covered the valley of the river Akhangaran, spurs
of the Easter Chatkal that surrounded it, the
northern part of the Kuramin mountain ridge and
lower lands of Karamazar where the main natural
riches were concentrated. Oriental geographers
of'the 10th century, when describing Ilak, always
associate it with Shash (Chach): “Shash and Ilak
are connected, there is no division between
them” — the medieval author Istakhri stated. The
mine on which the Arabs imposed a special tax —
“mine of Shash”, where the state silver coins
were minted, was possibly located in [lak.
Initially the capital of Ilak (6th — 11th centuries)
was the city of Tunket whose ruins were kept on
the left riverbank of the river Akhangaran at the
bottom of Karamazar 12km away to northeast
from the city of Almalyk between the inflows
Saukbulak and Atchapar. The city consisted of
three components: citadel, shakhristan and
extensive rabad. The power of the northern walls
of a site of ancient settlement was mentioned by
the eastern geographers as a very characteristic

feature of Tunket. From three sides, the city was
surrounded by the rabad — urban settlement
inhabited by handicraftsmen and merchants.
Starting from the 11th century, the city of Nuket
becomes the capital of [lak, and Nuket stood on
the main trading road from the capital of Chach
to Fergana near to the modern city of Toitepa — it
is the site of ancient settlement Ulkantoitepa.
The site of ancient settlement has very
traditional division for eastern cities: a citadel,
shakhristan and rabad. The highest blossoming
of'the city dates back to the 11th- 12th centuries.
The citadel, where the governor's palace was
located, is of special value. The palace was
made of wood, had a stone fundament and was
ruined in fire.

The modern town-planning picture is presented
by mining and industrial centers such as the
cities of Angren, Almalyk, and Akhangaran, by
the agricultural cultural centers such as the
cities of Pskent, Toitepa, and Akkurgan.

Around the Chirchik Valley (Ancient Shash,
Chach) and around the Valley of Syr-Darya.
The valley of the river Chirchik covers the
northwest part of the Tashkent oasis. In the
upper reaches of the river Chirchik its three
inflows Ugam, Pskent and Chatkal merge
together and form one of the most beautiful sites
of'the oasis —the Ugam-Chatkal National Park.
The industrial and cultural centers: the cities of
Gazalkent, Chirchik, Yangiyul, Dostobad and
the capital of Uzbekistan — Tashkent, are
located in the middle watercourse of the river
Chirchik.

The valley of the river Syr-Darya, or rather, its
right riverbank, is presented by the inundated
lowlands. A large industrial and cultural center,
the city of Bekabad, is located in the east on the
borderline with the Fergana wvalley. The
agricultural and cultural centers, such as the
cities of Buka and Akkurgan are situated to the
west from it, adjoining the valley of the river
Akhangaran.

The country of Chach (this name was originally
meant for the whole territory of the oasis) is
mentioned in the Chinese, Iranian, and Sogdian
written sources of the first centuries A.D. The
inscription about victories of the Iranian tsar
Shapur I (mid-3rd century A.D.) in his
numerous military campaigns describe the
Tashkent lands as an independent state: he (tsar)
moved apart the borders of the Sassanid State
“up to the mountains of Kesh, Sogd and
Chachstan”.

At the same time the Chach possession
expanded its limits significantly. The
fragmentary Sogdian inscriptions made on
burnt bricks recently found on the site of
ancient settlement Kul'tobe in a valley of the
river Arys in Southern Kazakhstan (earlier 3rd
century A.D.) state that the commander of
Chach had built up this town “in order to
separate the land of his people from the land of
the nomads”.

The medieval Arabian guidebooks and
geography books mentioned the Tashkent oasis
as consisting of two possessions — Chach
(Shash) and Ilak. The medieval geographer and
historian Istakhri states that: “... as to Chach
and Ilak, the size of their land is two to three
days (way), ... abound with countryside,
cultivated lands and cathedral mosques and
located on the plain with lots of pastures and
meadows ... Among all the areas in the territory
of Turkestan, there is no other place of any more
significance than Chach ...”. Even the river
Syr-Darya at this time was named as the “river
of Chach”.

The word “Chach” has a Turkic root and, in
opinion of the experts-historians, it does not
simply mean “a stone” but “a jewel”, “a gem”.
In the ancient Turkic language chach meant a
precious stone — turquoise, which let us
consider the name of the land Chach not as “a
stone fortress” but as “a country of jewels”.

In the 3rd-4th centuries A.D. Chach actively
participated in the international trade.
Merchants from Chach took the third place for
their number after the merchants from
Samarkand and Bukhara. The names of the
natives from Chach were mentioned in the rock

inscriptions in the site of Shotial I, nearby to a
ferry through the Indus in the northeast
Pakistan, on the southern trading road to India.
Regular coinage of own coins became an
evident of not only political independence but
also of the progress in the economic relations. It
was very characteristic that all these coins were
made of copper, i.e. were meant, first of all, for
the needs of the local market.

The state of Chach (Shash), which covered the
Chirchik Valley, the lower reaches of the
Akhangaran River and the adjacent foothill
areas of the upper reaches of the rivers Chirchik,
included 40 towns in total. Originally the capital
of the region was the site of ancient settlement
Kanka, ancient Kharashket. Even later, during
the medieval period, this town remained the
second-largest and an economically important
town after Binket-Tashkent.

There was the whole network of trading roads
that connected the towns of the Chach oasis
inside the region and leading out of its
borderlines, to Ispidjab, Sevenrivers, Fergana
and Sogd. So from Binket one road led to the
north to Ispidjab, the second — to southeast, to
the capital of [lak — Tunket. The same road led to
Fergana.

Thus, the complicated multilayered history of
the Tashkent oasis can be read through
numerous rarities — unique ruins of ancient
cities and some constructions, as well as through
classical written sources of the past remote
epochs.

large state on this territory. The traces
of prosperity and catastrophesare rooted into the
wide layer of culture inter-influence from the
Middle East and Hellenism up to Ancient China,
and they are scattered as numerous oasis-islands
on the lands of ancient irrigation of the Tashkent
region by the periods:
The Archaic period (125-10 thousands of
yearsago);
The Antiquity (from the 4th century BC up to
2nd century AD);
The EarlyMedieval (3-7 centuries);
The Medieval (9-15 centuries);
The Later period (16-20 centuries).
Most of these monuments of culture are in the
state of ruins.
There is necessity to add about existence of
special nature and landscape sights such as the
Ugam-Chatkal National Park, as well as unique
landscape of the Charvak water reservoir

The site of ancient settlement Kul'ata is
located Skm to the west from Almalyk. The
site of ancient settlement looks like the ruins
of one of the largest craft centers of the valley
of Akhangaran, identified with Tukket — the
second important metallurgical center in

~medieval Tlak: The first settfementappeared
here in the III" — IV" centuries A.D. and
settled down along the channel formed by the
spring waters. Expansion of the territory
onto the southwest began from the second
half of the first millennium. The artificial
lake was created to supply the town with the
water from spring waters. And in the Middle
Ages Tukket was one of the most significant
cities in Ilak. Starting from the beginning of
the XIII" century, owing to intestine wars and
the followed Mongolian gain, the city fell
into decay. Outputs of the water springs from
under rocky breeds formed a small river. The
grove grew up around it. This place -
Kirkkizbulak became sacred for local
population and became popular for carrying
out the family celebrations and cultural
events.

Tunket, the site of ancient settlement Imlak,
is one of the largest city centers of the
Akhangaran Valley. The monument is
located almost 15km to northeast from the
town of Almalyk, near the settlement
Sardzhajljak. 1t stretched out on hills of the
left coast of the Akhangaran River, between
Savukbulaksai and Atchaparsai. The earliest
settlement appeared here in the middle of the
I millennium A.D. A citadel, shakhristan,
and fortification walls were constructed in
the VI" — VII" centuries. Tunket becomes the
capital of the ore area of Ilak. Starting from
the second half of the XI" century, because of
reduction of the mining manufacture,
Tunket, having been left aside from the
caravan ways, loses its role of the state
capital and gradually gets destroyed.

Karkhonabovo is a unique for the Tashkent
Oasis ground-based and cave complex
located 6km to the south from the site of
ancient settlement /mlak, in the river-basin
of Nakpaisai, the left inflow of the
Akhangaran River. It is a loess hill with the
diameter of almost 50m located on a wide
loess part of an ancient landslip. The
complex of underground rooms was cut out
in the loess, inside the hill. The front
entrance into the complex is located on its
northern side. A corridor-shaped passage
takes you to a spacious vaulted hall. There
are lots of rooms to the right and to the left
from the entrance. In the center of the east
side there is a sagana which is esteemed as a
mazar (cemetery) in our day. According to
the local residents here was buried Ishan
Ishmat Khodjakhan, the founder of the
Karkhona. Apart of the hall is separated by a
high lancet arch with a simple projecting
semi-column. Steep stairs take you to the
second layer where living rooms were
located. Time of the complex formation
dates back to the XI" — XII" centuries.

The cult of revering Parpiata is widely
spread throughout the Central Asian region.
The word “parpi”, in the Uzbek language, is
the name of a healing herb. The local legends
say the sight was founded at the turn of the
17th century by the Seikh-tabib
Ishmukhammad Khalif (the saint with
healing powers) who brought together four
disciples. The most gifted of them, Parpiata,
became a sheikh after his teacher withdrew
to the cave of Karkhonabovo. The sight of
Parpiata is located 7 miles (10 km) south off
the city of Almalyk, Uzbekistan near a
mountain where the intricate limestone
formations of rocks rise above the plains.
According to legend, one of them is a holly
stone which bears the name of Parpiata
where pilgrims come seeking healing from
their ailments and light ritual candles
“pimek”, while reading prayers. It is also a
tradition among the locals to come here to
celebrate Navruz.

The site of ancient settlement and citadel
Ablyk settles down on the right side of the
Akhangaran River near the mouth of the
river Alatangisai running into it. The time of
its construction and its life duration fall back
to the VIIIth — XIIth centuries, XVth century
and XVIIth — XIXth centuries. The site of
ancient settlement was located on a medieval
trading way leading to Fergana where its
residents conducted vigorous trading
activity. Arabian geographers repeatedly
mentioned 4brlyg or Ablyk among the cities
of Ilak in their books of the Xth — XIIth
centuries.

The new mosque “Oblik Jome Masjidi” on
street Ziaratgokh was built in 2004. The new
building has been constructed in the place of
the old mosque, which was constructed in
the 1910s and was located at the east border
ofthe site of ancient settlement Ablyk.

The square and monument of memory of
the Ablyk residents, who were killed during
the war in the 1941-45s, — a sculptural group
on a low pedestal, is located in the makhallya
(city district) Ablyk on street Bulak Boshi
and it was created in 1967. An old mosque
was well preserved in the square. According
to the old residents, the mosque was

Uzbekistan became a true creative mother-
land for the whole galaxy of young Russian
artists of the 1920-1930s who preached new
art — A.N.Volkov, A.B. Nikolaev (Usto
Mumin), A.B. Isupov, L.Bure, M.Kurzin,
V.Benkov. V.I. Ufimtsev was born in
Southern Ural. And in 1933, the artist VL
Ufimtsev moves to Tashkent for good. He
becomes the main artist of the State Theatre
named after Khamza (1933-1936), he takes
active participation in formation of the
creative union of the artists of Uzbekistan
and in 1940 becomes its chairman. In 1944
he was awarded with the title of the National
artist of Uzbekistan. Oftentimes the artist
would come to Angren to draw etudes. In
1963 there opened a branch of the study of
local lore museum — the Art Gallery with the
collection of paintings gifted by
V.I.Ufimtsev to the city of Angren. In 1964
the Gallery was named after V.I.Ufimtsev.
The funds of the Gallery possess in total up
to 7000 units of storage.

On the western side of the modern city of
Angren there are stone embankments along
the road. They are seven barrows of the first
centuries A.D. located in a chain. The
chambers of burial places laid out with large
stones of circular shape with an entrance are
hidden under the embankments. The site of
ancient person Kulbulak is located at the
lower current of the river Kyzylalmasai, on
its left riverbank. Archeologists define the
time of this land cultivation by people as of
since 700 millennia B.C. until the 10"
millennia B.C. The thickness of cultural
stratification (49 cultural layers) and
sedimentary breeds makes almost 20m. It is
one of the most ancient archeological
monuments in the territory of our country.
The fact that Kulbulak has its unique multi-
layer origin places Kulbulak into a number
of protruding reference monuments not only
for Central Asia but also for Near and Middle
East. Kulbulak represents huge scientific
interest not only as a monument of
archeology and historical geology but also as
a nature sanctuary. The local population
esteems this site as sacred as well.

The rock paintings of the III “- 1
millennia B.C. are located 2-3km to the west
from modern Angren, on the steep calcareous
ridge extended along the channel of
Kuruksai, the right inflow of the Akhangaran
River. The pictures are cut out on the vertical
surfaces of rocks and represent schematic
images of animals, mainly of a mountain
goat — wild ram with bent horns. Under the
assumption of scientists, the image of a
mountain goat had been changing its
meaning with the time flow. Initially it was
the image is an object of hunting, later it
becomes the fotem of the patrimonial group,
especially esteemed and then turns to a deity.
These images can also be considered as a
tamga — a sign of property, a stamp. It is
interesting to note that the rocky ridge
represents special value as the nature relics,
too.

The settlement is known also as Seviltepa. 1t
is a small town on a natural hill above the old
floodplain of the Akhangaran River, near
kishlak 7elyau, 9km to northwest from the
capital of llaka, Tunket (site of ancient
settlement Imlak). A citadel, the governor's
castle, 10m high towers in the center of the
site of ancient settlement. The ledges of the
former five towers even now can be
distinguished along the perimeter of the
rampart. The entrance is at the south — instep
into the fortress along the ramp. From
northwest there is another part of the city
territory also surrounded by the fortification
wall with seven towers. The total area of the
site of ancient settlement makes 11.2
hectares. The city had gone through several
stages of inhabitance — in the 6th — 8th
centuries and later in the XIth — XIVth
centuries

The memorial complex Paigambarota is
located on the site of ancient settlement
Kandyrtepe (IV" — XVII" century A.D.).

The modern kishlak Ertash located high in
the mountain ravine is interesting as an
original ethnographic zone representing
traditional houses and lifestyle of the
mountain Uzbeks. The scientific
archeological works are conducted in the
territory of the settlement. During the works
there was discovered a mountain settlement
of the first centuries A.D. and, possibly, a
temple, as the head of these researches,
academician A.4.Askarov, considers. Ten
kilometers higher in the ravine one can see
rock paintings: images of goats, rams, dogs,
and not deciphered Arabian inscriptions.
This enables us suppose that it had been a
place for worship that existed for a long time
starting from the Bronze Epoch (I
millennium B.C.) until the most recent
Middle Ages — X VII" centuries.

The memorial complex of the XIII"-XIV"
centuries Mazar Shaabdulmalikbobo is one
of the esteemed relics of the Tashkent oasis.
The Mazar is located 15km to northwest
from the town of Akhangaran and is
considered a burial place of the sheikh
Abdul-Malik bobo who was the grandfather
of one of the most esteemed saints in
Tashkent — Zangi-ata. The complex consists
of an underground mazar, a ziyarantkhona,
and a corridor leading into a two-room crypt.
Apparently originally there was also a
ground-based structure, which has not been
preserved up to now. At present the
organization “Oltin Meros” is constructing a
new mausoleum on top of the mazar.

The site of ancient settlement of the X"-X1I"
centuries Uvaittepa is located 5 km to the
northwest from Akhangaran. It consists of
two parts: citadels with the area of 0.5
hectares and the shakhristan.

Sardoba is a water basin, architectural
monument. It is located in the foothills in the
village Kainar, 8-10km from Akhangaran. It
is a dome construction — gumbaz laid out of
burnt brick and erected above a water spring.
Kainargumbazi has almost 10m in diameter
and as much in height. The basis of the
construction is combined from large stones
and forms a shallow tank, in which the water
approaches closely to the walls of the
gumbaz. Its northeast part has an arch
entrance. The southeast and southern sides
have 5 light windows. From under the
western window there is a drain, whence the
water of the spring follows outward. The
time of the sardoba construction in not
defined precisely, apparently, it dates back to
the XVIII" — the beginning of the XIX"
centuries because at that time there passed
the brisk mountain trade road from Fergana
to Tashkent. At a short distance, the
karavansarai was located near the sardoba.
Karavansarai is a archaeological
monument.

In the makhallya “Bulak™ on the Umurzakov
Street there has been well preserved a
traditional apartment house of the
prosperous townsman — a house of Kazi-
buva Abdi. The house was built in the 1900s.
The entrance part —a wooden balcony above
a gate with carved racks, eaves and caisson
painted ceiling has been well preserved, too.
The internal wall is decorated with modeled
ganch panels framed with zandjara and
vegetative patterns.

The sacred grove “Chashma’” with the area
of'about 10 hectares expanded on the water-
springs that form a little river. In its territory
there is Bezymyannoe tepe, a stele is
established on its top to memories of the
soldiers lostin the 1941-1945s.

In the makhallya Tut there is a sacred place
“Kadamjoi Karakhtai” — a stone with “a
footprint of a person — a trace khyzra” and
esteemed old tombs.

The site of ancient settlement Pushti
Makhmud is located in the southern part of
modern Pskent. Pushti Makhmud has other
names Bolo Pushti, - Old Pskent, it is
identified with medieval Ilak town of Bisket
that settled down on the caravan road
Tashkent — Fergana. The city was often
mentioned in the geographical compositions
of the X" century. The monument is limited
from the north, west and south by 8-20m
deep ditches. From the east side it is limited
by a dry channel of a modern aryk (artificial
water channel). Probably, the northern and
western ravines are ditches that divided city a
while ago. The governor's palace, a raised
site of 8-10m — a citadel, is allocated in the
center of the eastern part of the site of ancient
settlement. The main period of existence of
the city dates back to the VI"-XIII" centuries.
The total area of the monument is more than
10 hectares. The southeast part of the
monument is occupied by amodern cemetery
Sugallikata, and its northeast part — by an old
cemetery Karakhodja.

At the end of the XIX" century a small
mosque of Khudoyarkhan was built on this
place.

These
booths were kept to this day. The complex of
the modern “Djuma Mosque” was built in
1998. The complex is formed around a
courtyard, it includes all earlier buildings; a
portal and a high minaret were additionally
builtto it.

The site of ancient settlement Ulkantoitepa
is the medieval city of Nuket, one of the
largest city centers in /lak, which is located
on northwest suburb of the city of Toitepa.
The period of existence of the city lasts from
the III" -V* centuries up to the X" -XII"
centuries. The total area of Nuket with its
suburbs at the time of its highest blossoming
made not less than 180 hectares. The citadel,
which includes the palace of the governor, is
located in the northern part of the
shakhristan and rises up to 20 m from the
bottom. The shakhristan was enclosed by
fortification walls with towers and was
surrounded by a deep ditch. In the center of
each of the four sides there was a gate. The
rabad enclosed the area of the shakhristan
from three sides: it stretched for 400m to the
west and east, and to the south — for 1000m.
Its eastern part is now under construction for
a new modern building. In the 1X"
“XII"centuries Nuket even becomes its
capital of Ilak, turns to a large trade-and-craft
center. It is quite possible that one of the
world-famous doctor-scientists of the XI"
century, Sharafaddin Abu Abdallakh
Mukhammad ibn al-Ilaki, lived in here.

In 1986 the organization “Oltin Meros” built
up the memorial complex: the mausoleum
above esteemed sagana, hauz and an
entrance portal in the territory of an ancient
cemetery on the place of the old tomb of Saint
Akhtamt Sakhob. The mausoleum interior is
decorated with ganch engravings: the inner
surface of the dome is painted in the
traditional style — medallions filled in with
vegetative ornaments of scrolled stalks with
flowers and leaves. Outside the mausoleum
lies sepulchral stone — kairak. It was found
near the old burial place.

Construction of the Saint George curch
under direction of the engineer L.Kiselyov
was finished in 1890 and on November, 23"
of the same year the Church was
consecrated.

THE TRACT OF KHODZHIKENT
ANDANCIENT SETTLEMENT SITE

The Medieval Town of Khodzhikent
(the site of ancient settlement Khodzhikent
bazaar boshi) was initially formed on the
right bank of the river Chirchik because in
ancient times there was a trading route
leading to Fergana and Talas. In historic
descriptions the town was called
Khardzhanket but starting from the 15"
century the previous name of the town has
changed. According to legend, the well-
known Sufi Khodzha Akhrar was born in this
land and the town became known as
Khodzhikent. The ancient cave settlements of
Khodzhikent are located in the south-western
part of Khodzhikent, on the rocky ledge
above the sacred grove of the plane-trees.
This Grove, according to local legend, was
planted 500 years ago by Khodzha Akhrar
himself. The cave settlements were
inhabited yet in the Mousterian epoch (100-
40 thousand years ago). Concentration of
petroglyphs indicates that this place was a
cult place — a sanctuary — of the local tribe.
The creation time of the petroglyphs falls to
the Chalcolithic Age (4" — 3" millennia BC)
and the Bronze Age (2™ — 1" millennia BC).
The place has kept its unique attraction even
until our times.

The Paltau Caves and the Grotto of
Obirakhmat are located 8km away from
the village of Burchmulla on the right bank
ofthe river Paltau. The two-layered cave is
a natural formation in the limestone
stratum. The upper layer has 3 hall rooms.
The lower layer of the cave, 150 meters
long, is an enfilade of 6 halls with the
heights from 1 up to 8 meters. The upper
and the lower layers are interconnected by
anarrow manhole. It had been sporadically
inhabited by people from the Paleolithic
Age (50-40 thousand years ago) and up to
the beginning of the 20" century. The
Grotto of Obirakhmat is located 100
meters away to the north from the Paltau
Caves. A thick and strong water jet is
flowing inside the narrow canyon and
falling down from a 38-meter height. The
slopes are hanging over the place of the
waterfall thus creating the grotto — a niche
21 meter wide and 12 meters high. The
archaeologists identified the period of the
grotto cultivation by man as from 125-100
thousand years ago until 40 thousand years
ago.

The village of Bogustan, literally meaning “a
country of orchids”, is located between the
villages of Nanai and Burchmulla. The
Complex of Bogustan Umarvali, or Mazar
Shakhmar Buva — ziaratgokh, dates back to
the 15" century and is situated near the
confluence of the two rivers, the Mazarsai
and the Pskem, in the western part of the
village. There are two sacred places in the
garden — the Mazar of Sheikh Umar Vali and
the Mazar of Sheikh Dawud who were,
according to the legend, the ancestors of
Khodzha Akhrar, a well-known Sufi in the
15" century. The famous Tashkent Sheikh
Khovendi Takhur was the son of Umar Vali.
Near the entrance to the construction there
was established a kairak (a gravestone) with
an Arabic inscription that indicates the date
of 1409. The cist of the Mazar of Sheikh
Dawud was built under the holly juniper tree.
According to the local legend, some of the
trees in the garden were planted by Khodzha
Akhrar himself and bear his blessing. Local
people still keep their reverence towards the
age-old trees as to the source of life force and
fertility.

This natural formation is situated on the river
Pskem that flows in the ancient glacial valley
surrounded by grandiose mountain ridges. A
traveler coming from the Charvak water-
reservoir, from the village of Nanai located

several kilometers down the river Pskem,

immediately pays his attention to the unusual

glittering of one of the rocks. A unique rock,

one side of which is polished by natural
processes so well that it became a mirror-glass,

is towering in the depth of a picturesque ravine.
And it has a name of Qinatash — Mirror-Stone.

Spectators are amazed by enormous sizes of
this natural phenomenon: its mirror surface
makes not less than 1000 square meters. There
is also an eponymous water-spring at the foot of’

The site of ancient settlement of
Shakhdzhuvar is located on the left bank of
the river Pskem in front of the eponymous
village. The town developed here yet in the
5" — 6" centuries AD and included a fortified
citadel with free housing around. Its
blooming falls to the 10" — 12" centuries
when it gets intensively built up and reaches
the area of 200 hectares. According to the
descriptions from the contemporaries, the
town had some public constructions of such
beauty that they did not cede to the splendor
of the gala buildings in Samarkand. But the
town was destroyed in the beginning of the
13" century in the result of military attacks
and of a strong earthquake. At the end of the
15" century — beginning of the 16" century, a
settlement of Shakhdzhuvar was formed in
the place of the town.

The site of ancient settlement located on the
northern outskirts of the village of
Kavardan, 6 km from Yangibazar, had been
functioning during the Bronze Ages in the
3"-2" millennia BC. It also contains cultural
layers of up to the 13" century. Its total area
makes almost 75 hectares. Scientists identify
the site of ancient settlement Kavardan with
the medieval town Kabarna — one of the
largest craft and culture centers of Chach-
Shash on the way to Tunket (capital of llak).
There have been preserved traces of
fortification walls with towers, which
surrounded the town from three sides. In the
center there is a massive round-shaped 15-
meter-high citadel with the diameter of
almost 100 meters. The local population calls
it Khantepa. A remote outstanding
fortification of the same height, but bigger
than citadel, is located to the south-west from
Khantepa. 1t is known under the name of
Khanumtepa.

According to the legend, the first inhabitants
of Parkent set 5 tents in this place, which
gave it the name of Beshkapa (besh means
five). The neighborhood mosque was
initially built in 1894. This building has been
preserved until our days and it is a small
structure of about 9.0x9.0m with a traditional
flat overlapping vassa and a four-column
aivan (terrace). Four different carved
columns with wooden carved beams in the
center of the room support the mosque
structure overlapping. The ceilings were
painted in the 20" century, and later new
facilities were built preserving, at the same
time, the old building of the mosque.

BOBOMUOCHIN COMPLEX.

The Friday Mosque and mazar (mausoleum)
at the currently acting cemetery are located
at the right bank of the river Parkensai
among the residential buildings. Some
fragments of the old mosque, the old stone
fundament of the column, stone tombs —
Kairaks with epitaphs — they all suggest the
existence of a settlement and a memorial
mosque in this place starting, at least, from
the second half of the 19" century. A stone
weigh of reddish sandstone weighing about
3kg was found here. This finding from even
much more ancient settlement in the territory
of Parkent that dates back to the Bronze Ages
(2" millennium BC) speaks of even
significantly older age of Parkent.

ZARKENTATAZIARATGOKH.

The complex Zarkentata Avliya built in this
place, which has long been revered, includes
the rotunda above the alleged tomb of the
saint, a winter mosque, aivans — summer
mosques, and a water spring. The pilgrims
believed that this place (ziaratgokh) is
located on the same latitude as Mecca. It is
also associated with the Mausoleum (mazar)
of Sayyid Muhammad Zhafar as-Sodiq ibn
Hussein, the elder brother of ibn Husain
Zarkentata, according to the legend he was a
son of Husein — the son of Caliph Ali and the
grandson of the Prophet Muhammad. Mazar

THE SITE OF ANCIENT SETTLEMENT
—NAMDANAK.

The site of ancient settlement is located on
the northern outskirts of the village of
Namdanak, between the rivers Boshkizylsai
and Yettiaryksai, near Parkent. The lifetime
of this settlement falls to the period starting
from the 1" centuries AD and until the
beginning of the 13" century AD. Initially the
settlement appeared on the waterfront
terrace where steep slopes of up to 15-20
meters high served as natural defense. The
town developed as a craft center associated
with the mining and ore processing.
“Aktash”, the soft stone used for making
various crafts and seals, was mined near the
kishlak (village) of Namdanak yet in the 19"
century. Several underground facilities,
including a mosque in the southern slope
with a narrow aisle and stepped descent
leading to a round hall with the diameter of
about 5 meters, were discovered in the slopes
of'the hill in the late 1980s.

The streets Istiglol and Istigbol are the first
streets of the city constructed in the 1950s.
Two and three-storied apartment houses and
public buildings located on these streets are
examples of the architecture of the 1950s.
The facades of buildings are decorated with
decorative details in the classical
architectural style — these are the frames of
pediments, rustic stonework of lower floors,
modeled eaves, capitals of columns, and
fencing of the balconies. Roofs of deep
loggias are supported by square columns.
Capitals of the columns are decorated with
modeled elements with oriental patterns. The
pediment of one of the preserved buildings
shows the year 1955 as the beginning of the
street construction.

Jomei Masjidi “Islamobod”. The new
building was constructed on the historical
site in 2001. Earlier there was a Mosque of
1956 year of construction. Through the front
entrance we get into the spacious court yard.
The facade of the building is decorated with a
high portal, which is flanked with two
minarets — guldasta. The portal and guldasta
are framed with a balcony. The whole
entrance is crowned with a dome. The dome
and minarets — guldasta are decorated with
geometrical patterns from ceramic tiles. In
mosaic style (inscriptions from the Koran)
and carved tree (windows and doors) are also
used in the Mosque's decor.

In 1895 started construction of the railroad
line Samarkand — Tashkent. The building of
the train station and adjacent water tower
were constructed in 1894, which is certified
by a topographical sign stamped into the
socle of the tower. The construction is built in
the “brick style”; this architectural style is
characterized by decorative elements applied
in the European architecture at the end of the
19 century.

“The Red Bridge” - the metal bridge was
apparently constructed in 1910 —14. The city
legend says: The bridge was built “on dry
land”, and only after it had been built the
channel was dug through. The bridge
structures were delivered by railroad from
Austria, and from the station of Bekabad they
were rolled, on logs up to the place of
construction. Pieces of the metallic
construction were joint together
exceptionally with rivets, not using welding.
This construction is both a monument of
architecture and a monument of the culture, a
memorable place for the city inhabitants.

The Palace is located on the square that leads
to the Street Istikbol. The building is a typical
example of Palaces of culture constructed in
the 1950s in many towns of the country.
Compositionally it represents several
different-size shapes incorporated together:
three-storied entrance structure — foyer, two-
light auditorium with a balcony and a scenic
three-layer section. The shape of the building
reminds of the Venetian palace: its first and
second floors are made as rustic stone; the
third floor is smoothly plastered. The main
facade is a six-columned portico —aivan. The
columns support the lancet arches. The
capitals of the columns are performed in the
classical antiquity style but with application
of oriental ornaments in their decor.

Kyzyl Mazar is the mausoleum of the XVI" —
XVII" centuries and one of the largest
architectural monuments of the Tashkent
area. The monument is located 3km to
northwest from Bekabad, in the village of
Takachi. The Mausoleum — khanaka
represents a one-dome almost square
construction built from burnt brick. Legends
connect the construction of the Mausoleum
with a name of Sultan Babur (the founder of
the dynasty of the Great Moguls) and his
campaign to India. According to one legend,
the sultan erected the Mausoleum in honor of
his killed friend, a great military leader.
Another legend tells that in the place of the
village of Tokachi there was a battle between
the armies of Babur and the Andijan people,
during which the brave soldier had
distinguished. He was killed and turned out
to be a beautiful Indian girl. So Kyzyl Mazar
was built in memory of her.

The site of ancient settlement Kanka is a
unique historical and cultural monument of
the region. It is the most ancient and largest
city center in Uzbekistan, the first capital of
the Tashkent oasis. The city has existed since
the 111" century B.C. and up to the beginning
of the XIII" century A.D. In the Arabian
geographical books, the city was mentioned
as Kharashket — “the city of Imperial good
fortune” or “the Imperial City”. The arch —
the strengthened residence of the governor
of Khorashket till now towers almost 45m
above the vicinities. In the territory of the
arch there were located smart and economic
facilities, temples and prisons. From the
north the residence was protected by the
river, ancient river-channel of the
Akhangaran River — Karasu, and from the
other sides — by a deep wide ditch. During the
archeological researches held at the depth of
20 m, there were found: a two-wall
fortification with towers and loopholes, with
two-story gallery inside of the wall. Along
the fortification and northeast angle of the
arch, a flat rise — the ramp led to the gates. In
the territory of the shakhristan there were
found a city temple, a large caravanserai,
residence houses and workshops of
handicraftsmen.

Sharkiya — Benaket — Shakhrukhiya is one
ofthe biggest and the most economically and
culturally important city centers of the
Tashkent possession. The monument is
80km to south-west from Tashkent, on the
right-side of the Syr-Darya River. The city
existed here since the I" century until the first
half of the XVIII" century, first as the point
of passage and later as the largest
economical center on the trading road. Here
lived Abu Suleiman Fakhraddin Ali al-
Benaket, the poet and historian of the end of
the XIII" — beginning of the XIV" centuries,
the author of the book “Tarikh-i Benaketi”. It
was the motherland for another well-known
scientist and calligrapher A/i ibn Ahkmed ibn
Mokhammed Benaketi. The site of ancient
settlement consists of an arch — a citadel,
shakhristan and rabad which territory is
divided by ancient channels and natural
rivers — sai. The area of the site of ancient
settlement makes 350 hectares. In the
beginning of the XIII" century the city was
taken by storm and destroyed by the
Mongolian soldiers of Chinghizkhan. But in
1392 Amir Temur restored it and named it in
honor of his son - Shakhrukhiya. In the
northeast part, along the road, there is a well-
known memorial complex known now under
the name of Shamorkori-ovliya.

YANGIYUL. ZANGIATA Complex

12-19th centuries

The complex is located on an ancient caravan
road from Samarkand to Tashkent and
consist of the following structures: the
mosque Namazgoh (1870); a minaret
(1914—1915); mausoleum Zangiata, a
courtyard with inhabited monastic cells —
khudjra of a former madrasa (19th century); a
cemetery with the mausoleums of Zangiata
and Ambar-bibi appeared in the 12th century.
The mausoleums of Zangiata were initially
constructed by Amir Timur's order in the
1390s. Construction of the mausoleums is
connected with a cult of reverence of
ancestors for people of Central Asia. At
present the extensive garden, the complex of
monumental constructions of the 14th —
19th centuries and the cemetery with the
mausoleum of Ambar-bibi have been given
to maintenance and patronage of the
Spiritual Department of all Muslims of
Uzbekistan.

The site of ancient settlement Kaunchitepa
is one of the largest monuments
(settlements). The settlement villages of this
particular culture were the future basis of the
most city centers of the Oasis. The site of
ancient settlement is located in the southwest
part of Yangiyul, on the left riverbank of the
Kurkulduk Aryk. The totals area of the
monument makes 25 hectares. It includes the
upraised fortified part (citadel) and the
villages. The very first settlement appeared
yet in the 1" millennium B.C. and is part of
the early-agricultural. In the 2™ century B.C.
there appears a new Kaunchin settlement
which rapidly grows and turns into a large
center for the whole agricultural
neighborhood. There was an assumption that
at that time this place was the residence..
However, later the city develops rather
slowly and in the beginning of the 7" century
it totally falls into decay, probably as a result
of the socio-political clashes. Urban life
moves several kilometers to the east where
develops a new town, of a smaller size,
known as Dinbaginaket (“The City (Temple)
of the Faith Deity”). The medieval Arabian
guide-books mention this place on the trade
road from Chinchket (Chinaz) to Tashkent-
Binket
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
